VITAL STATISTICS OF THE UNITED STATES
PART I. GEOGRAPHIC CLASSIFICATION BY PLACE OF OCCURENCE

INTROI

Thk volume-Vital Statistics of the United States,
Part I—contains official natality, mortality, and still-
birth statistics for the calenclar year 1944,classified by
the place of occurrence of these vital events. Supple-
mental tabulations for the Territory of Hawaii, Puerto’
Rico, and the Virgin Islands are also included. Selected
international tabulations are included in the appendix.
Part II of this annual report series presents detailed
statistics of live births and stillbhths tabulated by place
of residence of the mother of the child, and of deaths by
place of residence of the decedent.

All vital statistics tabulations made by the Bureau of
the Census utilize data from transcripts.of the original
birth, death, and stillbirth certificates that are received
from registration officials of States and cities, and of
the outlying territory and possessions of the Unitecl
States.

In the interpretation of vital statistics, serious con-
sideration should be given to the effect upon natality
and mortality data of the enormous movement of the
population brought about by the war. Internal migra-
tion of civilians and military personnel has greatly
affected the number of vital events taking place in the
individual States, cities, and counties, while the move-
ment of troops to overseas duty has affected the statis-
tics for the entire United States as well as those for the
geographic and political subdivisions of the country.
Thereforej an attempt has been made to present the
most meaningful vital statistics rates by employing
dtierent population bases for birth and. death rates.
In these volumes, the crude birth rates for the United
States for the years 1940to 1944,inclusive, are based on
the total population including the armed fomes over-
seas; the crude birth rates for States for the same
period, on the civilian population in the area; the crude
death rates for 1940to 1944for the ‘United States and
each State are computed by excluding deaths among
the armed forces overseas and are based on the total
population preseht in the respective areas, excluding
the armed fo~ces overseas. The reasons for selecting
these di.flerentpopulation bases and the significance of
the population movement as related to vital statistics
are discussed in the section on curren$ problems in the
interpretation of birth and death rates on page X.

HISTORY OF THE EXPANDING
REGISTRATION AREAS

The first vital statistics published by the Federal
Gover~ment concerned events in 1850and were for the
entire United States. These statistics were based on
information collected during the decennial census of
that year, Similar decennial collections were made by

census enumerators at each census up to and including
the wensue of 1900,but because of the time interval.
between the occurrence of a birth or a death and the
census enumeration, these reports were inaccurate and
incomplete. In 1880, the Bureau of the Census
established a national “registration area” for deaths.
This original area consisted of only two States—lMaesa-
chusetts and New Jersey-the District of Columbia,
and several large cities having efficient systems for the
registration of vital statistics, but by 1900 eight other
States had been admitted. For the years 1880,1894),
and 1900, mortality data were received from the States
and cities included in this expanding area, but birth
and death figures for the entire country were still
compiled from the reports of census enumer~tore. .

The annual collection of mortality statiwhcs for the
registration area began with the calendar year 1900.
In 1902, the Bureau of the Census, which had previously
functioned only in census years, was made a permanent
agency by an act of Congress. This act authorized
the Director of the Bureau of the Census to obtain,
aimually, copies of records filed in the vital statistics
offices of those States and cities having adequate death-
regietration systems. At that time not all States had
enacted laws requiring the registration of deaths, and
in many States the existing laws were poorly enforced.
The important dates in the historical development of
vital statistics in various States and the year in which
each State was admitted to the national registration
areas are given in table A.

The death-registration area for’ 1900 co&isted of
10 States, the District of Columbia, and a number of
cities located in nonregistration States. The registra-
tion area in 1900 inclucled 40.5percent of the popula-
tion of the continental United States. The original.
registration area was predominantly urbqn’ and char-
acterized by a high roportion of white persons. If

?those reporting cities ocated in nonregistration States
are excluded, the population coverage of the death-
registration States is much lower, representing 26.2
percent of the total population of the United States.

Inasmuch as it is more diflicult to obtain accurate
and complete registration of births as compared with
death:, the national birth-registration area was not
estabkhed until 1915~ and no birth statistics were
published by the Bureau of the Census from 1900 to
1914. The original birth-registration area of 1915
consisted of 10 States and the District of Columbia.
The growth of this area is indicated in tables A and B.

The gradual increase in number of both the birth-
and death-registration States is shown in table B,
which presents for each year the estimated midyear
population of the continental United States and the
estimated midyear population of those States included

States, and includes only findings for the registration
States. This change decreases the mortality statistics
coverage of the United States by the exclusion of cities
in nonregistration Statesj but it has its advantages in
that more reliable population estimates are available
for the registration States than for the registration
areas. No change in coverage has been made for
natalit y statistics since the birth-registration area at
no time included cities in nonregistration States.

NoTE.—In every year the District of Columbia is in both areae, but it is
not included in the “Number of States. ”

Because of the growth of the areas forwhlch data

have been collected and tabulated, it is impossible to
obtain a national series of geographically comparable
data priorto 1933. However, rates for the expanding
groups of registration States are approximations to
complete national rates, and general comparisons over
a long period of years are made. More exact trends
for parts of the United States can be secured through
the use of some constant area, such as the original
registration States, or the registration States of 1920.
The crude birth and death rates, infant mortality rates,

from the midyear’ population estimates for the con-
tinental United States. Thepopulations for the birth-
registration States for these years include the armed
forces stationed overseas since they are the populations
currently used as bases for the crude birthrates for the
United States.

Prior to 1940, most of the national mortality tabula-
tions rmblished bv the Bureau of the Census were
based hn data colkcted from the registration areas, but
beginnin’

with 1940 all published material given in

statistic series for the United States prior to the
completion of the death-registration area in 1933 omits
dat~ for registration citie; located in nonregistration
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and stillbirth ratios for the registration States, the
geographic divisions, and the individud States for a
series of years are given in tables I, II, III, and IV.

COMPARABILITY OF CLASSIFICATION

Geographic classification.-The geographic code 1
used in the tabulation of data published in this report
gives a separate identifying number to each city having,
in 1940, a population of 10,000 or more, and to certain
towns, townships, and districts which are classified as
urban under special rules. The places classified as
urban under special rules are of two types. One type
is limited to the States of New Hampshire, Massachu-
setts, and Rhode Island. It is made up of towns
(townships) in which there is a village or thickly settled
area having more than 2,500 inhabitants and compris-
~g, either by itself or when combined with other
mllages within the same town, more than 50 percent of
the total population of the town. In this report, only
those towns of this type having 10,000 inhabitants or
more are shown. A second type is made up of town-
ships and other political subdivisions (not incorporated
as municipalities, nor containing areas so incorporated)
with a total population of 10,000 or more and a popu-
lation density of 1,000 or more per square mile. The
geographic code also gives a separate number’ to each
courity, exclusive of cities or other urban places.
Although villages and cities having populations of less
than 10,000 are not individually identified, each county
is divided into two parts, one consisting of urban
places of 2,500 to 10,0.00,and another consisting of the
remainder.of the county. The classification of urbti
places used in the 1944 tabulations was based on their
population enumerated in the 1940 census, as of April 1.

The annual vital statistics data prior to 1930 were
tabulated in two groups: (1) urban places of 10,000
inhabitants or more and (2) urban places with fewer
than 10jOOOinhabitants and rural areas. These popu-
lation-size groupings do not correspond with those
defined as urban and rural in the 1910, 1920, 1930, and
1940 population censuses. Therefore, in order to give
annual vital statistics data that could be more closely
related to the population data, it was necessary to
further divide vital statistics data into two groups:
(1) urban places with populations between 2,500
and 10,000 and (2) rural areas. By combining the
urban places of 2,500 to 10,000 with urban places of
10,000 or more, figures could be obtained for urban
places that were comparable with those of the 1930 and
1940 population censuses. Also, by combining data
for urban places having popuktions between 2,500 and
10,000 with the rural figures, data compiirable with
those for places under 10,000 and rural areas as given
in the vital statistics reports prior to 1930 could like-
wise be obtained. .

Most of the natality and mortality tables published
for the years 1930 to 1941 show at least three popula-
tion-size groupings: urban places with populations of
10,000 or more, urban places with populations between
2,500 and 10,OOO,and rural areas; but some tables
show the simple classifications “Urban” and “Rural.”
In those instances where the dichotomous classification
is shown, “Rural” included all areas except urban
places of 10,000 inhabitants or more. In the present
volume the terms “Urban” and “Rural” refer to areas

as defined by the population census of 1940, that is,
urban places having2,500 inhabitants or more and rural
areas, respectively.

Classification by race.—Births imd deaths are classi-
fied in detail by white, Negro, Indi?n, Chinese, Japa-
nese, and a residual group of numerwally minor races.
In most tables such an extended classification is not
justified and the racial divisions are “~ite~’ “Negro,”
and “Other.” In tables where the mam purpose 1sto
isola~e the major group, the classifications are simply
“~lte” and “Nonwhite.”

International List of Causes of Death.—The data in
the mortality reports published by the Bureau of the
Census are tabulated according to the numbers and
titles of the detailed International List of Causes of
Death. The International List is revised decennially
in order that the terminology by which deaths are
classified may be consistent with advances in medical -
science and changes in diagnostic practice The tabu-
lations for 1944 are classified according to the fifth
revision of the International List of Causes of Death
adopted by the International Commission, which met
in Paris in October 1938. Complete titles of +his li~t,
with the official numbers and subdivisions, are given m
table V.

In some tables it was necessary, because of space
limitations, to abbreviate cause-of-death titles or. to
indicate the composition of groups of causes by gmmg
only the hst numbers. In such cases, reference maybe
made to table V or to the 1938 revision of the “Manual
of the International List of Causes of Death” for the
complete titles. The manual also gives the main
diseases or conditions included under each title.

Joint causes of death.—A large proportion of the
death certificates filed annually in the United States
report two or more diseases or conditions as causes of
death. These multiple conditions or diseasesare known
as. joint causes of death. General statistical practice
requires that cases involving more than one cause of
death. be charged to a single cause rather than to a
combination of causes, and it is necessary to employ a
selection process to determine the one cause to be
assigned. The method of selection used has an. im-
portant effect upon the resulting statistics.

