The American Community Survey (ACS) is a nationwide survey designed to provide communities a fresh
look at how they are changing. It is a critical element in the Census Bureau’s reengineered 2010 census
plan. The ACS collects information such as age, race, income, commute time to work, home value,
veteran status, and other important data about the U.S. population and housing. As with the decennial
census, information about individuals will remain confidential.

Data users can access this detailed demographic, social, economic, and housing data annually instead of
waiting 10 years for decennial census data, helping them make more accurate, timely and informed
decisions.

The ACS began in 1996 and has expanded each subsequent year. Full nationwide implementation began
in January 2005. The 2005, 2006, and 2007 ACS data are available for geographic areas with a population
of 65,000 or more. For the first time, data are available for areas of 20,000 or more, as a 3-year period
estimate (2005-2007). For small areas with populations less than 20,000, it will take 5 years to
accumulate a large enough sample to provide estimates with accuracy similar to the decennial census.
Beginning in 2010, and every year thereafter, the nation will have this five-year period estimate available,
a resource that will show the most up-to-date estimates annually for neighborhoods and rural areas.

The Puerto Rico Community Survey (PRCS) is the equivalent of the American Community Survey for
Puerto Rico. PRCS data are released in both English and Spanish. For the English release, PRCS and
ACS data are presented together as the American Community Survey data set.

Data Profiles allow users to view detailed social, economic, housing and demographic information about
a particular geography. As viewed in the illustration above, there are five types; the first four roughly
correspond to the Demographic Profile from the decennial census. The fifth type of profile, the Narrative
Profile, is a product unigque to the American Community Survey.

Beginning with 2007, the Data Profiles have two new columns, “Percent” and “Margin of Error” for the
percent estimate.

The Data Profiles have a head note directing users to the Population Estimates data tables for the official
estimates of population for nation state, counties, cities and towns, and estimates of housing units for
states and counties:

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Confidence Interval Charts depict the degree of uncertainty about the Ranking Table estimate in a chart
form. Two bars represent the confidence interval — the left bar representing the lower bound and the right
bar representing the upper bound. The margin of error is the difference between the estimate and the
upper bound, or the lower bound. For example, in the chart above, the confidence interval for the estimate
for the District of Columbia extends from about 19% to about 26%. The estimate is exactly in the middle
of the confidence interval, 22.7%. The margin of error is expressed as +/-3.6%.

The further apart the bars, the greater the uncertainty about the estimate. A diamond-shaped point lying
between the two bars indicates the estimate.

Move the cursor over the row containing the geography to view the associated Lower Bound (LB),
Estimate (Est.), and Upper Bound (UB).

Definition: A margin of error is the difference between an estimate and its upper or lower confidence
bounds. Confidence bounds can be created by adding the margin of error to the estimate (for an upper
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bound) and subtracting the margin of error from the estimate (for a lower bound). All published margins
of error for the American Community Survey are based on a 90 percent confidence level.

For example, when the estimate for the percent of 65 year olds below the poverty level in Mississippi is
15.7%, and the margin of error is +/- 0.8, we interpret the confidence interval as follows; if we were to
conduct the survey 100 times, then about 90 of the resulting confidence intervals would contain the true
percentage of respondents who report incomes below the poverty level. This is calculated by first
subtracting the margin of error (0.8%) from the estimate (15.7%), giving the lower bound for the estimate
(14.9%).
