Dr. James A Ferguson Emerging Infectious Diseases Fellowship

The Ferguson Fellowship is an eight-week summer program designed to expose minority and disadvantaged
medical, veterinary, pharmacy, and other allied health, public health, and graduate students to various research
and prevention opportunities.
