Assistance Production Program

The Air Force Office of Small Business Pro-
grams established the Manufacturing Technical
Assistance Production Program (MTAPP) to as-
sist in increasing and enhancing the competitive-
ness of small manufacturing firms in support of
the Air Force, Department of Defense (DoD) and
their major prime contractors.

Managed by the Air Force Small Business
Solutions Center, MTAPP first assesses partici-
pating small manufacturing firms’ capabilities to
provide services and then provides individualized
technical assistance with the goal of addressing
capabilities gaps and improving their ability to
meet requirements. Participation is by invitation
or nomination and is based on research which
identifies Air Force, DoD and prime contractor
supply difficulties with certain commodities or
services.
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Phase | : Technical Assistance

v Participants undergo a Comprehensive As-
sessment Process to identify areas for improve-
ment or gaps in competencies.

v A Continuous Improvement Plan is developed
to identify training or technical assistance needs.
