ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST RAPHEL BLOOM AND ALAN SCOP

The Commission announced that it has instituted public administrative proceedings
pursuant to Sections 15(b) and 19(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 against
Raphael Bloom and Alan Scop.

The Order Instituting Public Administrative Proceedings alleges that on November §,
1989 Bloom and Scop were each found guilty of one count of conspiracy and six counts
of securities fraud and that Bloom was additionally found guilty of six counts of mail
fraud and one count of perjury before a federal grand jury in Chicago in connection
with a scheme to manipulate the price of European Auto Classics, Ltd. stock during
the period from 1979 to May 1982. The Order also alleges that Bloom was convicted
of one count of perjury before a federal grand jury in New York in connection with
the same scheme. In addition, the Order alleges that Scop was permanently enjoined
in a separate civil action from further violations of the securities registration and
antifraud statutes.



A hearing will be scheduled to determine what, if any, remedial action would
appropriate with respect to Bloom and/or Scop. (Rel. 34-30372)
