CIVIL ACTION AGAINST JOHN YARD AND THOMAS YEBER 

The Commission announced today that on May 6 the U.S. District Court for the District 
of Columbia entered a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction and Other Equitable
Relief against John R. Yard and Thomas E. Yeber. 

Yard and Yeber consented, without admitting or denying the allegations of the 
Commission's complaint, to the entry of the Final Judgment, which enjoins them from 
violating Section lOeb) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Rules 10b-5, l3b2
1 and 13b2-2 thereunder, and from aiding and abetting violations of Section l3(a) of 
the Exchange Act and Rules 13a-l, 13a-ll, 13a-13 and l2b-20 thereunder. Ward also 
was permanently enjoined by consent from aiding and abetting violations of Sections 
l3(b)(2)(A) and 13(b)(2)(B) of the Exchange Act. In addition, both Ward and Weber 
consented to the entry of a court order prohibiting them, pursuant to Section 2l(d)
(2) of the Exchange Act, from acting as officers or directors of any issuer that has 
a class of securities registered under Section 12 of the Exchange Act or that is 
required to file reports pursuant to Section lS(d) of the Exchange Act for five years
from the date of entry of the Final Judgment. [SEC v. John R. Ward and Thomas E.
