CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

JOSEPH PANDOLFI NO , JR. PERMANENTLY ENJOINED 

The Commission announced the filing of a civil action for permanent injunction and 
other relief in the U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia against Joseph 
Pandolfino, Jr. of Buffalo, New York. The Commission's complaint alleged that between 
January and April 1991 Pandolfino, a 24 year old business student, engaged in a scheme 
to manipulate the market price of two NASDAQ securities, Aquanautics Corp. and 
Sheldahl, Inc., through the mass mailing of anonymous letters urging purchase of the 
securities based upon false and misleading information, including that Sheldahl would 
be the subject of a tender offer, in violation of the antifraud provisions of the 
federal securities laws. Pandolfino purchased stock in b~th companies prior to the 
mailings and liquidated his positions at a profit thereafter. 

Without admitting or denying the allegations in the complaint, Pandolfino consented 
to the entry of a Final Order of Permanent Injunction, enjoining him from future 
violations of Section 10(b) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Rule IOb-5 
thereunder, and ordering him to disgorge the sum of $23,979.25, plus interest, to the 
United States Treasury, and imposing a civil money penalty of $23,979.25, payment of 
which shall be waived based upon Pandolfino's demonstrated inability to pay. [SEC
v. Joseph Pandolfino, Jr., USDC, D.C., Civil Action No. 92 Civ. 1238] (LR-13250)
