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ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

PETER BUTLER SUSPENDED 

The Commission issued an order instituting administrative proceedings, making findings 
and imposing remedial sanctions against Peter E. Butler. In the order, the Commission 
found that while employed as a research analyst with PaineWebber, Incorporated in 
1986, Butler willfully violated Section lOeb) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 
and Rule 10b-5 thereunder by engaging in a course of conduct operating as a fraud or 
in a scheme to defraud to affect the market price of the common stock of Memory
Metals, Inc. The Commission suspended Butler from association with a broker or 
dealer, investment company, investment adviser or municipal securities dealers for 
six months. Butler consented to the issuance of the order without admitting or 
denying the Commission's findings. (ReI. 34-30788) 

HOLDING COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

HOUSTON INDUSTRIES INCORPORATED
