RECONFIGURATION OF SEC COMPUTER SYSTEMS

During mid-July the Commission’s Office of Information Technology (OIT) undertook a
major reconfiguration of the agency’s computer systems in an effort to increase
operational efficiency for SEC staff and responsiveness to the public.
