AGAII1ST MID-STATE SECURITIES CORP. AND NICHOLAS A. CODISPOTI 

The Ca.mission ordered public administrative proceedings under the securities .xcbange
Act of 1934 against Mid-State Securities Corp., a registered Red Bank, New Jer ..y 
broker-dealer, and its president, Nicholas A. Codispoti. 

The Order for public Proceedings alleges that Mid-State wilfully violated, and 
Codispoti wilfully aided and abetted violations of, certain Exchange Act rules relat
ing to Allendaents to APplication, Hypothecation of CustOllers' Securities, CUstOMr 
Protection, Recardkeeping, Financial Reporting, and supplelllental Pinancial Reporting,
and tbe Fidelity Bonding ReqUireaents and Custoaer Identification Information Rule of 
the Municipal securities Ruleaaking Board •. 

A bearing will be scheduled to deteraine whether tbe allegation. against Mid-State 
and Codispoti are true, and if so, to decide wbat, if any, reaecJial action would be

PERMABENT SUSPENSION OF REGULATION A EXEMPTION 
FOR WRSTAR FINANCIAL, INC. 

The Caaaission ordered that the conditional exeaptionfra. registration provided by
Regulation A claimed by Westar Financial, Inc., a Colorado corPOration, be permanently
suspended under Rule 261(a) of Regulation A. This Order permanently suspending the 
conditional exeaption provides that the suspension is based upon alleged: false, mis
leading or inaccurate statements in a Form 2-A (Report Pursuant to Rule 260 of Regula
tion A) filed with the commission on June 7, 1983 a$ the final report regarding sales 
under the Regulation A offeringl inaccuracies in the -Plan of Distribution- set forth 
in the Regulation A offering circulari and failure by Westar's president to cooperate
with the Commission's inquiry regarding this matter. 

westar sua.itted an Offer of Settlement after the conclusion of a two-day Administra
tive Bearing. In the Offer of Settlement, westar consented to an Order containing
certain findings and remedial sanctions without admitting or denying the Commission'S 
findings.
