APPROVAL OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGE

The Commission approved a proposed rule change filed by the Midwest Clearing Corpora-
tion. The proposal (SR-MCC-84-8) conforms MCC's municipal securities processing
procedures to National Securities Clearing Corporation’'s procedures. The proposal
provides that MCC will exit positions from its continuous net settlement system if:

a participant seeks to buy-in municipal securities to satisfy a longpostion; or a
municipal security issue is declared ineligible for CNS. The proposal also makes
bearer securities eligible for clearance and deposit at MCC., (Rel. 34-21723)

EFFECTIVENESS OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGES

Proposed rule changes became effective under Section 19(b)(3)(A) of the Securities
Exchange Act of 1934 by: The Pacific Clearing Corporation and The Pacific Securities
Depository Trust Company (SR-PCC-85-7; SR-PSDTC-85-1) to amend PCC/PSDTC 's by-laws to
change the date of the annual meeting of Stockholders from the third Thursday in
January to the fourth Thursday in January.
