and Carlos Arturo Smith, Jr., of Sunrise, Plorida. 

Bodge was barred from association with any broker-deal~r with the proviso that,
after two years, he may apply to become so associated 1n a non-proprietary, non-
supervisory capacity. Bruce, Ouarles, Shelton and smith were barred from associa
tion with any broker-dealer in a proprietary or supervisory capacity. In addition, 
Bruce, Quarles and Shelton were suspended from such association in any capacity for 
six .anths, and Smith for two months. The suspensions are effective March 4. 

According to the law judge's d~cision, during 1976 and 1979 the respondents violated 
registration and antifraud provisions of the securities acts in the offer and sale of 
certain securities. In addition, in 1980, they were enjoined from further violations 
of registra~ion provisions.
