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CRIMIIAl. PROCEEDINGS 

PBILIP B. PARSONS PLEADS GUILTY 

The Fort worth Regional Office announced that on February 27 U.S. District Court Judge
Tom Stagg accepted a plea of guilty from Philip Barmon Parsons to two counts of crimi
nal contempt. Sentencing has been set for April 5. 

The criminal contempt charges were based on Parsons' violation of an order of perma
nent injunction entered on August 29, 1977 by the U.S. District Court for the Western 
District of Louisiana, Shreveport Division, in SEC v. Southwest Coal' Energy Co., 
Philip B. Parsons, et ale Parsons was, by that order, permanently enjoined froa 
future violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of the securities laws. 
Specifically, the June 4, 1984 indictaent charges that Parsons raised at least 
$462,166 from public investors through the offer and sale of fractional undivided 
working interests'in oil and gas leases issued by Ok-La-Tex Production, Inc. The 
indictment further charged that Parsons misappropriated $253,598.31 of investor funda 
to his own use and benefit. (U.S. v. Philip Barmon Parsons, .oLA, 'ebruary 27, 1985, 
CR-84-50024-01).
