
ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

DATE SET FOR SOSPENSION OF BARBINE FINANC"rAL SERVICE 
AND JESSE ROSENBLUM 

In May 1984, the Commission suspended the investment adviser registration of Jess. 
Rosenblum, doing business as Barbine Financial service, of Closter, New Jersey for 
six months. It also suspended Rosenblum from association with any investHnt adviser 
for the same period. The Commission found that Rosenblum'S advertising brochures were 
fraudulent in that they did not disclose a 1980 injunction entered against Rosenblum,
downplayed the risks of having Rosenblum manage clients' funds, and made it appear 
that Barbine was more than it really was -- a part-time operation. The Ca.ai.sion 
also found that Rosenblum failed to amend his registration application to report the 
injunction, and failed to amend his application promptly to disclose the entry of a 
New Jersey cease and desist order. 

Rosenblum'S suspensions were stayed pending appeal. The Court 'Of Appeals for the 
Third Circuit recently affirmed the COIIIJIIission's Accordingly, the CaDissionorder.

made the suspensions effective May 28. (ReI. IA-971)


A-D LIMITED, O'l'BIRSSANCTIONED 

The Ca.mission, under delegated authority, entered Findings and Order by Default in 
an adainistrative proceeding under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 revoking the 
broker-dealer registration of A-D Limited and Trinity Corporation International, and 
permanently barring William P. Coon from association with any broker-dealer. 

The ca.aission's Order found, based on the February 12, 1985 Order for proceedings,
that Coon wilfully violated the antifraud provisions of the Exchange Act and Rule 
10b-S, and that Coon was convicted of mail and securities fraud on April 21, 1983. In 
view of the failure of A-D, Trinity and Coon to answer the Order for Proceedings or 
file a Notice of Appearance, they were found in default and the allegations in the 
Order for Proceedings were deemed to be true in accordance with the Commission's Rule. 
of Practice. (ReI. 34-22007) 

C(MPLAIN'l'NAMES MARYANN SARZYNSKI, OTHERS 

The Commission filed a complaint on May 22 against MaryAnn Sarzynski, Charles Sarzyn
ski, Ralph Anderson, James Crocicchia, Gary Frost, Donald Grady, paul smith and 
Anthony Dicerto, all residing in southern Connecticut, alleging violations of the 
antifraud provisions of the securities Exchange Act of 1934. 

The complaint alleges that, from about late 1982 ·through 1983, the defendants, direct
ly and indirectly, effected transactions in the common stock and options contract. for 
tbe common stock of certain publicly-held companies while in possession of material 
nonpublic information concerning the forthcoming recommendation t~ purchase the secur
ities of those publicly-held companies in publications of Value Llne, Inc., an invest
ment adviser registered with the Commission, resulting in aggregate net profits of 
$157,243.75. 

The defendants without admitting or denying the complaint's allegations, consented to 
Pinal Jud~ent~ restraining and enjoining them from violating the antifraud provisions
of tbe Exchange Act and Rule 10b-S and ordering them to disgorge their profits. (SEC
