..... 1&1 Sanctions against ~W Financial Services, Inc •• a registered broker-dealer 
located in Shawnee Mis.ion, ltanaa8, a suburb of ltan.as City. WZ1f consented to tbe 
Order without adaitting o~denying the allegationa therein. 



The Commission found that on several occasions WZW wilfully violated the net capital
and books and records requirements of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Rules 
15c3-1, 17a-3 and 17a-". The Commission's net capital requirements are intended 
to ensure that broker-dealers maintain sufficient liquidity for the benefit of their 
customers. 

The Commission censured WZW and placed limitations on its activities, functions and 
operations so as to require it to conduct all its brokerage transactions on a fully-
disclosed basis through another broker-dealer. This means that customers of WZW will 
be entitled to look to the net capital of the other broker-dealer for securities 
transactions placed through WZW. (ReI. 34-22023)

PBGGY D. STINBS PBRMANBNTLY ENJOINED 

The Port Worth Regional Office announced that on May 6 Judge Jerry Buchmeyer entered 
orders of permanent injunction and disgorgement against North Texas Pilm Processors,
Inc. and Peggy D. Stines, both of Garland, Texas. Stines and NOrth Texas consented 
to the orders and admitted to all of the allegations contained in the Commission's 
August 2, 1984 complaint which charged thea with violations of the registration and 
antifraud provisions of the securities laws. The complaint arose out of Stines' 
activities in a ponzi scheme in which she fraudulently raised over $17 million from 
over 1,400 investors. In partial satisfaction of the $8 million disgorgement order,
stines and North Texas agreed to divest all right, title and interest in the approxi
.ate $1.5 million in funds and assets that the temporary receiver in the case has 
recovered. 

Judge Buc~eyer, upon his own motion, further found Stines in civil contempt of court 
for failing to disclose the location of approximately $2 mUlion in funds and a.sets 
which are missing from the receivership estate. The. Judge ordered stines jailed until 
she caaplies with his order directing her to turn over to the temporary receiver all 
of the funds and assets which she fraudulently obtained. (SEC v. Peggy D. St1nes,
et al., USDC NDTX, CA 3-84-1277-R). (LR-10762) 

IUCBAlU) W. SUTER, OTHERS BNJOINED 

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on May 21 Judge Paul Plunkett, U.S. Dis
trict Court for the Northern District of Illinois, entered a Temporary Restraining
Order (TKO) restraining Richard W. Suter, Kenneth Wilson and the Commodity Profit Pund 
(Profit Pund) from further violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of 
the Securities Act of 1933. 

On May 20, the Regional Office filed an injunctive complaint and its motion for a TRO. 
The coaplaint alleges that the defendants, in the offer and sale of unregistered
securities, in the form of limited partership interests in the Profit pund, failed to 
disclose, among other things: the identity and participation of Suter in the offer
ing1 the financial condition of the issuer; the existence of prior injunctions, admin
istrative orders and a criminal conviction of Sutur; that Suter had filed a Chapter 11 
petition in the U.S. Bankruptcy Court: the fact that-.the Profit Pund had not filed any
limited partnership documents as required by the State of Illinois; and the risk of 
an investment in these securities. (SEC v. Richard W. Suter, et al., HDIL, NO. 
85C4842, filed May 20, 1985). (LR-10764) 

PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED 
AGAINST PARAGON PINANCIAL CORPORATION, OTHERS 

The Bouston Branch Office announced that on May 9 Judge John V. Singleton, Jr.,
Southern District of Texas, entered an order of permanent injunction against Paragon 
Pinancial Corporation (PPC), paragon Planning Corporation (PPC), a registered invest
ment adviser, Paragon Trust Company (PTe), B. Winfield Atherton, Jr. and R. Lyle
Anderson, enjoining them from further violations of the antifraud provisions of the 
Securities and Exchange Acts. Paragon Pinancial Investments Corporation (PPIC) and 
Paragon Interests, Inc. (PII) were also enjoined from aiding and abetting such 
violations. The Court also permanently enjoined PPC from further violations of 
Sections 204, 206(1) and 206(2) of the Aavisers Act and enjoined Atherton and Anderson 
from aiding and. abetting such violations. In addition, Rex R. Rogers, of Bouston,
was appointed temporary receiver for PPC, PPC, PTe, PPIC and PII. The defendants 
con.ented to the injunctions and temporary receiver without admitting or denying the 
ooaplaint's allegations. 
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The pleadings allege that PPC, Atherton and Anderson fraudulently induced PPC clients 
and other investors to invest over $3 million in inter vivos trusts offered by PTe 
wbich were aisappropriated by the defendants for their own use and benefit. (SIC v. 
paragon Financial COrPOration, et al., SDTX, 6-85-2396). (LR-l0765) 

CRlllIAI. PROCEEDINGS 

G. DUNCAN FRAZER, JR. SENTENCED 

1'he Boaton Regional Office announced that on May 10 G. Duncan Frazer, Jr. of Lynn-
field, Massachusetts was sentenced to six months imprisonment, fined $10,000 and 
ordered to make restitution of $900,000. Frazer, formerly Treasurer and Chief Finan
cial Officer of Massachusetts Financial Services Company (MPS), is a Boston-based 
investment adviser registered with the Caaaission which advise. and manage. approxi
mately 18 registered investment companies. The indictment charged that over the past
seven years, Frazer was engaged in a scheme to defraud MFS in which he used his con
trol over MPSI employee expense accounts to embezzle over $900,000. (U.S. v. G. Dun
can Prazer, Jr., UBDC, District of Massachusetts, CR No. 85-97). (LR-l0761) 

INVESTIENT COMPANY ACT RREASES 

MASSACBOSS'l"fS MOTOAL LIPS IRSOlWICB C(IIPARY 

An order has been issued on an application filed by Massachusetts Mutual Life Insur
ance Company (Insurance Company) and Mass Mutual Corporate Investors, Inc. (Fund)
exempting a proposed acquisition of debt securities by the Fund from Section 17(a)
of tbe Investaent Company Act, and permitting the concurrent investaent by Applicants 
in such securities. The application also amends a prior Caaaission order which per
aits ·tbe Insurance Company to invest concurrently for its general account in eacb 
issue of securities purchased by the Fund at direct placement. (Rel. IC-l~532

SALOMOII CAPITAL ACCUS CORPORATION 

An order has been issued exempting Salomon Capital Access Corporation from all provi
sions of the Investment Company Act.
