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CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

ABF ENERGY CORPORATION NAMED IN COMPLAINT

The Commission filed a.civil injunctive action on August 8 in the U.S. District Court
for the District of Columbia against ABF Energy Corporation of Englewood Cliffs, New
Jersey. The complaint alleges violations of the reporting provisions of the securi-
ties laws and seeks a Judgment of Permanent Injunction and Other Equitable Relief,

The Commission alleges that ABF, as part of a continuing course of violative conduct,
failed to file its Annual Report on Form 10-K for its fiscal year ended December 31,
1984, and its Quarterly Reports on Form 10-Q for its fiscal quarters ended March 31,
1985 and September 30, 1984, and failed to file or filed late certain Annual and Quar-
terly Reports on Forms 10-K and 10-Q and Notifications of Late Filing on Form 12b-25.
The Commission requests that the Court order ABF to file its delinquent Annual and
Quarterly Reports and enjoin it from further violations of the reporting provisions

of the securities laws. (SEC v, ABF Energy Corporation, USDC DC, Civil Action No.
85-2541), (LR-10844)
