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CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

COMPLAINT NAMES FORMER OFFICERS OF COAL TECHNOLOGY CORPORATION 

The Chicago Regional Office filed a complaint on July 31 in the U.S. District court 
for the Eastern District of Kentucky seeking injunctive and other equitable relief 
against three former officers and a former employee of Coal Technology corporation
(CTC), a corporation previously headquartered in Lexington, Kentucky, and now located 
in Downington, Pennsylvania. Named in the complaint were David E. Houge, Timothy J. 
Anderson (T. Anderson), Michael C. Cameron and Daniel L. Anderson (D. Anderson), all 
residents of Lexington. 

The complaint alleges that the defendants, at different times from March 1981 through
January 1984, violated antifraud provisions of the securities laws in the offer and 
sale of CTC's securities. The fraudulent conduct included the dissemination of false 
and misleading publicity concerning CTC's business activities and projections of reve
nue and profit. The complaint also alleges violations by certain of the defendants of 
registration and reporting provisions. 

Also on July 31, orders of permanent injunction were entered, by consent, against
T. Anderson and D. Anderson. Additionally, T. Anderson was ordered to file an account
ing reflecting the profits and proceeds he received from certain sales of CTC's securi
ties. (SEC v. David E. Houge, et al., EDKY, Civil Action No. 85-305). (LR-l0845)
