CIVIL PROCEEDIIIS 

PERMANENT INJUNCTION SOUGHT AGAINST DAVID A. COLLINS 

The Fort worth Regional Office filed an amended complaint on November 12 in the U.S. 
District Court for the Eastern District of Arkansas in SEC v. Collins Securities Cor
peration, et ale The original complaint, filed on April 16, charged Colllns Securi
tles Corporation (CSC) with violations of the Commission's net capital rule. The 
amended complaint charges CSC with the additional violation of the customer protection
rule. In addition, the amended complaint adds as a party defendant David A. Collins 
(Collins) of Little Rock, Arkansas, CSC's former chief executive officer. The comp
laint alleges that Collins aided and abetted CSC's violations of the securities laws. 
The complaint seeks permanent injunctions against both defendants. 

previously, on April 16, CSC, without admitting or denying the allegations of the 
original complaint, consented to a preliminary injunction, enjoining it from future 
violations of the net capital provisions, and to the appointment of a temporary
receiver. On September 4, the receiver was appointed a trustee for the liquidation
of CSC's business under the provisions of the Securities Investor Protection Act.

The subpoenas were issued in conjunction with the Commission's investiga
tion of potential "iolations of the registration and antifraud provisions of the 
securities laws by Cumberland, Chorney and others in the offer and sale of securities 
in the form of investment contracts, namely, silver dollar investments with a 15% per
annum repurchase guarantee.
