RULES AND RELATED MATTERS

PROPOSAL TO AMEND RULE 17f-1

The Commission proposes for comment amendments to Rule 17f-1 under the Securities
Exchange Act of 1934, the rule that implements the Commission's Lost and Stolen
Securities Program. The proposed amendments, among other things, would: (1) grant
registration exemptions to all reporting institutions that limit their securities
activities to uncertificated securities, global certificate securities, or securities
issues for which neither record nor beneficial owners can obtain negotiable securities
certificates; (2) eliminate current reporting and inquiry exemptions for registered
government securities, non~CUSIP securities issues and bond coupons, and replace them
with exemptions for uncertificated securities, global certificate

securities issues, and securities for which neither record nor beneficial owners can
obtain negotiable securities certificates; (3) reduce the de minimis inquiry exemption
to transactions that have an aggregate value of $5,000 or less; (4) narrow the inquiry
exemption for customers to circumstances where a reporting institution receives cer-
tificates from a person to whom it previously sold those certificates; and (5) define
"appropriate law enforcement agency," "uncertificated security," and "global certifi-
cate securities issue.”

various supplemental reporting requirements; and (5) amend its Form BD.

A hearing will be scheduled to determine whether the allegations against Registrant,
Levinson and Finnell are true, and if so, to decide what, if any, remedial action is
appropriate.
