ORAL GUARANTEES TO THE FINANCIAL REPORTING PROCESS

The Commission issued an Accounting and Auditing Enforcement Release and a Financial
Reporting Release discussing disclosure of oral guarantees in response to audit con-
firmation requests. 1In the release, the Commission emphasized that the substance of
oral agreements, which may have material significance for financial reporting pur-
poses, should be considered by financial institutions and others in completing audit
confirmations. According to the release, agreements which in substance constitute
guarantees should be reported in response to an audit confirmation request. The Com-
mission also stressed that financial institutions and other entities which provide
information to auditors, such as audit confirmations, should take reasonable steps to
ensure that accurate and complete information is provided. Additionally, the Commis-
sion stated that auditors should take steps to ensure that audit confirmations clear-
ly request information necessary to the proper conduct of their audit responsibili-
ties.

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

COMPLAINT SEEKING $457,000 DISGORGEMENT FILED
AGAINST GRADY SANDERS

The Denver Regional Office filed a complaint on November 27 in the U.S. District Court
for the District of Colorado naming Grady Sanders, Donald E. Hoke, Jr. and Master
Security Services Inc., all of Las Vegas, Nevada.

The complaint alleges that Sanders, Hoke and Masters violated the registration provi-
sions of the Securities Act of 1933, and that Sanders violated the antifraud provi-
sions of the Securities Act and the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. The complaint
also alleges that the violations by Sanders occurred in connection with sales by him
and various nominees of his unregistered stock of Master Security to a Denver, Colo-~
rado broker-dealer, which then publicly distributed the stock. The complaint seeks a
permanent injunction prohibiting the alleged violations in the future and requests
that Sanders be required to disgorge the $457,098 of proceeds from his stock sales.
The allegations involving Hoke and Master Security concern the sale of unregistered
Master Security stock since November 1981. (SEC v. Grady Sanders, et al., Civil
Action No. 85-C-2542)., (LR~10957)

ORDER OF CIVIL CONTEMPT GRANTED
AGAINST THOMAS W. REID

The Commission filed an application for an Order adjudging Thomas W. Reid of Grand-
view, Texas in Civil Contempt of the Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction by Consent
and Order issued by the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of New York on
March 1, 1985. Reid consented to the Final Judgment enjoining him from violations of
the antifraud and margin provisions of the securities laws in trading in the securi-
ties of First City Properties, Inc. and other securities. The application alleged
that Reid failed to pay certain sums as required by the Final Judgment and made affir-
mative misstatements in his Consent with respect to his ability to encumber certain
assets to secure such payments. :

The Commission's application was granted on November 25, and a warrant was issued for
Reid's arrest providing for his incarceration until such time as he purges himself of
civil contempt by paying a total of $159,700 to the appropriate parties or by proving
that he is unable to do so. Reid was apprehended on December 5 and remanded to the
Southern District of New York in custody. (SEC v. Thomas W. Reid, USDC SDNY, 85 Civil
1123, JFK). (LR~10959)
