ROBLIN INDUSTRIES, INC.

The Commission announced that on November 19 in the Chapter 11 case against Roblin
Industries, Inc., the bankruptcy court, as urged by the Commission, denied a motion

by Roblin to approve a stipulation acknowledging the validity of certain bank security
interests without undertaking any examination of the banks' claims, concluding that
the record was insufficient for it to make an informed judgment as to the propriety

of the stipulation. Roblin had agreed to the stipulation as a condition for obtaining
post-petition financing from the banks. Following the decision, Roblin withdrew its
pending application to approve the portion of the stipulation seeking waiver of other
claims and defenses against the banks.
