ance of the statutory duties of official committees under the Bankruptcy Code. The
official equity committee's application to establish a procedure for the reimbursement
of its expenses - a routinely authorized procedure for official committees in Chapter
11 - was denied by the bankruptcy court on the basis that the Bankruptcy Code did not
specifically provide for such reimbursement.
