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ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 
DECISION BARRING STEVEN R. GRAYSON FINAL 

The decision of an administrative law judge barring Steven R. Grayson, of Lompoc,
California, from association with any broker or dealer has become final. 

According to the law judge's decision, Grayson was convicted of mail and securities 
fraud in October 1982. In addition, in November 1982, he was permanently enjoined
from violating antifraud provisions of the securities acts. The law judge found 
that the convictions and injunction were based on Grayson's unlawful conversion to 
his own use of about $400,000 belonging to customers of two securities firms that 
employed him. (ReI. 34-20565) 

PROCEEDINGS AGAINST JAMESM. NEILLAND DISCONTINUED 

At the request of the Division of Enforcement, which has been unable to effect 
service of the order for proceedings on James M. Neilland, formerly of Bordentown,
New Jersey, the Commission has discontinued its proceedings against Neilland,
without prejudice to their re-institution on the basis of the same allegations.

CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS 

ROBERT H. BILLINGSLEY SENTENCED 

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on January 17 Robert H. Billingsley was 
sentenced by Chief Judge Frank J. McGarr, U.S. District Court for the Northern 
District of Illinois, Eastern Division, to three years in prison- for criminal con
tempt of a 1965 injunction enjoining him from further violations of the registration
provisions of the securities laws. Billingsley had previously been convicted, in 
1969, of criminal contempt of the same injunction. At that time he was sentenced 
to three years probation. Billingsley had sold unregistered securities in the form 
of undivided fractional interests in oil and gas leases to at least 200 persons re
siding in at least ten states, raising at least $2,500,000. In addition, on 
December 17, 1982, Billingsley personally, and on behalf of his corporation, Telex 
Oil and Gas Co., Ltd., had consented without admitting or denying to entry of an 
injunction enjoining him from further violations of the registration and antifraud 
provisions of the securities laws. (U.S. ex reI. SEC v. Robert H. Billingsley,
82 C 6624, N.D. IL). (LR-I0267)
