INITIAL DECISION BARS BRUCE PAUL 

Administrative Law Judge Ralph Hunter Tracy filed an initial decision barring Bruce 
Paul, a registered representative with Edward A. Viner & Co., New York, NY, from 
association with any broker or dealer. 

Judge Tracy found that a judgment of conviction was entered against Paul, upon his 
plea of guilty to two counts of Federal income tax evasion, which involved the taking
of a false oath, the making of a false report, and perjury; and that such felony con
victions served as a basis for a bar under section l5(b) of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934.
