The Commission adopted amendments to Rules 485(b) and 486 (b) under the Securities
Act of 1933 which permit certain post-effective amendments filed by openTend.invest-
ment companies and unit investment trusts to become automatically effective imme-
diately upon filing without prior staff review. The amendments to the Bules.w111
permit post-effective amendments filed solely for the purpose of complylng with an
undertaking to file an amendment containing financial statements, within four to
six months after the effective date of the registrant's Securities Act registration
statement, to become automatically effective immediately upon filing or on any sub-
sequent day through the twentieth day after the date of fi}ing des@gqa@ed by the
registrant. The amendments where adopted in order to permit the Division of Invest-
ment Management to make more efficient use of its resources, and avoid delay in
processing investment company filings., (Rel.

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST DENNIS R. RONCACE

The Commission instituted public administrative proceedings agains; Dennis R. Roncace,
a former registered representative of a broker-dealer registered with the CommLSS}on.
In anticipation of these proceedings, Roncace submitted an Offer of Settlement which
the Commission accepted. In the Offer of Settlement, Roncace consented to an Order




Instituting Proceedings, Making Findings and Imposing Remedial Sanctions which finds
that he, without admitting or denying the allegations of the Order, wilfully violated
antifraud provisions of the securities laws in options transactions in his customers’
accounts. In accepting the Offer of Settlement, the Commission barred Roncace from
association with any broker, dealer, investment company, investment adviser or muni-
cipal securities dealer.
