WESTATES-ITALO COMPANY ENJOINED

The Commission announced that on October 26 the U.S. District Court for the District
of Columbia entered a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction against Westates-Italo
Company (WIC), a Cayman Island corporation with principal offices in Milan, Italy and
an administrative office in Houston, Texas, restraining and enjoining it from failing
to file timely periodic reports. )

The May 21 complaint alleged that WIC, as part of a continuing course of violative
conduct, failed to file its 1983 Annual Report and failed to file timely certain other
annual and quarterly reports (WIC has subsequently filed its 1983 Annual Report).

WIC, consenting to the Judgment, admitted the allegations in the complaint that it
filed reports in -an untimely manner on 14 separate occasions and failed to file Noti-
fications of Late Filing on 10 separate occasions.

The Washington Regional Office announced that on October 12 U.S. District Court Chief
Judge Alfred L. Luondgo entered a Preliminary Injunction and Order enjoining Charles
Bauer, Jr., doing business as Fraternal Society of Annuitants and Golden Eagle Annui-
ties, from violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of the securities
laws., Additionally, the Order continued a freeze of Bauer's assets which had been
previously entered on September 24.. Bauer consented to the preliminary injunction
without admitting or denying the allegations in the complaint and Motion for a Tem-
porary Restraining Order, Preliminary Injunction, Freeze of Assets and Accounting.
