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RULES AND RELATED MATTERS

TRUST INDENTURE ACT ORDER ISSUED

The Commission has issued an order under Section 304 (d) of the Trust
Indenture Act of 1939 on an application by MGM Grand, Inc., with
respect to two indentures among the Company, certain guarantors, PNC
Bank, National Association, and U.S. Trust Company of California,
N.A., as trustees, conditionally exempting specified provisions of
the Indentures from the requirements of Section 314(d) of the Act.
(Rel. 39-2366)

ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

CIVIL INJUNCTIVE ACTION SETTLED AGAINST FRANK LUCA, RUDY CROSSWELL AND
PAULA DEN BOER, AND ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS SETTLED AGAINST RUDY
CROSSWELL AND PAULA DEN BOER

The Commission announced that on July 27 it issued an Order
Instituting Public Administrative Proceeding Pursuant to Sections
15(b) and 19(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, Making
Findings, and Imposing Remedial Sanctions against Rudy Crosswell
(Crosswell) and Paula G. Den Boer (Den Boer), based on the entry of
an injunction against them. The complaint alleged that Crosswell
and Den Boer engaged in the sale of unregistered securities and sold
securities as unregistered brokers or dealers. The Commission
accepted Crosswell’s and Den Boer’s Offer of Settlement in which
they both consented, without admitting or denying the Commission’s
findings, to the entry of an order suspending both of them from
association with any broker or dealer, for a pericd of twelve
months.

On July 17, Frank A. M. Luca (Luca), Crosswell and Den Boer were
permanently enjoined in a related matter. Luca was permanently
enjoined from future violations of the antifraud, securities
registration and broker-dealer registration provisions of the
Securities Act of 1933 and the Exchange Act. Crosswell and Den Boer
were permanently enjoined from future violations of the securities



registration and broker-dealer registration provisions of the
Securities Act and the Exchange Act. (Rel. 34-40265; File No. 3-

ADMINISTRATIVE AND CEASE-AND DESIST PROCEEDING INSTITUTED AND SETTLED
AGAINST INCOMNET, INC., JOEL GREENBERG, AND STEPHEN CASWELL

On July 30, the Commission instituted and settled a cease-and-desist
and administrative proceeding against Incomnet, Inc., a publicly
held corporation, and two of Incomnet’s former directors, Joel W.
Greenberg and Stephen A. Caswell.

The Order finds that Incomnet violated the antifraud and reporting
provisions of the federal securities laws by filing materially false
forms with the Commission and by issuing several false press
releases, and that Greenberg and Caswell caused Incomnet’s
violations of these provisions. Specifically, the Order finds that
Incomnet filed a Form 8-K on August 28, 1995, falsely stating that
Sam D. Schwartz, Incomnet’'s former CEO and Chairman of the Board,
had received prior written approval and consent from Incomnet’s
Board of Directors to establish a personal account to trade in
Incomnet’s stock. Additionally, the Order finds that Incomnet
issued a false press release in September 1995 that repeated some of
the false statements in the Form 8-K and filed a Form 10-Q with the
Commission in November 1995 that referenced the false Form 8-K.
Further, the Order finds that in January 1995, Incomnet issued two
press releases falsely denying the existence of the Commission's
then-ongoing investigation of Incomnet. The Order also finds that
Greenberg failed to disclose a loan arrangement he entered into in
January 1995 with Broad Capital Associates, 1Inc., a former
consultant to Incomnet, in which he used 513,167 shares of Incomnet
stock as collateral.

In settling this matter with the Commission, all of the respondents
consented to the entry of an order, without admitting or denying the
findings in the Order, requiring 1) Incomnet to cease and desist
from committing or causing any violations or future violations of
Sections 10(b) and 13(a) of the Securities Exchange Act and Rules
10b-5, 12b-20, 13a-11, and 13a-13 thereunder; and 2) Greenberg and
Caswell to cease and desist from committing or causing any
violations or future violations of Section 10(b) of the Exchange Act
and Rule 10b-5 thereunder and from causing violations of Section
13(a) of the Exchange Act and Rules 12b-20, 13a-11, and 13a-13
thereunder. In addition, the Order requires Greenberg to cease and
desist from committing or causing any violations or future
violations of Section 13(d) of the Exchange Act and Rules 13d-1 and
13d-2 thereunder.

