ACCELERATED APPROVAL OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGES

The Commission granted accelerated approval to a proposed rule change filed by the
New York Stock Exchange (SR-NYSE-90-37) to allow the NYSE to list warrants based on
the Financial Times-Stock Exchange 100 Index (Rel. 34-28399). Publication of the
order is expected in the Federal Register during the week of September 3.

The Commission approved on an accelerated basis a proposed rule change submitted by
the National Association of Securities Dealers (SR-NASD-90-36) that gives the Board
of Governors (Board) the authority to change the size and composition of the Board
and the number and configuration of the NASD districts. In addition, this rule
actually changes the composition and number of districts and gives the Board the
authority to compensate Governors, the Chairman of the Board and members of any
committee of the Board or any District Committee. (Rel. 34-28406)

PROPOSED RULE CHANGES

Proposed rule changes have been filed under Section 19b-4 of Securities Exchange Act
of 1934 by the following: The American Stock Exchange (SR-AMEX-90-17) to allow
options principal members and limited trading permit holders to trade certain
derivative products in addition to standardized options (Rel.

(SR-CBOE-89-27) and Standard & Poor's 500 (S&P 500) stock index (SPX/NSX) options (SR-
CBOE-89-29). (Rel. 34-28411) Publication of the orders in the Federal Register is
expected during the weeks of September 3 and 10.

The American Stock Exchange (SR-AMEX-90-06) filed an amendment to a proposed ruyle
