Syphilis rates reached the
lowest levels ever recorded in 2000, but since 2001 they are steadily rising. And because
syphilis tends to rebound in 7- to 10-year cycles, now is the time to eliminate this disease,
while rates are still relatively low.

The Syphilis Elimination Effort, otherwise known as S-E-E- or SEE, is a national
initiative that’s calling on health care providers, community leaders, folks at risk, and
policy makers to come together within their communities to help eliminate this disease.
