The GPO Style Manual is prepared under the authority of section 1105 of Title 44, U.S.C., which
requires the Public Printer to “determine the form and style” of Government printing. The Manual
is prepared by the GPO Style Board, composed of proofreading, printing, and government
documents specialists from within GPO.

The GPO is the Federal Government’s primary centralized resource for gathering, cataloging,
producing, providing, authenticating, and preserving published U.S. Government information in
all its forms. GPO is responsible for the production and distribution of information products and
services for all three Branches of the Federal Government. In addition to publication sales, GPO
makes Government information available at no cost to the public through GPO Access
(www.gpoaccess.gov), and through partnerships with approximately 1,250 libraries nationwide
participating in the Federal Depository Library Program.
