GENERAL INFORMATION

Background.-- Theseinvestigations wereinstituted in response to a petition filed on September 28,
2007 by DuPont Teijin Films, Wilmington, DE, Mitsubishi Polyester Film of America, Greer, SC,
SKC America, Inc., Covington, GA, and Toray Plastics (America), Inc., North Kingston, RI.
Antidumping duties may be assessed on the subject imports as aresult of these investigationsif the
Commission makes affirmative determinations of injury, threat, or material retardation, and if the
U.S. Department of Commerce makes an affirmative determination of dumping.

If you
wish to attach any other files, i.e., supporting documents, do so at thistime (unlike
the questionnaire itself, these additional documents must be PDFs). Only one
guestionnaire may befiled at atime.

o When you have attached all relevant files, click on Submit Document
w/attachments. An EDIS Document Submission Confirmation screen will
appear. Confirm the information and click on Accept Information. An EDIS
Notice of Receipt of Electronic Documentswill appear, which completes the
process.

DEFINITIONS

Polyethylene Terephthalate Film, Sheet and Strip (PET film).--All gauges of raw, pretreated, or
primed PET film, sheet and strip whether extruded or coextruded, classifiable in subheading
3920.62.00 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS). Excluded are
metallized films and other finished films that have had at |east one of their surfaces modified by
the application of a performance-enhancing resinous or inorganic layer of more than 0.00001 inch
(0.254 micrometer) in thickness (such films being known as “equivalent” PET film).

Firm.--Anindividua proprietorship, partnership, joint venture, association, corporation
(including any subsidiary corporation), business trust, cooperative, trustee in bankruptcy, or
receiver under decree of any court.

Related firm.--A firm that your firm solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled; a
firm that solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled your firm; and/or afirm that
was solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled by afirm that also solely or jointly
owned, managed, or otherwise controlled your firm.

Establishment.--Each facility of afirm in Brazil, China, Thailand, or the UAE involved in the
production of PET film (as defined above), including auxiliary facilities operated in conjunction
with (whether or not physically separate from) such facilities.

United States.--For purposes of these investigations, the 50 States, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin
Islands, and the District of Columbia.

| mporter.--Any person or firm engaged, either directly or through a parent company or subsidiary,
in importing PET film (as defined above) into the United States from a foreign manufacturer or
through its selling agent.

Average production capacity.--The level of production that your establishment(s) could
reasonably have expected to attain during the specified periods. Assume normal operating
conditions (i.e., using equipment and machinery in place and ready to operate; normal operating
levels (hours per week/weeks per year) and time for downtime, maintenance, repair, and cleanup;
and atypical or representative product mix).

Production.--All production in your establishment(s) in Brazil, China, Thailand, or the UAE,
including production consumed internally within your firm.



DEFINITIONS--Continued

Shipments.--Shipments of products produced in your establishment(s) in Brazil, China, Thailand,
or the UAE. Quantities reported should be net of returns.

Home market commercial shipments.--Shipments, other than internal consumption and
transfersto related firms, within Brazil, China, Thailand, or the UAE.

Home market internal consumption/transfersto related firms.--Shipments made to
related firmsin Brazil, China, Thailand, or the UAE, including product consumed
internally by your firm.

Export shipments.--Shipments to destinations outside Brazil, China, Thailand, or the UAE,
including shipments to related firms.

| nventories.--Finished goods inventory, not raw materials or work-in-progress.
