VICE CHAIRMAN PEARSON: I make an
affirmative determination on threat for Brazil, China
and the United Arab Emirates and a negative
determination in regard to Thailand.

COMMISSIONER PINKERT: I make an affirmative
determination on the basis of threat with respect to
Brazil, China and the U.A.E. and a negative
determination with respect to Thailand.
