afedera “crime of violence” or
afedera “drug trafficking crime” +

. O prior convictions

. mandatory consecutive sentence = 5 years

. if “brandished,” mandatory consecutive sentence = 7 years

. if “discharged,” mandatory consecutive sentence = 10 years

. if a short-barreled rifle, short-barreled shotgun or semi-automatic assault

weapon, mandatory consecutive sentence = 10 years

. if amachine gun or destructive device, or afirearm equipped with a silencer,
mandatory consecutive sentence = 30 years
