Questions and Answers

What do you feed the fish?

We feed a commercially prepared diet
produced specifically for trout. It
contains all the essential elements
necessary for growth and
development.

Where do you get the eggs?

We do not have any Rainbow or
Cutthroat Boodstock. Most of these
eggs are received come from Ennis,
Montana; Erwin, Tennessee; and
White Sulphur Springs, West
Virginia. Norfork maintains Brown
Trout Broodstock and takes eggs
from those fish in November.

How many fish are in a raceway?
15,000-100,000 fish are in a raceway,
depending on the size of the fish.

What kinds of fish do you raise?
Rainbow trout, brown trout and
cutthroat trout.

What size are the fish when they are
stocked?

Most of the fish are stocked when
they are 11” long.

How often do you stock fish?
Weekly, year-round.

How long does it take to grow the fish
to stocking size?

It takes about 22 months to grow the
fish from egg to 11” inches.
