Outreach and Partnerships. Purpose: To seek and establish working partnerships with 
organizations interested in supporting and furthering the mission and objectives of the Mid-
Atlantic Exotic Pest Plant Council and to create opportunities for dialogue and partnership with 
representatives of the horticultural industry as well as land managers.
