Project

WYVGS has started a DNA Project for both men and

women. To join under WVGS...

1. Go to the State Library URL at: http://oregon.
gov/OSL/GRES/genealogy.shtml

2. Click on Genealogy Research on the left.

Click on WVGS DNA Project

4. Click on the Family Tree DNA icon in the middle
of the page.

5. Scroll to the bottom of the next page and complete
the form

6. Click CONTINUE to complete the next screen

7. Be sure to click only once when you are done so
you order just one test.

You will receive a confirmation in your email box that

your order was taken. Remember: Only men can or-

der the Y-DNA test, but both men and women can

order the mtDNA. It is cheaper to order the Y-DNA 37

marker test as it will tell you that you have a common

ancestor within genealogical time for persons you match.

Lesser tests (12 markers) provide information on older

ancestors prior to 600 years ago. However, you may wish

to start small and upgrade. For the mtDNA order both the

HVR1 and HVR2 panels (mtDNA plus) as this will give

you the best information on your ethnic origins. Again,

you can start small and upgrade, if needed.

George Cropsey

George Cropsey is the Genealogy Volunteer on Monday
afternoon. He is also the WVGS President this year.
George has been a volunteer for about 6 years, starting
after he retired, and has been a member of WVGS since
1996. He was “very loosely” interested in genealogy be-
fore, but mostly just curious about his heritage. He now
knows he is probably English, some Scotch, Danish and
German. He has made trips to New York and to Germany
and Denmark to do genealogical research. He doesn’t do
much Oregon research as his family came to Oregon late,
in 1946.

George says he was always interested in history and as
the saying goes “you might be a historian and not a gene-
alogist, but you can’t be a genealogist and not a historian”.
You need to know the big picture which history reveals in
why people moved and did the things they did, our family
genealogy is the small picture.

For patrons who come in and are just starting their re-
search, George starts them with the pedigree charts that we
have available. Everyone has unique family questions and
we help with historical questions as well as genealogical.
You can find a hint sometimes in one state that leads to
another.

One item that helped George was a Pension Application
from an ancestor who served in the War of 1812. Itisa
forgotten war and pensions were not available until the
1850s when many of the men who served were already
deceased. He found a complete history of where the fam-
ily had lived, giving valuable information. And small in-
teresting facts like the soldiers only served 3 weeks be-
cause they voted that they didn’t sign up to invade Canada,
only to fight the British, so disbanded and went home!
Pension lists are available at the library and on ances-
try.com but the complete file is in the National Archives.
