Downtown SF elevators 
undergoing repairs
To improve the reliability of elevator 
doors, extend the life of equipment and 
bring elevator enclosures up to current 
standards, BART will be closing street 
elevators at BART/Muni stations in 
downtown San Francisco and replacing 
the elevator entrance structures.

Civic Center  
(UN Plaza elevator): Jan. 5-April 2009

Embarcadero  
(California/Drumm): May-Aug. 2009

Montgomery Street  
(Sutter/Sansome): Sept.-Dec. 2009

Powell Street  
(Stockton/Ellis): Jan.-April 2010

your holiday shopping, but you shouldn’t put 
off reserving your BART Airport/Long Term 
parking space. Visit bart.gov/parking to re-
serve a spot online (permits are not available 
at BART stations).

Over 500 additional spaces will be available 

for Airport/Long Term parking from December 
19-January 4.

Reserved spaces are available at most East 
Bay BART lots for just $5 per day. Colma, 
South San Francisco, San Bruno and Millbrae 
BART lots offer Airport/Long Term parking for 
$6 per day.
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
