ON ARRIVAL BACK AT N177) THE EOA CUSTOMER) HAD DEPARTED WITH
HIS EMPLOYEES AND 21 AMERICANS IN A BOAT AND WAS BEING DETAINED
OUT ON THE RIVER. WHILE ALL THIS WAS GOING ON AND TRYING TO GET