In the French edition of the International List (1900)
which was adopted by the United States Government
in 1902, certain principles for determining the single
cause tQ be selected from the joint causes given were
incorporated as a part of the general classification
scheme. As an outgrowth of practices in this co~try
following 1902, deii.niterelationships among the various
conditions represented by items in the International List
were put into concrete form in the Manual of Joint
Causes of Death, first published in 1914, and revised
in 1925 and 1933 to conform with successive revisions
of the International List. The Manual of Joint Causes
of Death used in conjunction with the fifth revision of
the International List is practically identical with that
of 1933 with the exception of alterations required by
changes in the International List itself. Changes b
the Manual of Joint Causes of Death have been kept
to a minimum, since changes in these relationships tend
to disrupt statistical continuity.

Nativity classification.-Early mortality reports pub-
lished by the Bureau of the Census contained extensive
tables showing nativity of the parents as well as nativity
of the decedent, but the publication of these tables was
discontinued in 1933. In the reports on birth statistics

_ ,... .
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prior to 1937 more emphasis was placed upon country
of birth of parents. Detailed tables showing specific
country of birth of mother and of father, as well as
more abridged classifications, have been published for.
each year through 1936. These data have been of
historical importance in tracing the changing compo-
sition of the population of the United States. In recent
years, however, the number of births to foreign-born
parents has become a relatively small proportion of the
total. Accordingly, since 1937, birth tables showing
nativity of parents have been eliminated or revised.
A continued decrease in the proportion of births to
foreign-born parents will justify decreased emphasis on
this classification in future volumes.

Table C shows the total number of births of white
children in the expanding birth-registration area for
each year beginning with 1915, and the percent of these
having one or both parents of foreign birth. The same
data are given for the 10 original birth-registration
States. For this original registration area, white
births of foreign or mixed parentage were 53.0 percent
of all white births in 1915, whereas in 1944 this group
comprised only 12.7 percent of the total. For the
whole United States in 1944, white births of foreign or
mixed parentage were only 7.5 percent of the total white
births.

QUALIFYING FACTORS IN INTERPRETA-

.,, ‘” ‘be correctly interpreted unless cognizance is taken of

various qualifying factors. Obviously the factors to be
considered depend upon the specific purposes for which
the data are to be used. It is not feasible to catalog
all of the pertinent factors in the use of vital statistics
tabulations, but a few of the more important should be
mentioned.

Most of the factors limiting the use of vital statistics
data arise from imperfections in the original material
or from the impracticability of tabulating or using
them data in very detailed categories. These defects
should not be ignored, yet their existence does not.
vitiate the value of the data for most general purposes.
Analysis of small clifferences or exact evaluation and
interpretation of vital statistics requires careful study
of many related elements, However, the trend of
crude birth and death rates, the increase or decrease in
the number of deaths from selected causes, and the
major clifferences in rates among States, are all facts
that will not be materially changed by finer analysis.

‘ In order to draw conclusions or inferences from dif-
ferences between the birth or death rates, it is neces-
sary, particularly for areas of small population, to take
into account the number of births or deaths on which
these rates are based. Although all of the rates pre-
sented have been computed without regard to the size
of numbers involved, caution should be exercised in
the interpretation of those based on small numbers since
they are subject to variation in proportion to their
magnitude. In all such cases, a test of statistical
significance should always be applied before making
even a tentative deduction from rate differences. Al-
though it would be desirable to introduce into these
tables statistical measures of significance, iv was not
deemed practicable to do so as the required degree of
statistical reliability would differ with the uses of the
data. A discussion of this problem, and a simple
statistical test of significance, may be found in “The
Registrar-General’s Statistical Review of England and
Wales. ” 2

Place of residence.—Official national vital statistics
and those published by most State and city agencies
were, until recent years, compiled according to the
place of birth or death. Under this system of tabu-
lation, the data are tabulated by the city, county, or
State in which the birth or death occurred, irrespective
of the usual place of residence of the motJler of the
child, or the usual place of residence of the decedent.

The difficulties involved in interpreting data ob-
tained by this method of tabulation can be understood
by considering the effect of movement of people on
death rates. For example, the hospital facilities in a
city may attract pat ients from surrounding areas and,
as a result, many of the deaths occurring in this city
will not be deaths of residents of this city. The enum-
ated population of the city does not, under such
conditions, ” represent the number of persons exposed
to the risk of death; and the death rate does not accur-
ately, describe the mortality conditions of this particu-
lar city. A more correct figure is obtained by reallo-
cating all deaths to the place of residence. Since there
are many causes contributing to the movement of
patients to some area other than their usual place of
residence, it cannot be assumed that the direction of
the movement is always from the rural to the urban
areas. Similar nonresident factors affect the interpre-
tation of birth statistics based upon place of occurrence.

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In order to determine the direction or the magnitude
of the differences between rates based on births or
deaths according to place of occurrence and those
compiled according to place of residence, it is neces-
sary to examine. tabulations on both bases.

Since the data given in this volume are tabulated
according to place of occurrence, figures for individual
cities and counties, or for population groups, do not
always give an accurate indication of relative health
and fertility conditions. However, for a larger area
such as a State, the tabulations compiled on either
basis are principally the same. Detailed tabulations
by place of residence are given in “Vital Statistics of
the United States, Part II.”

Completeness of registration.—Although every State
has adopte’d a vital statistics law requiring the regis-
tration of aIl births and deaths, these laws are not
uniformly enforced. In most States where the regis-
tration organization is well established and where the
persons responsible for filing certificates appreciate the
value of registration to the individual as well as its

“value for statistical purposes, practically all births
and deaths are registered. In other States, however,
the underregistration is enough to affect the use of
the tabulated data for certain purposes.

Detailed information on the completeness of death
registration in each State is not, available. One ‘con-
dition required for admission to the national registra-
tion areas was that there exist a demonstrated com-
pleteness of registration of at least 90 percent. Using
this as a criterion, all of the States were admitted to
the registration areas by 1933, and although registra-
tion has become more complete in most States, it is
possible that there has been regression in some States.
Estimates of the completeness of registration in States,
based on the comparison of vital statistics reports and
‘enumerated census data, have been published else-
where.s It is believed that death registration is more
complete than bkth registration.

The first Nation-wide test of completeness of birth
registration was made by the Bureau of the Census in
1940. The records of all births registered during a
4-month period—December 1939 and January, Febru-
ary, and March, 1940—were matched with those of
infants under 4 months enumerated in the population
census as of April 1, 1940, and with those of infants
born during these 4 months whose deaths were regis-
tered as occurring prior to April 1, 1940. Altogether,
nearly one and a half million records were received for
the test.

As a result of the matching process and subsequent
field checks of the unmatched records, it was found that
the registration of births in the United States was 92.5
percent complete. As maybe seen from table D, which
presents data by States and by race, there was great
variation in the completeness of registration figures.
The completeness of birth registration ranged from
75.9 percent in Arkansas and 77;6 percent in South
Carolina to 99 percent or more in Connecticut, Minne-
sota, and New Jersey. Completeness of registration
of births to white persons was 94.o percent compared
with 82.0 percent to nonwhite persons. The percent-
‘age of completeness for white births ranged from 79.6
percent in Arkansas to 99.4 in Connecticut. I?or
nonwhites, completeness ranged from 40.3 percent in

Age, sex, and race.—If crude dea~h rates are used as
an index of health conditions of a community, com-
parisons of rates for different States or cities are not
strictly valid unl~ssthe age, sex, and r?cial compositions
of the population of each area are taken into considera-
tion. It is obvious that, if the population in one State
k generally older than that in another, the crude death
ratewill be higher in the State having the older popula-
tion, even though there is no significant difference in
the age-specific death rates.

Similar considerations apply also to crude birth rates.
For example, comparison of birth rates of one area
kaving a certain proportion of women of child-bearing
~ge with the rates of another comm~ity of a different
proportion would be erroneous if these rates were used
w a measure of fertility.

Various methods have been devised to compensate for
differences in the popula~ion composition of the areas

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;O be compared. A necessary element of all such meth-
ods is the computation of specific birth or death rates
for each of the factors to be considered. While the
natality and mortality tables in this volume are suffi-
ciently detailed for the most important of these com-
putations,’ it is also essential to have the corresponding
population figures for each separate age, sex, and racial
group.

Since the passage of Social Security legislation in
1935, there appears to be an increasing tendency to
exaggerate statements of age of older persons on death
certificates. As discussed in the section on population
estimates, this is also evident in the population enumera-
tion. The errors in the statements of age at death ap-
pear to be particularly serious for Negro males, and
there is some evidence of corresponding misstatements
of age at death of Negro females, but the errors are
somewhat smaller. The misstatements of age at death
exaggerate the mortality figures for the age group 65
to 69 years, and understate the number of decedents
50 to 54, 55 to 59, and 60 to 64 years of age.

Population estimates.—Since birth and death rates
are ratios of the number of births and deaths to popula-
tion figures, accurate rates are partially dependent
upon accurate population figures. Tabulations show-
ing the number and composition of the population for
various areas are available on] y for the years when
regular decennial population censuses are taken. For
intervening years population estimates must be used.

The crude birth and death rates for the United States
and the individual States for the years 1930 to 1939,
inclusive, presented in this volume cliffer somewhat
from those published previous to 1940. Any dis-
crepancies are due to the fact that the rates published
during the period 1930 to 1938 were based upon extra-
polated population figures, and the rates presented in
the 1939 annual report were based on provisional popu-
lation estimates obtained by arithmetic interpolations
between the populations of 1930 and 1940 as enumer-
ated in the decennial censuses. In the 1940 and 1941
volumes, the birth and death rates for the LTnited
States and individual States for the years 1930 to 1939
have been computed on the basis of intercensal popu-
lation estimates obtained by using migration statistics,
school census statistics, and data from other local
sources in conjunction with the decennial population
census data.