In a related matter, the Commission filed a complaint in the United
District Court for the Southern District of California against Sam
D. Schwartz alleging that Schwartz caused Incomnet to file the
August 28, 1995 Form 8-K with the Commission, to issue a false press
release in September 1995 that repeated some of the false statements
in the Form 8-K, and to file a Form 10-Q with the Commission 1in
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November 1995 that referenced the false Form 8-K. See LR-15826.
The complaint also alleges that in January 1995, Schwartz caused
Incomnet to issue two press releases falsely denying the existence
of the Commission’s then-ongoing investigation of Incomnet, even
though Schwartz knew at that time of the Commission’s investigation.
Additionally, the complaint alleges that from June 1994 through July
1995, Schwartz purchased through a nominee account approximately
1,100,000 shares of Incomnet stock and sold approximately 900,000
shares of Incomnet stock without timely disclosing these
transactions. Further, the complaint charges Broad Capital, and its
owners Murray A. Huberfeld and David B. Bodner, with receiving over
513,000 shares of restricted Incomnet stock from Greenberg and
immediately reselling these shares for a profit of approximately
$3,700,000 in violation of the securities registration provisions of
the federal securities laws. Additionally, the complaint alleges
that Broad Capital never disclosed that it held over 5% of
Incomnet’s outstanding securities, as required by the reporting
provisions of the federal securities laws. Broad Capital,
Huberfeld, and Bodner agreed to settle this matter by consenting to
a judgment, without admitting or denying the allegations in the
Commission’s complaint, that enjoins them from committing future
violations of the securities registration and reporting provisions
of the federal securities laws. The judgment also orders Broad
Capital, Huberfeld, and Bodner, to disgorge their profits plus
interest, for a total of $4,694,125. Finally, the judgment orders
Broad Capital to pay a civil penalty of $50,000 and Huberfeld and
Bodner each to pay a civil penalty of $15,000. (Rel. 34-40281; File

PUBLIC CEASE-AND-DESIST PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST AMERIVISION
COMMUNICATIONS, INC., HEBRON COMMUNICATIONS CORP., TRACY FREENY AND CARL
THOMPSON

On July 30, the Commission instituted and simultaneously settled
cease-and-desist proceedings against AmeriVision Communications,
Inc. (AVC), Hebron Communications Corp. (Hebron), Tracy C. Freeny
(Freeny) and Carl D. Thompson (Thompson). Freeny and Thompson
founded both AVC and Hebron, and served as officers and/or directors
of each company. The Commission’s Order found that together AVC and
Hebron raised approximately $22 million from the offer and sale of
common stock and notes in violation of the registration provisions
of the federal securities laws. Freeny and Thompson offered and
sold AVC’'s and Hebron's securities causing them to commit these
violations. Freeny and Thompson committed additional violations of
the registration provisions when they sold their restricted shares
of AVC common stock. The Commission accepted AVC's, Hebron's,
Freeny’'s and Thompson’'s Offers of Settlement in which they each
consented to a desist-and-order, without admitting ox denying the
findings in the Commission‘s Order. (Rels. 33-7559; 34-40282; File

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CIVIL AND ADMINISTRATIVE ACTIONS INVOLVING SEVEN FORMER
OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES OF SCIENTIFIC SOFTWARE-INTERCOMP, INC.

On July 30, the Commission filed a financial fraud action seeking
permanent injunctions and monetary and other relief in the United
States District Court for the District of Colorado against four
former senior officers of Scientific Software-Intercomp, Inc. (SSI),
a Denver, Colorado oil and gas software company. The defendants are
Chief Financial Officer Ronald J. Hottovy, Executive Vice President
Jimmy Duckworth, Controller Joseph I. Morris, and Chief Executive
Officer Eugene A. Breitenbach. Simultaneously with the filing of
the complaint, without admitting or denying the allegations of the
complaint, Breitenbach consented to the entry of a permanent
injunction and agreed to pay a total of $93,561 in civil penalties,
disgorgement and prejudgment interest.