As a part of the program for the Sixteenth Decennial
Census period, the Bureau of the Census undertook to
make available population estimates for the intercensal
years, which were more accurate estimates than could
be obtained by the simple arithmetic interpolation
method. By supplementing the decennial census
enumeration data with population figures from various
sources, it was possible to make “population estimates
that included such details as age, sex, race, and nativity
for each year since 1900.

In revising these intercensal estim~tes, the State was
selected as the smallest geographic unit for which esti-
mates were made since population estimates for small
areas aie subject to relatively large errors. This limi-
tation was a fairly serious one for vital statistics pur-
poses since the most widely used national figures are for
the death-registration area, which includes cities in the
nonregistration States. Although it is possible to
obtain fairly reliable estimates of population for cities
having over 1~0,000 inhabitants, the large number of
cities, many of them with populations under 100,000,
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participating in the registration system made detailed
population estimates for the registration area imprac-
tical.

Since it was not feasible to revise the annual midyear
population figures for the intercensal years during the
period when the death-registration area was still
incomplete, it was decided to fit vital statistics to the
available population data for the registration States.
In the future, it is expected that mortality trend data
for the United States prior to the completion of the
area in 1933 will be generally tabulated on the basis of
the registration States. As mentioned before, the
official natality statistics for the entire United States
are not affected since the birth-registration area did
not, at any time, include cities in nonregistration States.

The estimates of the population of the United States
for the postcensal dates, July 1, 1940, 1941, 1942, 1943,
and 19447 were based on the 1940 census and on statis-
tics of broths, deaths, and net immigration since the
census date. The population present in the continen-
tal United States excludes members of the armed forces
outside the continental shores on July 1 of each year. “
The total population of the United States employed in
computing birth rates for the United States includes
members of the armed forces overseas.

The estimates for States are based partly on ration
book registration and partly on natural increase of the
population by States, since the last census. The
civilian population estimates obtained in this manner
provided the bases for deriving estimates of the popula-
tion pi-esent in each State. The total population
present in each State includes members of the armed
forces stationed in each State but excludes the troops
overseas.

Estimates of the midyear population of the United
States by age, race, aud sex for 1940 to 1944, inclusiv:,
relate to the population actually present in the contl-,
nental United States. Since the age distribution of the
armed forces abroad was estimated, the midyear popu-
lation estimates of males of military age in the conti-
nental United States may not be as precise as those for
other age groups. The estimates by age, race, and sex
for the period 1940 to 1944 also contain an adjustment
made on the age distribution of the nonwhite population
55 years and over as enumerated in the 1940 census.
The 1940 census showed an excess of nonwhites enu-
merated as 65 years and over as compared with the num-
ber that might have been expected to survive from those
55 and over in 1930. The age group 55 to 64 years, on
the other hand, showed a deficiency with respect to the
expected surmvors of those 45 to 54 in 1930. There-
fore, the distribution of the nonwhite population 55
years and over among the component age groups was
adjusted to a closer agreement with the distribution of
these age groups in earlier censuses. The total 55 years
and over was not altered in the process. Although
defects in the age distribution of the white population
were also observed, no adj ustrnents were made because
the adjustments would have been relatively small.

CURRENT PROBLEMS IN THE
INTERPRETATION OF BIRTH

AND DEATH RATES

Because of the marked changes in the characteristics
of the continental population during the war period, .
crude birth and death rates as conventionally computed
are not entirely comparable with those for prewar years
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as measures of general fertility and mortality. The
transfer overseas of several million men in the armed
forces has caused changes in the age and sex composi-
tion of the population in the continental United States.
The selection of men for military service overseas has
also changed the characteristics of the continental
population with .respect to physical fitness. These
factors affect the interpretation of conventional crude
vital statistics rates.

There is no completely satisfactory solution to the
problem of comparability between prewar and war-
time crude rates. However, in order to present crude
birth and death rates that will be most useful for com-
parative purposes, different population bases have been
selected for the various rates. The crude birth rate
for the United States is based upon the total estimated
population including the armed forces overseas, and
the crude death rate is based on the estimated popula-
tion excluding. the armed. forces overseas. The crude
birth rates for States are based on the estimated
civilian populations of the individual States, and the
crude death rates for States on the estimated total
populations present in the States.

Crude birth rate as an index of fertility.—The prolw
lem in the interpretation of crude vital statistics rates
during the war period can best be developed by discuss-
ing various rates in terms of their uses. The crude
birth rate is considered by some to carry no implica-
tions beyond the fact that so many births per thousand
population were contributed from the total population.
With that interpretation, the removal of several million
men from the country is no more disturbing to the
validity of the rate than a depression which acts to
decrease both the number of marriages and the number
of children born to members of the population. It is
true that at no time are all member: of the population
exposed to the possibility of producing offspring. The
unmarried, the institutionalized, and those outside the
reproductwe ages constitute a large portion of the
population which cannot contribute to the number of
births. If the armed forces overseas are considered a
logical extension of this ncmreproduciug group, then the
crude bi~th rate based on the total population including
the armed forces overseas is comparable with rates for
prewar years as a crude measure of fertility. On the
other hand, a certain amount of stability in the age and
sex composition of the population is usually presen~,
or understood, in connection with crude rates, and lt
may be contended that the removal from the population
of several million’ men, ahnost all of whom are within
the reproductive ages, is such a major change in the
composition of the population that comparability is lost.

The use of a birth rate based on the population within
the continental United States excluding the armed
forces overseas, on the premise that it relates the num-
ber of births to the population producing those births,
is probably unjustified. The estimated midyear popu-
lation within the continental United States, if used in

.calculating the annual birth rate for the year in which
the births occurred, is a population which may be
quite different from that actuaIly producing the births=

Rates which give a more precise measure of fertility
than the crude birth rate, though desirable at all times,
are particularly desirable under wartime conditions.
Any of the fertility rates based on all or selected age
groups of the female population can be used to advan-
tage, particularly for historical comparisons, since the

female,population. is’far:more stable than that for males
at this time.

““Theproblem of selecting the proper population base
for computing birth rates for ‘individual States is more
dficult than that for the country as a whole. This
problem is complicated by the unduly large internal
migration during this warihme period, and by the lack
of current estimates of resident populations. The
population figures now available for States relate to the
estimated civilian population in the State, and to the
estimated total population in the State.

The use of the estimated population within a State
as the base for the crude birth rate for that State is not
satisfactory, because the personnel in large military
estabhshments in many of the States has markedly
increased the populations within those States. S~ce
a large proportion of the personnel of any military
training center is not contributing to the number of
births to residents of the State in which the training
center is located, a crude birth rate which relates the
number of births to residents of a State to the popula-
tion within the State would give an artificially low rate
for many States. Although the use of civilian popula-
tions as the base for crude birth rates by States is not
entirely satisfactory either, this base produces birth
rates which have some comparability from State to
State. Since the crude birth rate for the United States is
based on the total population including the armed
forces overseas, the birth rates for the States based
on civilian populations are not comparable with the
national rate. For the country as a whole, the, ratio “
of the 1944 birth rate based on the entire population
including the armed forces overseas to the rate based
on the cdian population was 0.9164. For States in
which the change between the resident population and
the civilian population has paralleled that for the
entire United States, the birth rate based on the
civilian population may be decreased by applying the .
factor 0.9164 to give the approximate value of the
birth rate based on the resident population. The
use of such a factor to adjust birth rates based on
civilian Dopulations has been suggested by the
Registrar-General of England and Wales s as a means of
producing rates approximately comparable with those
for previous years for smaller areas of England and
Wales. However, the use of such a conversion factor
may be rather questionable for general usage.

Crude birth and death rates as indices of population
change.—One of the functions of the crude birth rate is
to measure the proportionate contribution to a popula-
tion that is made by live births. Conventionally, this
rate h% related live births occurring within the United
States to the total population in the United States.
For the purpose of measuring the rate of natural
increase in the population, births in the continental
United States may be related to the estimated total
population including the armed forces overseas even
though a large portion of that population is outside the
continental United States. The resulting rate of 20.2
per 1,000 estimated population for 1944 is comparable
with rates for prewar years. Although it is possible
mathematically to relate live births to the population
within the continental United State?, the resulting
rate appears to have little or no meamng as a measure
Dfpopulation increase.

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One of the uses of the crude death rate is to measure
theproportionate decrease in thepopulation caused by
death. For this purpose all deaths occurring in the
United States have conventionally been related to the
total population in the United States. It is evident
that if deaths among military personnel overseas are
excluded from the rate, the resulting figure would not
be a complete measure of the cost of death to the popu-
lation. The interpretation of the crude death rate,
based on the entire population including the armed
forces overseas, as an index of population decrease is
not affected by the absence of several million men from
the United States if their number is included in the
population base and the deaths of military personnel
overseas are also included with deaths occurring in the
continental United States. This rate is strictly com-
parable with prewar crude death rates in terms of
population change. The crude death rate for 1944,
including the estimated number of deaths among the
armed forces overseas and based on the total population
inclusive of the armed forces overseas, was 11.1 per
1,000estimated population. The crude death rate,
omitting deaths among the armed forces overseas, but
based on the same population, was 10.2 per 1,000
estimated population. This latter rate is not a com-
plete measure of population decrease by death, but
jndicates the portion of the total decrease which can be
assigned to the continental population.

Crude death rate as a measure of mortality risk.—
One of the primary uses of the crude death rate for the
United States is as an over-all indication of the prob-
ability of any person in the population dying during a
year. This rate conventionally relates deaths within
the United States to the total population. In the
absence of international reallocation of deaths, it has
been assumed that the number of residents of the
United States dying outside the country was, in la:ge
part, balanced by the number of nonresidents dying
within the United States. The resulting rate, though
not a “true” death rate for residents of the United
States, has been considered as such. The choice of the
total population as a base rested on the assumption
that this was the exposed-to-risk population to which
the deaths related. Crude death rates, based on the
total population, have been used as comparative meas-
ures of mortahty risk from year to year,

Under wartime conditions, the inclusion of deaths
among military personnel overseas with deaths occur-
ring within the United States is incompatible with the
basic assumption of common risk. What is needed
currently is a crude death rate which measures mortality
risk for the population within the continental United
States. If this rate is to measure among other things
the effects of the stresses of wartime living as reflected
in changes in the crude death rate, it must be based on
a population which will yield a rate suitable for com-
parison with prewar years.