The Commission’s complaint alleges that during 1993, 1994 and 1995,
the defendants engaged in a fraudulent scheme to materially
overstate SSI’'s revenue and earnings by backdating contracts,
booking revenue without contracts, overaccruing project revenues and
providing confidential side letters modifying payment obligations.
As a result of these practices, the complaint alleges that SSI
reported false and misleading information in its Annual Reports for
fiscal 1993 and 1994, its Quarterly Reports for the first three
quarters of fiscal 1994 and the first quarter of fiscal 1995. 1In
addition, SSI conducted an offering of 2 million shares of common
stock from which it obtained more than $8 million on a registration
statement that materially overstated revenue, net income and
earnings per share for the 1993 fiscal year and the first quarter of
1994. The complaint further alleges that defendants misled SSI's
auditors by withholding documents and creating false documents to
support revenue recognition. Specifically, defendants withheld the
side letters from SSI’'s auditors, backdated documentation and, in
the first quarter of 1995, created false affidavits supporting
revenue recognition. ([SEC v. Scientific Software-Intercomp, Inc.,
Civil Action No. 98-S1636, D. Col., filed July 30, 1998]

In simultaneously settled administrative proceedings, Ivor R. Ellul
and Joseph R. Summa, two managers in SSI‘’s Houston-based Pipeline
and Facilities Division, consented, without admitting or denying the
Commission’s findings, to a cease and desist order finding that
Ellul and Summa assisted in SSI's improper booking of revenue by,
among other things, backdating contracts and executing side letters.
In addition, Barbara J. Cavallo, the Pipeline and Facilities
Division Controller, consented, without admitting or denying the
Commission’s findings, to a cease and desist order finding that
Cavallo assisted SSI’s reporting violations by holding the Pipeline
and Facilities Division’s books open after quarter-end at the
direction of senior management, and preparing inaccurate division
financial statements incorporated into SSI‘s public filings. [SEC
v. Ronald J. Hottovy, Jimmy Duckworth, Joseph I. Morris, and Eugene
A. Breitenbach, Civil Action No. 98-5-1636, D. Col.] (Rels. 34-
40279; 34-40280; File Nos. 3-9659 and 3-9660; LR-15824; AAER-1058)
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JAMES BEERS CONSENTS TO AN INJUNCTION AND AGREES TO PAY DISGORGEMENT,
PREJUDGMENT INTEREST, AND CIVIL PENALTIES IN CONNECTION WITH HIS
PURCHASES OF COLUMBIA FIRST BANK STOCK IN MARCH 1995

The Commission today announced the filing of a civil injunctive
action against James R. Beers, the managing partner of Beers &
Cutler, a Washington, D.C., accounting firm. The complaint alleges
that on March 7, 8, and 10, 1995, Beers, while in possession of
material, nonpublic information concerning the likelihood of a sale
of Columbia First Bank (CFB), purchased a total of 1,000 shares of
CFB stock. On April 6, 1995, CFB and First Union Corporation
announced the signing of a merger agreement. According to the
complaint, Beers had been the longtime personal accountant to the
chairman of the board of CFB and acquired material, nonpublic
information in that capacity.

Without admitting or denying the allegations of the complaint, Beers
consented to a proposed Final Judgment enjoining him from violating
Section 10(b) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, and Rule 10b-5
thereunder, and agreed to disgorge $14,500, plus prejudgment
interest thereon of $4,659.32, and to pay $14,500 in civil
penalties. The proposed Final Judgment has been submitted to the
U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia. [SEC v. James R.
Beers, USDC DC, Civil Action No. 98-1884, CKK] (LR-15823)

COMPLAINT FOR PERMANENT INJUNCTION AND OTHER RELIEF FILED AGAINST SaM
SCHWARTZ, BROAD CAPITAL ASSOCIATES, INC., MURRAY HUBERFELD, AND DAVID
BODNER

On July 30, the Commission announced the filing of a complaint in
federal court in Los Angeles against Sam D. Schwartz, Incomnet’s
former President and Chairman of the Board, Broad Capital
Associates, Inc., a former consultant to Incomnet, and Broad
Capital’s owners, Murray A. Huberfeld and David B. Bodner.