If, to measure mortality risk within the United States,
deaths occurring within the population of the conti-
nental United States are related to the total population
including the armed forces overseas, the value of the
resulting rate is questionable, Such a rate is too low,
for while it omits the deaths within a sizeable portion
of the population, it includes the entire population in
the exposed-to-risk group. For this reason, the crude
death rate for the United States has been based on the
population within the continental United States. This
population is the exact base for the crude death rate,
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for it is within this population that the deaths used in
the rate occurred, However, there are certain limita-
tions connected with the use of the population within
the continental United States as the base for the meas-
ure of mortality risk within the United States.

The first limitation is concerned with the interpreta-
tion of the population within the continental United
States as a complete measure of the exposed-to-risk
group to which all deaths occurring in the continental
United States can be assigned. This particular problem
may be made more concrete if a specific cause of death,
such as tuberculosis, is used as an example. The mem-
bers of the armed forces were carefully screened by
X-ray and other techniques at the time of induction,
and those showing signs of tuberculosis were exempted
from military service. Also, it appears to be the gen-
eral practice of the armed forces to return to the United
States, on recognition, almost all active cases of tuber-
culosis among military personnel overseas. Therefore,
practically all tuberculosis deaths of residents of the
United States occur within the continental United
States. The factors operating in the original selection
of military personnel and the return of certain physically
unfit military personnel from overseas would tend to
cause an accumulation of the poor risks from a number
of causes of death in the population within the conti-
nental United States. Under these conditions, a crude
death rate based on the population within the conti-
nental United States, excluding the armed forces over-
seas, which is slightly higher than that for a prewar
year, cannot be interpreted as indicating an increase in
the force of mortality unless allowance is made for the
factors used in selecting military personnel for overseas
service.

A second problem connected with the use of the popu-
lation of the continental United States is the fact that
the age composition of the population maybe markedly
changed when military personnel overseas are excluded.
The assignment of several million men in the younger
age groups, in which the death rate is relatively low, to
posts overseas increases the proportion in the population
of older persons for whom the death rate is relatively
high. This factor alone will produce a higher crude
death rate when compared with that for an earlier
period, even if no change in the force of mortality has
occurred.

INTERPRETATION OF
CAUSE - OF - DEATH STATISTICS

Cause-of-death data given in this volume are classified
according to the fifth revision of the International List
of Causes of Death. The use of this list in the tabula-
tion of data by all States, and by various countries,
results in similar cause-of-death titles for the various
publications. Unfortunately, this use of a standard
classification list, although essential for regional corn-
parisons, does not assure strict comparability of the
tabulated figures. A high degree of comparability
could be attained only if all of the data on cause of
death were reported with equal accuracy and complete-
ness. Since the medical certification of death can be
made only by a qualified person, usually a physician or
a coroner, the reliability and accuracy of cause-of-death
statistics are, to a large extent, governed by the acu-
men and ability of the medical attendant to make the
proper diagnosis and by the care with which the death
certificate is filled out.
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The quality of t~e basic data reported on the death
cert~cateq is, of cotirse, of fundamental importance in
the interpretation of cause-of-death statistics. Al-
though a number of notable studies have been made of
the accuracy of medical diagnoses, there is an unfortu-
nate lack of national statistics on the subject. All of
these investigations are extremiiy limited in scope since
they are based upon comparisons of autopsy and
clinical records in certain hospitals and pertain only to
those cases that came up for post-mortem examinations.
Despite the paucity of data regarding the accuracy of
certiilcation of death, the cause-of-death information
given on the death certificate is, for the most part,
probably fairly reliable.

One index of the quality of cause-of-death statistics is
the proportion of death certificates coded International
List numbers 199 and 200, which are the rubrics for
ill-defined and unknown causes of death. This per-
centage indicates the care and consideration given to
the certification of cause of death by the attending
physician. It may also be used as a rough measure of
the specificity of the medical diagnoses made by the
physicians in the various areas.

Although there has been a marked inc;ease in the
proportion of death certificates reporting two or more
causes of death, there has been relatively little than e

%in the percentage of death certfica.tes reporting i -
defied and unknown causes of death. As may be
seen from table E, 3.9 percent of the transcripts of
death certificates were coded as ill-defined or unknown
causes in 1900. The reporting of causes of death im-
proved gradually between 1900 and 1910. In 1911 the
practice of querying unsatisfactory terms was intro-
duced. This resulted in a marked reduction in the
proportion of transcripts assigned to the ill-defined and
unknown category. The low proportion ‘of ill-defined
and unknown causes was maintained from 1911 to 1915,
but since then the percentage of such cases has increased.
Although there has been relatively little change in the
proportion of assignments to ill-defined and unknown
causes between 1919 and 1944, it is believed that the
accuracy of cause-of-death certification has increased
in that period.

At the present time, the type of statement given for
the cause of death varies considerably between States.
As may be seen from table F, 26 States, in 1944, had

less than 1 percent of all deaths classified in this ill-
defined group, while in 4 States over 5 percent, and in
2 States 10 percent or more were so classified. For
deaths under 1 year of age, the corresponding figures
are 20, 13, and 5 States, respectively. Obviously, if a
high proportion of deaths were included in these poorly
defined cause-of-death titles, it means that there was
an unknown deficiency in the number of deaths classified
under the more precisely defined titles.

The interpretation of data on cause of death is further
qualified by the fact that, although in many ‘instances
the death is the result of a combination or sequence of
causes, it is usually practicable to tabulate the death
under one rubric only. This necessitates a choice of
the primary cause from those given on the transcript
of the. death certificate. This selection of a primary
cause 1s made accordiug to rules given in the Miumal
of Joint Causes of Death. It is evident, however, that
the effect of any such rules on the classification of deaths
for specdic causes will vary according to the complete-
ness with which all the factors contributory to the
death are reported. If a death is the result of several
causes but only a single cause is given on the transcript,
the Manual of Joint Causes of Death cannot, of course
be used. For this reason the omission of pertinent
complicating factors or conditions contributing to the
death may result in an incorrect statistical assignment
of cause.

Apart from the question of comparability between
areas, there is the additional problem of comparability
for a given area between years. TO a certain extent,
time-trend studies of causes of death would be facilitated
if the International List were maintained without
change over a long period of years. However, if the
‘list were rigidly fixed it would soon be inconsistent with
current medical knowledge and terminology. To ob-
tain the advantages of frequent revision, and yet to
retain a fixed’ list for a number of years, revisions of
the list are made at an international conference every
10 years. In the process of revision, some causes of
death included under one title may be transferred to
other titles. Deiinite cliscontinuities are introduced
into the time trends of death rates for certain speciiic
causes of death, as indicated by a recent study fi on
the comparability of titles in the 1929 and 1938 re-
visions of the Idernational List.

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in diamostic Procedures and develo~-
ment- of medical kno;ledge bnd facilities are oth~r
important factors not to be overlooked in the study of
changes in death rates for certain causes. For ex-
ample, addition al diagnostic cancer clinics located
throughout the country may correctly diagnose many
cancer deaths that might otherwise be classified in
another disease classification or in the unknown or ill-
defined cause group. Another example might be found
in the case of syphilitic deaths. Deaths from syphilis
are not always correctly reported, but the recent
campaign to promote the prevention and treatment of
this disease may influence the accuracy of the reporting
of syphilis on the death certificate.

NATALITY STATISTICS

Natality trend.—In 1944, 2,794,800 live births were
registered in the United States. The crude birth rate
was 20.2 per 1,000 estimated population including
members of the armed forces overseas. The crude
birth rate corrected for the estimated number of un-
registered births in 1944 was 21.9 per 1,000 estimated
population.

The number of births reported for the birth-registra-
tion States and the crude birth rate for each year since
1915 are shown in table G. This table also gives the
estimated midyear population of the continental United
States and the estimated midyear population and per-
cent of. the total included in the expanding birth-
registration area.

The trend of the crude birth rate for the birth-
registration States may be seen from an examination
of table G. The trend is characterized by a relatively

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rapid decline in the rate from 25.0 births per 1,000
population in 1915 to 16.6 per 1,000 population in 1933..
After 1933 there was an irregular rise to the rate of
17.9 in 1940. This increase was followed by a more
rapid rise to 20.9 in 1942, a further upward movement
to 21.5 in 1943, and by a downward movement to 20.2
per 1,000 estimated population in 1944. The percent-
age increase in the crude rate between 1940 and 1941
was 5.6 percent and between 1941 and 1942, 10.6 per-
cent. From 1942 to 1943, however, the increase was
smaller, 2.9 percent, and from 1943 to 1944 the rate
decreased 6.0 percent. The trend of the crude birth
rate, as shown in table G, is affected somewhat by the
fact that additional States were included in the regis-
tration area from year to year and the more recently
added States have, in generall higher birth rates than
the original States. The additions to the area in var-
ious years are shown in table H.

The effect of the newly added States on the crude
birth rate for the area can be seen by comparing the
trend of the rates for the original birth-registration
States given m table J, with that for the expanding
area, shown in table G. In general, the trend of the
crude birth rate for the ,10 States and the District of
Columbia, which composed the original birth-regis-
tratnon area m 1915, is snnilar to that for the expanding
area. However, for the original area the relative
decline from 1915 to 1933 was somewhat greater, the
rates from 1933 to 1940 more nearly stable, and the
rise to the 1943 high of 21.4 and the decline in 1944
more marked than that for the expanding area. Differ-
ences in degree of urbanization, age and racial compo-
sition, economic status, and population movements in
the two registration areas are some of the factors
associated with the differences in the general natality
trend.