Schwartz, who is 58 years old and a resident of Encino, California,
is charged with securities fraud for causing Incomnet to file false
forms with the Commission and issue false press releases.
Specifically, the complaint alleges that on August 28, 1995,
Schwartz caused Incomnet to file a Form 8-K with the Commission
which falsely stated that Schwartz had received prior written
approval and consent from Incomnet’s Board of Directors to establish
a personal account to trade in Incomnet’s stock. The complaint
further alleges that Schwartz caused Incomnet to issue a false press
release in September 1995 that repeated some of the false statements
in the Form 8-K and to file a Form 10-Q with the Commission in
November 1995 that referenced the false Form 8-K. Finally, the
Complaint alleges that in January 1995, Schwartz caused Incomnet to
issue two press releases falsely denying the existence of the
Commission’s then-ongoing investigation of Incomnet, even though
Schwartz knew at that time of the Commission’s investigation.
Schwartz is also charged with using a nominee account to personally
trade in Incomnet securities and for failing to disclose this
trading as required by the federal securities laws. The complaint
seeks to permanently enjoin Schwartz from future violations of
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Sections 10(b), 13(a), 13(d), and 16(a) of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 and Rules 10b-5, 12b-20, 13a-11, 13a-13, and 16a-3
thereunder. The complaint also seeks a civil monetary penalty from
Schwartz.

The complaint also charges Broad Capital, a private investment firm
based in New York City, Huberfeld, age 37, and Bodner, age 41, both
residents of New York, with receiving over 513,000 shares of
restricted Incomnet stock from Joel W. Greenberg, a former director
of Incomnet, and immediately reselling these shares for a profit of
approximately $3,700,000 in violation of the securities registration
provisions of the federal securities laws. Additionally, the
complaint alleges that Broad Capital never disclosed that it held
over 5% of Incomnet’s outstanding securities, as required by the
reporting provisions of the federal securities laws. Broad Capital,
Huberfeld, and Bodner agreed to settle this matter by consenting to
a judgment, without admitting or denying the allegations in the
Commission’s complaint, that enjoins them from committing future
violations of the securities registration and reporting provisions
of the federal securities laws. The judgment also orders Broad
Capital, Huberfeld, and Bodner, to disgorge their profits plus
interest, for a total of $4,694,125. Finally, the judgment orders
Broad Capital to pay a civil penalty of $50,000 and Huberfeld and
Bodner each to pay a civil penalty of $15,000.

The Commission also
found that Greenberg failed to disclose a loan arrangement he
entered into in January 1995 with Broad Capital in which he used
513,167 shares of Incomnet stock as collateral. Incomnet,
Greenberg, and Caswell all consented, without admitting or denying
the Commission‘’s findings, to the entry of a cease-and-desist order
from violating or causing violations of the antifraud and reporting
provisions of the federal securities laws. [SEC v. Sam D. Schwartz,
Broad Capital Associates, Inc., Murray A. Huberfeld, and David B.
Bodner, Civil Action No. CV 98-6142 DDP, MCx, C.D. Cal.] (LR-15826)

COMMISSION CHARGES STOCKBROKERS RAFI KHAN AND TIMOTHY TYRRELL WITH STOCK
MANIPULATION

The Commission filed a complaint in federal district court in Los
Angeles charging Rafi M. Khan with fraud for manipulating the stocks
of two companies, Future Communications, Inc. (FCMI), and The L. L.
Knickerbocker Co., Inc. (KNIC). From June 30 to August 30, 1993,
FCMI's stock price rose from $6.50 to $27.25. Two months later, the
company declared bankruptcy. From July 3 to August 11, 1995, KNIC'S
stock price rose from $6 to $52 per share. The complaint alleges
that Khan orchestrated these price runs using a variety of
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manipulative practices, including acquiring substantial control of
the market for each stock, executing unauthorized trades, touting
wildly exaggerated earnings projections, and promoting a "short
squeeze" scheme. The complaint also alleges that Timothy J. Tyrrell
participated in the FCMI manipulation by, among other things,
orchestrating a collusive trading arrangement with another broker.
The Complaint charges Khan and Tyrrell with violating Section 17(a)
of the Securities Act of 1933 and Section 10(b) of the Securities
Exchange Act of 1934 and Rule 10b-5 thereunder, and seeks permanent
injunctions, disgorgement of improper trading profits with
prejudgment interest, and civil penalties. [SEC v. Rafi M. Khan and
Timothy J. Tyrrell, Civil Action No. CV-98-6143 MMM, SHx, C.D. Cal.]