There were almost twice as many births as deaths
(1.98 births to each death) registered in the continental
United States in 1944, or 2,794,800 births compared
with 1,411,338 deaths. These figures when corrected
for the estimated underregistration of births and of
deaths including the estimated number of deaths
among military personnel overseas, indicate a natural
increase of approxirqately 1,389,000 in the population
of the entire T-’nited States in 1944.

In the original birth-registration area, where the
birth rate is slightly lower and the death rate is de-
finitely higher than that f~r the expanding area, there
were only one and two-thwds tjmes as many bwths as
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deaths, or 744,812 births and 443,566 deaths. Data on
deaths in the original birth-re&stratlon area are in-
cluded in table J in order to facilitate comparison of
the trends.

Crude birth rates by State.—Table K shows the crude
birth rate reported for each State and geographic divi-
sion for 1944. The crude birth rates for the individual
States, based on the estimated civilian population,
ranged from 18.1 births per 1,000 population for New
Jersey to 33.5 for New Mexico. The crude birth rate
for the United States computed on the same basis was
22.1 per 1,000 estipated civilian population.

There was also considerable variation in the rates
for the geographic divisions, although the range was
not so great as for the individual States. Among the
geographic divisions, the rate of 26.5 births per 1,000
population, for the East South Central States was the
highest; and that for the Middle Atlantic States, 18.8,
was the lowest.

As can be seen from tables D and K, birth registra-
tion is, in general, more complete in States having low
birth rates and less complete in States with relatively
high rates. If differences in completeness of registra-
tion are taken into account, it is clear that the variat-
ion in the true birth rates must be greater than in the
reported rates. Variations in the age, racial, and
marital composition of the population, as well as in
other conditions affecting fertility, contribute to the
differences in the crude birth rates.

B“irthrates by month:—The month-to-month varia-
tions in the crude birth rates for the United States,
based on the total population, are indicated in table L
for the years 1939 to 1944. In the years prior to 1939,

I the seasonal cvcle in the birth rate aenerallv started
from a low po~t in January, rose to Lminor February
or March peak, and then decreased to a low point in
May. The rate increased again to a major peak in
August or September, after which it usually declined
rapidly and reached the lowest point of the year in
December. This general seasonal pattern is apparent
in the birth rates for 1939 and 1940. . In 1941 and 1942,
however, the seasonal declines were so modiiied by the
longer wartime trend of rising birih rates that the No-
vember and December rates were higher than the rates
for .Jaquary of those years. The modifytig effect of
rapdly rising birth rates on the seasonal cycle H espe-
cially noticeable in the monthly rates for the second half
of 1942, which were consistently higher than the rates
for the first half of the year.

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The wartime peak in the birth rate appears to have
been reached in September 1942 when the crude birth
rate was 23.3 per 1,000 population. When corrected
for the seasonal factor, the actual peak is found to have
occurred in (lctober of 1942. In 1944 the rate of 21.7
births per 1,000 population, reported for July, was the
highest for the year.

Age off parents.—Detailed statistics of births by age
of mother and age of father, tabulated b-y place of
residence, are given in “Vital Statistics of the United
States, Part II.” In the present volumej summaries of
these tabulations for the continental Umted Skates am
given in several text tables.

Birth rates by i:ge of mother for the years 1939 to
1944 are presented in table Xl, and similar rates by age
of father are,given in tfible N. Table O shows, for 1944,
the proportionate distributions of births by each age-
of-father group for each age-of-mother group.

The birth rates by age of mother for the years 1939
to 1942 indicate increases in the rates for mothers in the
age groups ranging between 15 and 39 years, with
especially marked increases between 1941 and 1942.
Between 1942 and 1943 there were further increases in
the rates for women in all age groups from 15 to 39
yearn except those aged 20 to 24, for whom there was
a slight decline. This decline was extended to women
in all age groups from 15 to 34 years in 1944. The

birth rates for the females 35 to 44 years again rose
somewhat between 1943 and 1944.

The age-specific rates for fathers in the 5-year age
groups between 15 and 44 years increased continuously
from 1939 to 1943. In the upper age groups, the rates
remained unchanged or tended to decline except be-
tween 1942 and 1943, when there was a rise in the
rates for all age groups above 15 years. The rates for
age groups between 15 and 39 years declined between
1943 and 1944, but continued to rise for those age groups
between 40 and 54 years.

The highest birth rate by age of mother for the years
1939 through 1944 was 153.9 per 1,000 female popula-
tion in the age group 20 to 24 years in 1942. The
highest rate in 1944 was 141.7 for the same age group.
Among fathers, the highest rate for this 6-year period
was 172.0 per 1,000 male population in the age group
25 to 29 years m 1943. The same age group had the
highestratein 1.9M,but the rate had fallen to 135.8.
In regard to the specific birth rates by age of father, it
should be mentioned that there was a relatively large
number of fathers whose ages were not known. These
unknown ages, many of which are related to illegiti-
mate births, were not distributed in the computation
of the specific rates.

compared with a decline of only 0.7 percent for the
nonwhite group.

Table P is similar to table M except that the birth
rates arc specific for white and nonwhite females as
well as for age of mother. While table M brings out
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the fact that during 1943 and 1944decreases occurred
in the birth rates for younger females, in general, table
P shows that these decreases were.greater for the white
than for the nonwhite groups. Buth rates for most of
the white groups 10 to 39 years of age increased from
1939 to 1943, similar increases occurred in the rates for
most of the nonwhite groups 10 to “39 years of age.’
The declines occurring from 1943 to 1944 were less
marked for these nonwhite females than for the white
females. Moreover, there has been a tendency for the
age-spectic rates for nonwhite females aO years and
older to continue to rise in 1944; During the period
1939 to 1944, nonwhite females aged under 20 years
have maintamed much higher rates than white females
of the same age group. The opposite has been the
case for the age groups”25 to 29 and 30 to 34 since the
white females of these ages have consistently maint-
ained the higher rates., The age group 35 to 39 has
shown relatively small differences in the rates for
white and nonwhite females,, but for groups over age
40 the rates have been relatively higher for nonwhite
females.

. Table Q shows the percent distributions of white and
nonwhite births according to order of birth (excluding
stillbirths). Only at the third birth order are the white
and nonwhite. percentages similar. First and second
births form a relatively large proportion of white births,
while the fourth and higher birth orders comprise a
relatively large proportion of nonwhite births. The
proportion of fist births rose and fell more sharply for
white than for nonwhite births during the period 1939
to 1944. This wouId be expected in view of the anal-
ogous changes in the birth rates for young white and
nonwhite females during the same period.

For each of these rates, the number
of births of the specfied race and age-of-mother group
has been related to the respective population of females
of that race and age group in 1944. The same popula-
tion has been used as the base for computing all figures
for birth order given just below each true rate. Thus,
the figures in each vertical column from “first” through
“not stated” are siniply a distribution by birth order
of the rate given just above that column. If the sum
of all figures for either race in the total column at the
left is obtained for “first” through “fifteenth and over”
and each figure is taken as a percentage of that sum,
the resulting percentagtis approximate the percent
distribution shown in table Q for births of that race
in 1944.

Plurall births.-Of the total 2,794,800 live births
reported in 1944, single births numbered 2,738,438
while the remaining 56,362 individuals were members
of plural sets. Of the latter number, 1,644 were indi-
vidual twins whose mates were stillborn? while 53,894
were individual membem of twin pairs m which both
mates were born alive. Thus, the total cases (sets) of
twins in which at least one individual was a live birth
numbered 1,644 plus 26,947, or 28,591. There were
286 cases of triplets among which 800 individuals were
born alive, and 8 cases of quadruplets in which 24
individuals were born alive. (For detailed tabulation
of these cases, as well as cases in which all mates wer%
stillborn, see table 10, Part II, page 124.)

Table S shows total births, single births, cases of
plural births, and the rate of occurrence of plural
births for the birth-registration States since 1915. For
the rate? the total figure for plural sets in which at least
one individual was born alive has been related to the
sum of this figuie and the number of single live births.
Thus, the base of the rate does not include single still-
births, and neither the numerator nor the base includes
plural cases in which all individuals were stillborn;
until the reporting of stillbirths becomes more uniform
and complete this rate will probably remain the most
meaningful of the various rates that might be used to
express frequency of plural births.

Table S also shows that after 1936 the rate of occur-
rence of plural births declined steadily to 10.2 in 1943,
rising slightly to 10.4 in 1944. This rise corresponds
only roughly with the changed percentages of higher
birth orders among all births (table Q), but this fluc-
tuation in the plural birth rate is in accord with the
known tendency for plural s~ts to occur relatively
often among the higher birth orders.

In 1944, as in all previous years, the plural birth rate
was higher among nonwhite than among white births.
For white births there were 24,681 plural cases among
2,431,103 total cases, while for nonwhite births there
were 4,204 plural cases among 336,220 total cases.
Thus, the plural birth rate per 1,000 total cases was
10.2 for white births and 12.5 for nonwhite births; or
one plural set occurred among every 98.5 white deliv-
eries, while one plural set occurred among every 80.0
nonwhite deliveries; for total births there was one
plural set among every 95.8 deliveries. On] y confine-
ments resulting in at least one live birth have been
included in these rates.

STILLBIRTH STATISTICS

Differences in the stillbirth reporting procedures used
by the several States, together with varying definitions
of stillbirths, have made it dficult to compile compar-
able stillbirth data for all States. ,Table T shows,
therefore, the number of stillbirths of each gestation
period reported in 1944 on an occurrence basis for each
State. States with similar rules for reporting still-
births have been grouped together. Among the 75,495
stillbirth transcripts received, 11,485 or 15.2 percent
gave no information on period of gestation. It is appar-
ent from table T that stillbirths are occasionally
reported without regard for the gestation-period re-
quirement of the State in which the stillbirth occurs.
Probably a more important consideration is the number
of reportable stillbirths not registered.

Table IV presents ratios of the number of recorded
stillbirths per 1,000 live births for the United States,
each geographic division, and each State from 1922 to
1944. For nearly two decades the stillbirth ratio
showed no significant change for the country as a
whole, remaining at about 39 per 1,000 live births
through 1930. Since 1930, the ratio has fallen to about
two-thh-ds its former value, reaching 27.0 in 1944. This
decrease has been more marked for nonwhite” births
than for white births. For the white group the ratio
has fallen from a level of about 35 in 1930 to 24.5 in
1944. For the nonwhite group the ratio dropped from’
a level of about 80 in 1930 to 45.4 in 1944.

While nodataare available to show that complete-
ness of stillbirth registration lias improved, there isno
reason to believe that registration has decreased sufE-
ciently to account for all of the observed decline in the
stillbirth ratio since 1930. Moreover, the changes in
definitions ofa stillbirth which. the States have made
during this period have not, onthe whole, been such as
would decrease the numbers of reportable stillbirths.
It is therefore likely that a large part of the observed
decline ‘m the stillbirth ratio since 1930 represents a
real improvement. It is, nevertheless, apparent that
the securing of completeness in stillbirth reporting and
the obtaining of uniformity in stillbirth definitions are
problems which must be solved before stillbirth statis-
tics will be of much value for studies relating to preg-
Iancy wastage.

MORTALITY STATISTICS

Mortality trend.—h 1900, the first year for which
official annual mortality statmtics for the United States
were compiIed, the crude death rate for t~e registration
States was 17.2 per 1,000 estimated population. Ex-
cept for the disproportionately high rate of 18.1 in 1918
caused by the influenza pandemic., the trend of the
death rate since 1900 has been generally downward.

The crude death rate for 1944 was approximately 38
percent lower than that for 1900, while that for 1943
was about 37 percent lower than the rate for 1900.
Although there has been a substantial decline in death
rates, the rate of decline has not been uniform through
the decades. The average annual rate of decrease in
the crude death rates during the earlier period in the
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history of the registration system was about three times
greater than that for the later period. However, as
shown in a recent study,’ the mortality trend when
adjusted for the changing age composition of the popu-
lation shows a greater rate of decline during the latter
half of the 41-year period between 1900 and 1940 than
in the earlier years.

Table U, which gives the number of deaths and the
death rate for each year, also shows the estimated mid-
year population of the continental United States and
the estimated midyear population and percent of the
total included in the death-registration States from
1900 to 1944, inclusive. The States that were added
in various years are presented in table W. Even though
the rates in table U do not refer to a strictly comparable
geographic area throughout the 4&year period, the
consistent downward trend of the rates is not mislead-
ing. Essentially, the same trend is evident in table J
for a constant geographic area. Although there is con-
siderable variation in the magnitude of the rates, similar
trends for individual States may be seen in table II,
page 4.

Crude death rates by State.—The crude death rates
for each State and geo raphic division in 1944 are pre-
sented in table ‘Y. + he reported rates ranged from
8.0 deaths per 1,000 estimated population in Arkansas
to 13.6 in New Hampshire. Three other New England
States had the next highest rates: Vermont, 13,5;
Maine, 12.9; and Massachusetts, 12.4. For the nine
geographic divisions, the crude death rates ranged from
8.9 per 1,000 populatiofi in the West South Central
States to 12.0 in the New England States. In general,
the crude death rates were highest in the New England
and Middle Atlantic States, and lowest in the West
South Central and South Atlantic States. The average

as the presence of large military establishments,
some of the im~ortant factors associated with

geographic variation ;n the crude death rates. The
degree to which death registration is complete in the
various States should ilso be considered.

Death rates by age, race, and sex.—Age distribu-
tions by sex, race, and”cause of death are included in
several of the general mortality tables. Table Z sum-
marizes the rates by age, race, and sex for 1944. The
sex difference in the death rate is marked both for the
white race and for the nonwhite races, although the
excess in the death rate for males over that for females
is somewhat larger for the white than for the nonwhite
races. For all races, the death rate for males in 1944
was 12.4per 1,000 males in the continental United
‘States as compared with that of 9.0 per 1,000 female
population for females.

The death rate for the nonwhite races in 1944 was
12.4 per 1,000 nonwhite population, aud t,he.rate for
the white race was 10.4 deaths per 1,000 white popula.
tion. Except in the age group 75 years and over, the
death rate for the nonwhite races is higher than that
for the white race. As mentioned in the discussion of
the qualifying factors, cognizance of the defects in the
statement of age in death certification and in the

population estimates of the older ages, must be taken
in the interpretation “of these data.

The death rates by age indicate that the lowest
mortalhy rate occurred in the age group 10 to 14
years. The age-specific death rates increase gradually
as old age approaches. However, except for ages 70 ~
years and over, the most critical period of life, from the
standpoint of mortality, is during the period of infancy
or under 1 year of age.

Death rates by month.—Table AA shows the crude
death rates by month for the continental United States
for the years 1939 to 1944. In general, the crude
death rates were low during the late summer months
and high in the w;nter months, although the pattern
varied somewhat from year to year. The highest
monthly rate in 1939 was that for March; whereas,
in 1940, 1941, 1942, and 1944?the January rate was the
highest of the year. The lughest rate for the 6-year
‘period was that for December 1943, largely because of ~
the excessive mortality associated with the influenza
epidemic in that month and in the succeeding month,
as evidenced by the rate of 13.4 for January 1944.

Trend of death rates for selected causes of death.—
The trend of the death rates for selected causes may
be seenin table AB, which mesents death rates for the
expanding group of death-re’gistration States during the
period 1900 to 1944, inclusive. In general, the trends
are characterized by large reductions in the death rates
for infectious diseases and by increases in the death
rates for the so-called degenerative diseases, or diseases ,
of older ages.

The six principal causes of death in 1900 were pneu-
monia (all forms) and influenza; tuberculosis of the
respiratory system; diarrhea, enteritis, “and ulceration
of the intestines; diseases of the heart; intracranial
lesions of vascular origin; and nephritis. Relatively
high death rates were also reported for cancer and other
malia~ant tumors; premakure birth; typhoid and para-
typhoid fever; and childhood diseases such as diph-
theria, whooping cough, and scarlet fever. In the
course of public health and medical progress, the death
ratesfor all of the aforementioned causes except diseases
of the heart, nephritis, intracranial lesions of vascular
origin, premature birth, and cancer have undergone
substantial reductions.

Pneumonia and influenza with a rate of 202.2 per
100,000 population was the leading cause of death in
1900. In 1944 this cause was fifth in rank order with
Lrate of 61.7 deaths per 100,000 persons. Widespread
me of sulfonamides and pneumonia serums has been a

a
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factor in controlling the mortality
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from these diseases
in recent years.

The great reduction in the death rate for tuberculosis
of the respiratory system reflects the remarkable ad-
vances achievad in the prevention and treatment of
this disease since 1900, when the rate for this cause
was 174.5per 100,000population. The continuous
decline in the tuberculosis death rate since 1900 was
interrupted by a temporary rise in the period 1917and
1918which was associated, at least in part, with the
influenza pandemic of those years. F’rom the excep-
tionally high rate of 132.9in,1918,there was a sharp
drop to 111.3in 1919, and since then the course of the
tuberculosis death rate has been steadily downward.
The decline has continued during the years of World
war II? and in 1944 the rate was 38.3 per 100,000
population, exclusive of the armed forces overse%, as
rompared with 42.1in 1940.

Very striking also has been the decline in the death
rates for diseases such w typhoid and paratyphoid fever.
The death rate for these two diseases taken together,
decreased from 31.3per 100,000 population in 1900 to
0.4 in 1944. Diarrhea, enteritis, and ulceration of the

intestines is another cause of death that has exhibited
large reductions in the death rate since 1900.

The decline in the mortality rates for infectious and
preventable diseases can be attributed largely to devel-
opments in public health and mqdical practice. Since
the turn of the century”, great progress has been made
in environmental sanitation, particularly with respect
to water and milk supply; disposal of domestic and
industrial wastes; immunization.; and improvements in
diagnostic aids and in the surgical and medical treat-
ment of diseases. Perhaps the most important
contribution to public health in recent years is the use
of sulfonamides for the treatment of coccus infections.
The sulfonamides have been effective> not only in the
reduction of mortality from pneurnoma but from other
causes such as appendicitis and puerperal septicemia.

The declining death rates for communicable diseases
have had a marked effect upon the trend of the crude
death rate, but this effect has been partially offset by
the increasing death rates for causes such as diseases of
the heart, cancer and other malignant tumors, diabetes
mellitus, and motor-vehicle accidents. Partly because
of the aging of the general population, and also because

the number of deaths certified as due to cancer, as wellof improvements in diagnosis, the death rate for heart
diseases increased from 137.4per 100,000in 1900 to
315.4in 1944. For similar reasons, the death rate
for cancer has increased from 64.0to 129.1per 100,000
population during the same period. The death rate for
diabetes mellitus shows a regular upward trend despite
the widespread and continuous use of insulii by diabet-
ics since its discovery in 1922. The diabetes death
rate in 1944 continued at a high level.

The increases from such causes as heart d~eases and
cancer are due to several reasons. The prevention of
deaths from diseases of infancy and childhood, together
with the decline in the birth rate, is producing a popu-
lation with a higher proportion of persons in the older
age groups in the United States. This fact, in itself,
tends to increase the total death rates for diseases
associated primarily with advanced age. Also? there
is little doubt that improved diagnostic facilities and
techniques and greater hospitalization have increased

as to certain other diseases.
The annual death rates for accidents not involving

motor vehicles have exhibited considerable irregularity
from year to year,’ but the long-time trend has been
downward. From the rate of 94.0deaths per 100,000
population in 1906,the first year for which accident
deaths exclusive of motor-vehicle accidents were tabu-
lated separately, the death rate declined to the low
points of 46.0 in 1939 and 46.3 in 1941. Between
1942and 1944,however, the rate for accidents exclusive
of motor-velucle accidents has maintabd a higher
level. Among the factors that may have contributed
to this wartime increase are h+~~eased exposure to
industrial hazards, military trammg accidents, and
living conditions affecting home accidents.

Death rates for selected causes of death, by age.—
Table AC, which shows the age-specific death rates for

*
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selected causes in 1944, indicates the mortality experi-
ence of the various age groups with respect to a number
of causes of death. The age-specific death rates for
all causes show that once the health hazards surround-
ing the period of infancy are overcome, the chances of
survival are materially increased. Of d] the age
groups exposed to the risk of death, children between
the ages of 10 and 14 years have the most favorable
mortality experience. The death rate for this age
group is slightly lower than that for children 5 to 9
years of age, but it is considerably lower than the
death rate for the nexb older age group, 15 to 19 years.
The death rates then increase gradually and as old age

approaches the increment in the death rate becomes
greater.

The age-specific death rates for all causes are sum-
mations of the rates for the individual causes. The
probability of dying from specific diseases differs with
age, and each cause of death has its characteristic age
“distribution. In general, the various causes of death
may be placed in the broad categories of infant causes,
childhood diseases, diseases of adulthood, and causes
peculiar to advanced age. There are other causes that
overlap the various age groups, and also some that
affect all persons, regardless of age. in about the same
manner.

INFANT MORTALITY STATISTICS

Infant mortality rates as conventionally computed 8
give somewhat biased results because the infant popu-
lation as obt?ined from live b$ths is .not exactly
related to the infant deaths occurring during the year,
particularly during periods of rapidly changing numbem
of birt,bs.g Inasmuch as the deaths under 1 year of
?gr during a calendar year are deaths not only of
infants born that year but also of infants born during
parts of the pre~ious year, the infant mortality rate
will be too low If the number of births is increasing.
On the other hand, the rate would be too high if the
number of births were decreasing because deaths for
some of the births of the preceding year would be
related to a lesser number of births for the year in
question. Corrections for such errors can be made by
relating the infant deaths not to the births occurring
in the same calendar year, -but to the bti}hs occurring
in the two calendar years m which the infants dying
in the first year of life were born.

The correction factor to be applied has varied because
of the improvement in infant mortality since the forma-
tion of the birth-registration area. For example, in
1920, 73.7 percent of ihe total deaths of infants that
died in 1920 in the bwth-registration are? occurred
among infants born in that year, and 26.3 percent w“ere
of infants born in the preceding year, 1919. By 1944,
this proportion had changed to 82.4 and 17.6 percent,
respectively. Both the conventionally computed, or
unadjusted, rates and the adjusted rates are shown in
table AD for each year since 1920, and also the con-
ventional rates for the yeare 1915 to 1919.

The conventional infant mortality rate and tie
adjusted infant mortality rate differed most in 1920
and in 1942, the ,conventionally computed rate under-
stating the adjusted rate by 1.9 percent in each of those
years. The figures for the years 1940 to 1943 illustrate
the effect of the increase in the annual number of births
in recent years upon the infant mortality rates. In
1940 the conventional rate was 0.8 percent lower than
the adjusted rate and indicated a somewhat more
favorable infant mortality experience than was actually
the case. With a mounting annual increase in the
number of births, the conventional rate understated
the actual rate by 1.3 percent in 1941 and by 1.9 per-
cent in 1942. In 1943, however, the conventional rate
was only 0.7 percent lower than the adjusted rate, the
reduction in the discrepancy being attributable to a
smaller @crease in the annual number of births than
in the preceding 2 years. In 1944, because of the
decrease in the number of births, the conventionally
computed rate overstates the infant mortality rate and
makes the infant mortality experience appear some-
what less favorable than it actually is.

Although the differences between the conventional
and adjusted infant mortality rates are not great,
errors in the conventionally computed rate caused by
variations in the number of b$ths from year to year
sometimes lead to erroneous Impressions as to the
magnitude or direction of the change in inf ant mortality
experience. For example, the conventional infant
mortality rate for 1943 was the same as the corre-
sponding rate for 1942. The infant mortality rate was
40.4 per 1,000 live births for each of the 2 years, whereas
the adjusted rate for 1943 of 40.7 was 1.2 percent lower
than the adjusted rate of 41.2 for 1942. 1 he conven-
tional rate for 1922, to give another example, was 0.5
percent higher than the corresponding rate for 1921,
but the adjusteil rates for the 2 years showed a change
m the opposite dwection; that is, the adjusted rate for
1922 was 1.9 percent lower than the same rate for 1921.

Except for the data presented in tables AD and AJ
and in the second column of table AK, infant mortality
rates in this report are unadjusted for the changing
numbers of births. Therefore, in view of the relatively
large variations in the annual’ number of births in
recent years, the apparent changes in the infant
mortality rate based upon births for a single calendar
year should be examined critically before drawing
conclusions. Although it would be desirable to adjust
all infant mortality rates, it has not been found
practicable to do so, because appropriate correction
factors have not been available for all of the detailed
tabulations.

Trend of infant mortality rates.—In 1944, there were
111.,127 deaths of infants registered in the United States.
This is a decrease of 7,357 infant deaths, or 6.2 percent,
as compared with the number reported in 1943. “The
adjusted infant mortality rate of 39.4 per 1,000 live
births for 1944 was the lowest adjusted rate ever
recorded for the birth-registration area, and the con-
ventionally computed rate of 39.8 recorded for 1944 was
the lowest conventional infant mortality rate.

The trend of infant mortality rates has been steadily
downward since the establishment of ‘the birth-regis-
tration area in 1915. Although there was a definite
rise in the infant mortality rate in 1918, the year of the

infants was insigmflcant compared with its devastating
results in the general population. Since 1919, there
has been a steady and rapid decline in the infant
mortality rate.

The reduction in infant mortality has occurred in
both white and Negro races, as shown in table AE.
Although the rate for Negroes is considerably higher
than that for the white race, the rate of decrease in the
rate for Negroes has been slightly greater than that for
the white race. The infant mortality rate for other
nonwhite races is based on relatively few deaths, there-
fore the rate is quite variable.

Infant mortality rates by age.—Mortality rates for
infants of various ages under 1 year are given in table
AF for the birth-registration area, for each year be-
ginning with 1929. ‘The total infant mortalit~ rate, as
conventionally computed, decreased from 67.6 per 1,000
live births in 1929 to 39.8 in 1944. The mortality rate
for infants under 1 month decreased by one-third, or
from 36.9 per 1,000 live births in 1929 to the rate of 24.7
in 1944. This improvement in neonatal mortality ex-
perience is not so great, however, as the reduction in
mortality among infants over I month of age.

Although relatively great progress was made for al-
most every other age group, little headway was achieved
in the reduction of the mortalitv rate for infants under
1 day of age until recent yea&. From 1929 through
1936, therate forinfants less than aday old remained
approximately 15 per 1,000 live births., but since 1936
the rate has decreased steadily to 11.5 m 1944.

differences between the rates for whites and Negroes
were proportionately greater for older infants than for
those dying during the first days of life. The rate for
white infants under 1 day was 11.2per 1,000 live births,
or 84 percent of the rate of 13.3 for Negro infants in the
same age group. A similar comparison of mortality
rates for infants 14 to 20 clays old shows that the rate of
1.3 for the white group was 54 percent of the Negro rate
of 2.4. The rate for white infants 1 month of age and
over was 13.3 per.1,000 live births or only 50 percent as
high as the rate of 26.6 for Negro infants 1 month and
over.

Infant mortality by month.—Table AH shows the
infant mortality rates for the United States, by month,
for each year from 1939 to 1944, inclusive. These are
adjusted rates for which the ~changing numbers of
births were taken into account by allocation of infant
deaths to the month of birth of the infants and also by
application of correction factors for differences in the
length of the months. As explained-in the introductory
paragraphs of this section on infant mortality statistics,
errors are introduced into infant mortality rates when
the changing number of births is not taken into con-
sideration in the computation of the rates. The ad-
justed rates for the years 1939 to 1942 as published in
table AH of this annual volume differ from the adjusted
rates in table AE of the 1942 volume because, although
adjusted by allocation of infant deaths to the month of
birth of the infants, the adjusted rates published that
year were”not corrected for differences in the length of
the months.

For the annual volumes prior to 1941, the monthly
infant mortality rates were computed on the basis of
the infant deaths recorded for each month and the
live births occurring during the corresponding month.
Infant mortality rates computed by this method do
not approximate the true seasonal pattern as well as.

Infant mortality rates by cause of death.—Infant
mortalitc~ rates for selected causes are presented in
table Ah for the years .194o to 1944, inclusive. The
five principal causes of infant deaths, as indicated by
the table, are premature birth; pneumonia (all forms)
and influenza; COngcnitd malformations; injury at
birth; and diarrhea, enteritis, and ulceration of the
intestines.

THE UNITED STATES ,

The rates for deaths reported as attributable to
premature birth decreased steadily from 1940 to 1g43,
but show a slight increase in 1944. Although the trend
of the rates for injury at birth was upward for a period
of years prior to 1940, these rates have shown a down-
ward tendency in recent years. On the other hand, .
the rates for congenital malformations have risen since
1940. The rates for pneumonia (all forms) and influ-
enza? taken as a group, decreased from 1940 to 1944,
but m 1943. there was a rise in the rate, attributable at
least, partially to the epidemic of influenza in the la%
2 months of that year. The rate for diarrhea, enteritis,
and ulceration of the intestines shows no consistent

INTERNATIONAL STATISTICS

The awakening interest or demosrapners In tne relatlVe

position or the United States with reference to tne vital
statlstdcs ror other parts of the world makes it imperative
that international statistics be compiled and publlshed fOr
comparative study. It is important that the vital rates for
t~ United States be compared with those for other countries
not only to evaluate the efriclency of our public health meth-
ods in relation to known, comparable systems, but also to have
Imov,ledTeof the birtn and death rates In otner worla areas.
l)espltethe i’act that systems of registration as Well as pro-

cedures ror collecting and tabulating vital statistics differ
,:rsatly,some Idea of the probable rank of the United States
among other countries can be determined.

The two tables which are included in the Appendix present
the very mlvjm.umof data on birth and death rates for a nuln-
ber of foreign countries. The data included have been comptled

from the official publishec reports fOr each country, and no
attempt has been made to adjust or correct the figures on the
baeis of any preconceived or arbitrary hypothesis regarding

their accuracy. It 1s felt that in the absence of detailed
stud:es of the reqietration syetems and procedures as well as
the various tabulation techniques employed in each country,
such arbitrary SLjuetmentsbecome a matter of psrsonaljudgment.
Data are qualified in the tables whenever such qualifications

are found in the ori~inal source material. Inferences as to

relative validity may be drawn by the reader in view of th~
facts presented.

In table 1 are presented the population and the number of
births and deaths reported with corresponding rates for 47
countries during 1942 and 1943. These fi~ures represent the

latest published data available for the majority or the coun-
tries show!. For a smaller group oi’24 countries, table 2
gIVeS the population, and nwbers and rates for births, deaths,

infant deaths, and stillbirths for a series of years beginning
with 1920 and ending with 1944. All of the rates have been
computed in the Bureal of the Census. Although some basic
data and rates are noted ae “provi’alonal”in these tables, it
hae been found that no subetantlal changee occur when they are
made rinal. There!’ore,all data maY be compared within the
lir.itatior.simposed by the qualifying factors indicated below.

Countries are a’rrantedin alphabeticorder within continents
in table 1 and in strai~ht alphabetic order In table 2. It
v!lllbe noted from table 1 that Africa and Asia are not very
l,!ellrepresented. Deta for Ecypt and the European Copulation.

of the Union of South Africa are’the only reliable figures for
Africa. Some data for Malaya are available f’Orearlier years,

and riothlcshas been reported from Russia since 1937, or from
China at any recent time. It 1s, thererore, Impossible to ob-

‘ain a true world picture.

Data for Latin American countries are included In both
tablee, although a large derree of underenmerati On and under-
registratlon undoubtedly exists. For Brazil and Paraquay,
data are limited to city and selected district experience, re-

spectively,because data are known to be more reliable In theee
areas. Vari~us other geographic and racial limitations are

indicated in :ootnotes.

QUALIFICATK!NS (M’?H13 DATA

Strlklng differences between re?lons of th: world are
evident for both natallty and mortality. Some of these clif-

ferences are real, others are the rssults of incompleteness
and noncomparabil.ltyoi’data. To evaluate these differences,
Certain qualifying factors must be clearly understood. These

factors as they relate to data for the United States, have
besn pointed out in the Introduction to this volume beginning
on page VIII,but they are so important in making international
comparisons that they will bear discussion again at tnis time. .

Incompleteness of registration. -The b~sic deficiency,
which affects vital statletlcs in almost every country to some
degree, is Incompleteneee of registration. In countries such
ae England, Australia, Switzerland, and Sweden, where regis-
tration systems have been functioning well i’or long unbroken
periods, there is reason to believe that registration 1s sub-
stantially complete. In the United States, incompleteness is
recognized, and there is, at least, some knowledge of the mag-
nitude and variation in Underreulstratlon of births. But In
many parts or Latin America, registration is admittedly very

Incomplete and unmeasured. Examination or the reported vital

rates for Bolivia, Haiti, Dominican Republic, or Brazil would
clearly point’to inadequaclee varying in both degree and type.
Birth and death statistics published for Brazil, as a whole,
result in rates far lower than a reasonable estimate would
allow. For births particularly, the deficiency Is broup~t out
clearly by the fact that the number of church baptisms are,

for each year, very much in excess of the rwmber of registered
blrths. Moreover, when data for the 21 Capital Cltiee SIOne

are consolidated, the resulting rates are double those derived
from the general population. Observation of the wide varia-

tions in rates for cltlee suggeak that many vital events still
fall to be registered, even In urban areas,but it is generally
assumed that data I’m the cltiee do approximate the true Pic-
ture to e.greater degree than the patently incomplete national
figures.

Although Underregistration is an importantproblemin evalu- ,
atlng variations in Latin American statistics at all timee, it
must not be lost sight of as a factor which migjt inrluence
birth and death rates In other parts of the world.

Noncomparability and inaccuracy.—In addition to the
possible incompleteness of registration, there 1s the problem

of noncomparability and inaccuracy of ltema reported on cer-
tificates. This is especially true of reporte from Latin

America and from Asia, but might well affect general compara-
bility in other areas for item such as age and race. Age at
death may be derived by substractmg year of birth from year

of death, or from direct questions on preeent age, according

to last or nearest birthday. Uncritical acceptance of reported
figures can lead to elgnlficant errore,although errors of this .
type are probably most important when they concern infant mor-
tality. Data for Infant deaths In Costa Rica were found to
include deaths or infants who i?ad completed their twelrth
montn, and al. thoug’h in this instance it was possible to cor-

rect the inaccuracy,a detailed study by age would be necessary
to determine how many other countries mlzht be tabulating their ,
data in the same manner. Another example of reporting dirrer-
ences ie found in the Japanese population statistics by age.

According to the system used In Japan, an Infant is already 1
year old at birth and automatically gains 1 more year on the
rirst day of the next New Year. Care must be taken to convert

such age reports to a standard for comparative purposes.
Timeliness of registration .—The timeliness of regis-

tration srrdnational practice in regara to publication of “oc-
currences” or’’re;istrati onstris another factor to be considered
In studyinz natality statistics in particular. Many countries
publish %lrths registered” which include delayed re?JiStratiOnS

often UP to 2 years of age. Figures for Chile are of this

type, as are those i’orEnQand and Wales durin~ tt~ewar years.
Zn England, the normal peacetime lag between occurrence snd

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registration of a birth has been Iairly constant at 1 m.ontlz,
WIth the reeult that the number of births registered. and the

numbnr occ!rring In a given period were approximatelY the same.
since the advent of ratim lw, I%E1stered births outnumber
occurrences, the ratio of occurrences to re~istrations in 1940
being 0.9721 for live births.’ ?her~ is no doubt that a num-
ber of countries pubilsh data on births registered, but it 1s
only In war periods that the dli’ferencesbetween reElstered
births and those actually occurring v!ouldbe significant, pro-
V1oed that registrat1on is reasonably complete.

MK)ther faCtOr which affeCtS both natalitY anCiMOr&dlitY
rdtes is the exclualm, from birth and deattifigures, of in-
fants that died before registration of birtn. In some in-
etances the time allowed i’or registration is 3 days. In”
others, It 1s 24 houre. .In several countries, therefore, the
death of an inf’antwithin the first 3 daye of life may not be

counted either as a live birth or as a death. For example,
Ecuador, Cuba,Bolivia, and until ro$ently Guatemala,considered
these unreglatered infants which died aa stillbirths, and ex-
cl~udedthem from all tabulstions. In Europe, France smd Spain
are still publishing data which exclude these deaths. Eelgium
has the same type of re$jstration procedure, but the numbers
of unreSiatered infants ‘/;!’Iich die are published separately and

are also published together with stillbirths, so that it is
possible to adjuat the number of live births and deaths to
correct ror the omission.

The effect of this registration practIce is Ixofold. The
resulting crude blrth arrddeath rates are understated to some
degree. Maternal mortality rates will be overstated since
they are computed by relating maternal deaths to live blrthe.
Intent mortality rates tend to be understated because of this
procedure, but the effect is not so zreat since both numerator
and denominator are deficient. However, when this factor Ie
coupled WIth the error introduced by the conventional method
of relating infant deatha to births occurring during the same
time period instead of”to more directly corresponding births
(see page IX of this volume), it is evident that some caution
must be exerciaed in the international comparison of inrant
mortality rates.

Errors in population eat imatee .—All birth end death
ratee presented in appendix tables 1 and 2 are crude rates.
They relate the reported births,or deaths to the population
eathnsted to be prsaent tinthe area from which the vital
-eventswere reported. For some countries, however, estimated

populations for recent years are inaccurate because of the
lack of an adequate population census on which to base the
estimates. Several European end Asiatic countries have not had
censuses since 19X). In the Western Hemisphere, Ecuador and
Haiti have never had a national census; while the most recent
enumeration in ~olivia was in 1900; in Uruzuay, 1WJ6; and in
Argentina, 1;14. Also, the vaiidity of the results of an
enumeration is often open to question. with limlt.edbasic
data.,estimates of preeent populations cannot fail to be prior.
The vital statistics ratea based on such estimatea must be
evaluated in terms of the accuracy of the population baee.

For war yeara another problem was encountered. It was
orten impossible to relate the births and deaths to strictly
corresponding populationa. For example, the sources or the
data did not always make clear the disposition of the armed
forces but wherever the composition of the population waa
given, theee notes have been incIuded in tablee 1 and 2. In
every case, an attempt was made to compute rates on the popu-
lation reconum?ndedby the particular country for that purpoee.
It was felt that this was the only course to pursue in the
absence of a thorough study of all factors concerned, even
though in some cases It msant using an estimated population
for 1939 throughout the war period.

Differences in population composit ion. —Anotherfactor
to consider in the international comparison of birth and death
rates ia the ciifference in the characteristiccs of the popu-
lations being compared. Differences in age, sex, and race
composition account for come of the dlfferentlals in natality
end mortality between countrlea (see also page ). Mortality
1s hlghest at the extremes of the age span, i.e., at the very
early ages and at the older ages. Thus, even ir the underlying
forces of mortality were not different, a population with a
concentration of persons at the very young or older ages will
record a higher crude death rate thsn one in which the popu-

lation is distributed in a more “nomal” pattern through the
ages where mortality is generally lower. Conversely, a country
with a favorable age diatribution but with extremely low stan-
dards of livlng would almost certainly be’expected to show a
higher crude death rate aa well as higher age-speciric rates
than a coontry with h&her standards of living. Ideally,
international comparisons should be made only on the basia of
age-specific birth and death rate> but in the absence or theSe
SpeCifiC indices, the crude rates do ~ive some index to the

relative health status or a country. Variations between coun-
tries are of such magnitude that dlrferences in the”rates can-.
lot all be attributed to the efrects of any one of the
qualifying factors outlined above.
