noncompliance with respect to any such subcontract or purchase order. If the Contractor becomes
involved in litigation with a subcontractor or vendor, or is threatened with such involvement, as a
result of such direction, the Contractor may request the United States, through the Secretary of Labor,
to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United States.

(End of Clause)

INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS

a. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

INTRODUCTION

The following instructions will establish the acceptable minimum requirements for the format and contents of
proposals. Special attention is directed to the requirements for technical and business proposals to be submitted
in accordance with these instructions.

1. Contract Type and General Clauses

It is contemplated that a cost-reimbursement completion type contract will be awarded. (See General
Information) Any resultant contract shall include the clauses applicable to the selected offeror's
organization and type of contract awarded as required by Public Law, Executive Order, or acquisition
regulations in effect at the time of execution of the proposed contract.

2. Authorized Official and Submission of Proposal
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The proposal must be signed by an official authorized to bind your organization and must stipulate
that it is predicated upon all the terms and conditions of this RFP. Your proposal shall be submitted
in the number of copies, to the addressees, and marked as indicated in the Attachment entitled,
PACKAGING AND DELIVERY OF PROPOSAL, Part lll, Section J hereof. Proposals will be
typewritten, paginated, reproduced on letter size paper and will be legible in all required copies. To
expedite the proposal evaluation, all documents required for responding to the RFP should be placed
in the following order:

I. COVER PAGE

Include RFP title, number, name of organization, DUNS No., identification of the proposal part,
and indicate whether the proposal is an original or a copy.

II. TECHNICAL PROPOSAL

4. Separation of Technical and Business Proposals

The proposal must be prepared in two parts: a "Technical Proposal" and a "Business Proposal." Each
of the parts shall be separate and complete in itself so that evaluation of one may be accomplished
independently of, and concurrently with, evaluation of the other. The technical proposal must include
direct cost and resources information, such as labor-hours and categories and applicable rates,
materials, subcontracts, travel, etc., and associated costs so that the offeror's understanding of the
project may be evaluated (See SECTION J, Attachment entitled, TECHNICAL PROPOSAL COST
SUMMARY.)

5. Alternate Proposals

8. Use of the Metric System of Measurement

inefficiencies.

Social security numbers are requested for the
purpose of accurate and efficient identification, referral, review and management of NIH contracting
programs.

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10. Selection of Offerors

a. The acceptability of the technical portion of each contract proposal will be evaluated by a
technical review committee. The committee will evaluate each proposal in strict conformity with
the evaluation criteria of the RFP, utilizing point scores and written critiques. The committee may
suggest that the Contracting Officer request clarifying information from an offeror.

b. The business portion of each contract proposal will be subjected to a cost and price analysis,
management analysis, etc.

c. If award will be made without conducting discussions, offerors may be given the opportunity
to clarify certain aspects of their proposal (e.qg., the relevance of an offeror's past performance
information and adverse past performance information to which the offeror has not previously
had an opportunity to respond) or to resolve minor or clerical errors.

Standards for Collecting Data. When you, as a contractor, are planning data collection items on
race and ethnicity, you shall use, at a minimum, the categories identified in OMB Directive No. 15.
The collection of greater detail is encouraged. However, you should design any additional, more
detailed items so that they can be aggregated into these required categories. Self-reporting or self-
identification using two separate questions is the preferred method for collecting data on race and
ethnicity. When you collect race and ethnicity separately, you must collect ethnicity first. You shall
offer respondents the option of selecting one or more racial designations. When you collect data on
race and ethnicity separately, you shall also make provisions to report the number of respondents in
each racial category who are Hispanic or Latino. When you present aggregate data, you shall provide
the number of respondents who selected only one category, for each of the five racial categories. If
you collapse data on multiple responses, you shall make available, at a minimum, the total number
of respondents reporting "more than one race." Federal agencies shall not present data on detailed
categories if doing so would compromise data quality or confidentiality standards.

In addition to the above requirements, solicitations for NIH defined Phase lll clinical trials *
require that: a) all proposals and/or protocols provide a description of plans to conduct analyses, as
appropriate, to detect significant differences in intervention effect (see NIH Guide:

http://grants.nih.gov/grants/funding/women_min/guidelines_amended_10 2001.htm, Definitions -
Significant Difference).
*The definition of an " NIH-Defined Phase Il clinical trial" can also be found at this website.)

by sex/gender, racial/ethnic groups, and relevant subpopulations, if applicable; and b) all contractors
to report annually cumulative subject accrual, and progress in conducting analyses for sex/gender
and race/ethnicity differences.

Offerors may obtain copies of the Updated Guidelines from the sources above or from the contact
person listed in the solicitation.
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Also, the proposal must include one of the following plans:

« Plans to conduct valid analysis to detect significant differences in intervention effect among
sex/gender and/or racial/ethnic subgroups when prior studies strongly support these significant
differences among subgroups,

OR

« Plans to include and analyze sex/gender and/or racial/ethnic subgroups when prior studies
strongly support no significant differences in intervention effect between subgroups,

OR

» Plans to conduct valid analyses of the intervention effect in sex/gender and/or racial/ethnic
subgroups (without requiring high statistical power for each subgroup) when the prior studies
neither support nor negate significant differences in intervention effect between subgroups.

Use the form entitled, "Targeted/Planned Enrollment Table," when preparing your response
to the solicitation requirements for inclusion of women and minorities. (See Section J-List of
Documents, Exhibits and Other Attachments of the RFP)

Unless otherwise specified in this solicitation, the Government has determined that the work required
by this solicitation does not involve a sex/gender specific study or a single or limited number of
minority population groups. Therefore, the NIH believes that the inclusion of women and minority
populations is appropriate for this project. (See Section M of this RFP for more information about
evaluation factors for award.)

Use the form entitled, "Inclusion Enrollment Report,” for reporting in the resultant contract.

. Inclusion of Children in Research Involving Human Subjects

It is NIH policy that children (defined below) must be included in all human subjects research,
including, but not limited to, clinical trials, conducted under a contract funded by the NIH, unless there
are clear and compelling reasons not to include them. (See examples of Justifications for Exclusion
of Children below). For the purposes of this policy, contracts involving human subjects include
categories that would otherwise be exempt from the DHHS Policy for Protection of Human Research
Subjects (sections 101(b) and 401(b) of 45 CFR 46), such as surveys, evaluation of educational
interventions, and studies of existing data or specimens that should include children as participants.
This policy applies to both domestic and foreign research contracts.

For purposes of this policy, a child is defined as an individual under the age of 21 years.

All offerors proposing research involving human subjects should read the "NIH Policy and Guidelines
on the Inclusion of Children as Participants in Research Involving Human Subjects" which was
published in the NIH Guide for Grants and Contracts on March 6, 1998 and is available at the
following URL address:

Offerors also may obtain copies from the contact person listed in the RFP.

Inclusion of children as participants in research must be in compliance with all applicable subparts of
45 CFR 46 as well as other pertinent laws and regulations whether or not such research is otherwise
exempted from 45 CFR 46. Therefore, any proposals must include a description of plans for including
children, unless the offeror presents clear and convincing justification for an exclusion. The "Human
Subjects" section of your technical proposal should provide either a description of the plans to include
children and a rationale for selecting or excluding a specific age range of child, or an explanation

of the reason(s) for excluding children as participants in the research. This solicitation contains a
review criterion addressing the adequacy of: (1) the plans for including children as appropriate for the
scientific goals of the research; and/or (2) the justification of exclusion of children or exclusion of a
specific age range of children.
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When children are included, the plan also must include a description of: (1) the expertise of the
investigative team for dealing with children at the ages included; (2) the appropriateness of the
available facilities to accommodate the children; and, (3) the inclusion of a sufficient number of
children to contribute to a meaningful analysis relative to the purpose/objective of the solicitation.

Justifications for Exclusion of Children
It is expected that children will be included in all research involving human subjects unless one or
more of the following exclusionary circumstances can be fully justified:

» The objective of the solicitation is not relevant to children.

o There are laws or regulations barring the inclusion of children in the research to be
conducted under the solicitation.

o The knowledge being sought in the research is already available for children or will be
obtained from another ongoing study, and an additional study will be redundant. You
should provide documentation of other studies justifying the exclusion.

o A separate, age-specific study in children is warranted and preferable. Examples include:

The relative rarity of the condition in children, as compared with adults (in that
extraordinary effort would be needed to include children); or

The number of children is limited because the majority are already accessed by a
nationwide pediatric disease research network; or

Issues of study design preclude direct applicability of hypotheses and/or interventions
to both adults and children (including different cognitive, developmental, or disease
stages of different age-related metabolic processes); or

Insufficient data are available in adults to judge potential risk in children (in which
case one of the research objectives could be to obtain sufficient adult data to make
this judgment). While children usually should not be the initial group to be involved in
research studies, in some instances, the nature and seriousness of the illness may
warrant their participation earlier based on careful risk and benefit analysis; or

Study designs aimed at collecting additional data on pre-enrolled adult study subjects
(e.g., longitudinal follow-up studies that did not include data on children);

Other special cases justified by the offeror and found acceptable to the review group
and the Institute Director

Definition of a Child

For the purpose of this solicitation, a child is defined as an individual under the age of
21 years.

The definition of child described above will pertain to this solicitation (notwithstanding
the FDA definition of a child as an individual from infancy to 16 years of age, and
varying definitions employed by some states). Generally, State laws define what
constitutes a "child,” and such definitions dictate whether or not a person can legally
consent to participate in a research study. However, State laws vary, and many do
not address when a child can consent to participate in research. Federal Regulations
(45 CFR 46, subpart D, Sec.401-409) address DHHS protections for children who
participate in research, and rely on State definitions of "child" for consent purposes.
Consequently, the children included in this policy (persons under the age of 21) may
differ in the age at which their own consent is required and sufficient to participate in
research under State law. For example, some states consider a person age 18 to be
an adult and therefore one who can provide consent without parental permission.
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9. Research Involving Prisoners as Subjects

a. HHS Regulations at 45 CFR Part 46, Subpart C provide additional protections pertaining to
biomedical and behavioral research involving prisoners or those individuals who, during the
period of the contract become prisoners, as subjects. These regulations also set forth the duties
of the Institutional Review Board (IRB) where prisoners are involved in the research. HHS
funded research involving prisoners as subjects may not proceed until the Office for Human
Research Protections (OHRP) issues approval, in writing, as required by 45 CFR 46.306(a)(2).
In addition, OHRP Guidance on the Involvement of Prisoners in Research may be found at:

b. HHS Waiver for Epidemiological Research Involving Prisoners as Subjects

On June 20, 2003 the Secretary of HHS waived the applicability of certain provisions of Subpart
C of 45 CFR Part 46, (Additional DHHS Protections Pertaining to Biomedical and Behavioral
Research Involving Prisoners as Subjects) to specific types of epidemiological research
involving prisoners as subjects.

The applicability of 45 CFR 46.305(a)(1) and 46.306(a)(2) for certain epidemiological research
conducted or funded by DHHS is waived when:

1. The sole purposes are:

a. to describe the prevalence or incidence of a disease by identifying all cases, or
b. to study potential risk factor associations for a disease, and

2. The Institution responsible for the conduct of the research certifies to the OHRP that the
Institutional Review Board (IRB) approved the research and fulfilled its duties under 45
CFR 46.305(a)(2 7) and determined and documented that:

a. the research presents no more than minimal risk, and
b. no more than inconvenience to the prisoner subjects, and
c. prisoners are not a particular focus of the research.

10. Research Involving Human Fetal Tissue

Human Fetal Tissue means tissue or cells obtained from a dead human fetus, including human
embryonic stem cells, human pluripotent stem cells and human embryonic germ cells.

The governing federal statute is the Public Health Service Act, 42 U.S.C. 2899 1 and 2899 2.
Implementing regulations and guidance for conducting research on human fetal tissue may be found
at 45 CFR 46, Subpart B and http://grantsl.nih.gov/grants/guide/notice-files/not93-235.html and any
subsequent revisions to this NIH Guide to Grants and Contracts ("Guide") Notice.

By signing the face page of the proposal, the offeror (authorized institutional official) certifies that
researchers using human fetal tissue are in compliance with 42 USC 289g 2. This statute specifically
prohibits any person from knowingly acquiring, receiving, or transferring any human fetal tissue for
valuable consideration. "Valuable consideration™ is a concept similar to profit, and does not include
reasonable payment for costs associated with the collection processing, preservation, storage, quality
control or transportation of these tissues.

Research involving the transplantation of human fetal tissue must be conducted in accordance with
applicable Federal, State and local law.
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11. Research Involving Recombinant DNA Molecules (including Human Gene Transfer Research)
Recombinant DNA Molecules are either 1) molecules that are constructed outside of living cells by
joining natural or synthetic DNA segments to DNA molecules that can replicate in a living cell, or 2)
DNA molecules that result from the replication of those described in 1).

The NIH Guidelines for Research Involving Recombinant DNA Molecules at:
( http://www4.0d.nih.gov/obal/rac/guidelines/guidelines.html and the May 28, 2002 Notice,
Compliance with the NIH Guidelines for Research Involving Recombinant DNA Molecules at:

( http://grants1.nih.gov/grants/guide/notice-files/INOT-OD-02-052.html )
and any subsequent revisions to the Guide Notice) stipulates biosafety and containment measures
for recombinant DNA research and delineates critical, ethical principles and key safety reporting
requirements for human gene transfer research (See Appendix M of the NIH Guidelines). These
guidelines apply to both basic and clinical research studies.

The Recombinant DNA Advisory Committee (RAC) is charged with the safety of manipulation of
genetic material through the use of recombinant DNA techniques. Prior to beginning any clinical trials
involving the transfer of recombinant DNA to humans, the trial must be registered with the RAC. If this
contract involves new protocols that contain unique and//or novel issues, the RAC must discuss them
in a public forum and then the Institutional Biosafety Committee (IBC), the Institutional Review Board
(IRB), and the Project Officer and Contracting Officer must approve the protocol prior to the start of
the research.

Failure to comply with these requirements may result in suspension, limitation, or termination of NIH
funding for any work related to Recombinant DNA Research or a requirement for the Contracting
Officer's prior approval of any or all Recombinant DNA projects under any contract awarded from this
solicitation. This includes the requirements of the Standing Institutional Biosafety Committee (IBC)
(See http://lwww4.od.nih.gov/oba/IBC/IBCindexpg.htm).

As specified in Appendix M 1 C 4 of the NIH Guidelines, any serious adverse event must be reported
immediately to the IRB, the IBC, the Office for Human Research Protections (if applicable), and the
NIH Office for Biotechnology Activities (OBA), followed by the filing of a written report with each office/
group and copies to the Project Officer and Contracting Officer, at:

12. Human Embryonic Germ Cell (HEGC) Research

1. Guidelines.

Research use of human embryonic germ cells derived from fetal tissue with Federal funds
requires review of compliance with the NIH Guidelines for Research Using Human Pluripotent
Stem Cells ( http://stemcells.nih.gov/policy/guidelines.asp) (only the information regarding
human embryonic germ cells is relevant). Embryonic germ cells are pluripotent stem cells
derived from human embryos. See NIH Guide for Grants and Contracts Notice NOT OD 02 049,
requiring that offerors/contractors submit certain documents to the Human Pluripotent Stem Cell
Review Group (HPSCRG), which will be reviewed in a public meeting. Research using human
embryonic germ cells may not be performed prior to approval by the HPSCRG.

All offerors should read the "NIH Guidelines" ( http://stemcells.nih.gov/policy/guidelines.asp)

if they either: (1) propose to respond to the Statement of Work requirements by conducting
research that uses human embryonic germ cells or, (2) are responding to a Statement of Work
that requires the use of human embryonic germ cells.

Offerors may obtain copies of these Guidelines from the website above or from the contact
person listed in this solicitation.

2. Procedure for Required Review by Human Pluripotent Stem Cell Review Group (HPSCRG)
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If the offeror intends to fulfill the requirements of the Statement of Work by performing research
using human embryonic germ cells, it must so state in its proposal.

If the offeror's proposal includes research using human embryonic germ cells and it receives

a contract award, the Contractor may not perform any research using these human embryonic
germ cells until the Human Pluripotent Stem Cell Review Group (HPSCRG) has reviewed

and approved the documentation furnished as prescribed in "Procedures for Submission of
Compliance Documents to the Human Pluripotent Stem Cell Review Group (HPSCRG) for

the Research Use of Human Embryonic Germ Cells" ( http://grants2.nih.gov/grants/guide/
notice-files/NOT-OD-02-049.html) and the Contracting Officer has notified the Contractor of the
approval in writing.

The resultant contract will be divided into discrete phases or option period(s). During Option
Period(s)/Phase(s) | * of the contract, the Contractor shall submit the original and two copies
of the required documentation and assurances that address the areas covered in "Procedures
for Submission of Compliance Documents to the Human Pluripotent Stem Cell Review Group
(HPSCRG) for the Research Use of Human Embryonic Germ Cells," at:
(http://grants2.nih.gov/grants/guide/notice files/INOT OD 02 049.html)

to the Contracting Officer. This documentation will be forwarded for review and approval to the
HPSCRG.

If the HPSCRG disapproves the documentation presented by the Contractor, the Contracting
Officer may elect to either terminate the contract in accordance with the Termination for
Convenience clause of the contract OR determine not to exercise subsequent option(s) as
appropriate based the terms of the specific contract. Otherwise, when the HPSCRG approves
the documentation, the Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor in writing that research
using the human embryonic germ cells may commence.

Research involving the use of human embryonic germ cells shall not be conducted under the
contract until the HPSCRG review and approval have been obtained, and the Contracting
Officer has provided written notice of such approval to the Contractor.

13. Human Embryonic Stem Cell (HESC) Research

On August 9, 2001, the President announced the criteria that must be met for Federal funds to be
used for research on existing human embryonic stem cell lines. These criteria were subsequently
published by the NIH at: http://grants1.nih.gov/grants/guide/notice-files/NOT-OD-02-005.html. The
following eligibility criteria must be met:

. The derivation process (which commences with the removal of the inner cell mass
from the blastocyst) must have already been initiated prior to August 9, 2001;
Prior to August 9, 2001, the embryo from which the stem cell line was derived no
longer had the possibility of development as a human being;

The stem cells must have been derived from an embryo that was created for
reproductive purposes;

The embryo was no longer needed for these purposes;

Informed consent must have been obtained for the donation of the embryo;

No financial inducements were provided for the donation of the embryo.

To facilitate research using human embryonic stem cells, the NIH has established a Human
Embryonic Stem Cell Registry ("the NIH Registry”) that lists the human embryonic stem cells that
meet the eligibility criteria. This registry is available at: http://stemcells.nih.gov/reqgistry/.

Research involving the derivation of new stem cells from human embryos or the use of human
embryonic stem cells that are not listed on the NIH Human Embryonic Stem Cell Registry may not be
conducted with Federal funding.
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If a particular human embryonic stem cell line has not been required by the Statement of Work, an
offeror proposing research involving human embryonic stem cells must cite a human embryonic stem
cell line that is listed in the NIH Registry in its proposal.

Information Security is applicable to this solicitation and the following information is provided to
assist in proposal preparation.

IMPORTANT NOTE TO OFFERORS: The following information shall be addressed in a separate
section of the Technical Proposal entitled, "INFORMATION SECURITY."

The Federal Information Security Management Act of 2002 (P.L. 107-347) (FISMA) requires each
agency to develop, document, and implement an agency-wide information security program to
safeguard information and information systems that support the operations and assets of the agency,
including those provided or managed by another agency, contractor (including subcontractor), or
other source. The National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) has issued a number

of publications that provide guidance in the establishment of minimum security controls for
management, operational and technical safeguards needed to protect the confidentiality, integrity and
availability of a Federal information system and its information.

g. Draft Information System Security Plan

The offeror must include a draft Information System Security Plan (ISSP) using the
current template in Appendix A of NIST SP 800 18, Guide to Developing Security Plans
for Federal Information Systems ( http://csrc.nist.gov/publications/nistpubs/800-18-
Rev1/sp800-18-Revl-final.pdf).

Knowledge and
experience in these areas are expected:

a. Symptom assessment and/or health-related quality of life research in cancer.
b. Adverse event reporting in NCl-sponsored trials.

c. Design and validation of patient-reported outcome measures of symptoms and/or health-related
quality of life to be used in multi-national clinical trials.

QUALIFICATIONS OF THE INVESTIGATIVE AND CONSULTING TEAM

2. The offeror should provide Biosketches (full CVs may be requested at a later time) and a statement
regarding their research team's training, experience, and expertise related to the goals of this project,
including describing their substantive and research design expertise, their organizational skills, the
ability to work with a diverse interdisciplinary group of scholars and other administrative abilities.
Knowledge and experience in these areas are expected of the team:

a. Symptom assessment and/or health-related quality of life research.
b. Clinical expertise in the effects of cancer and treatments on patients.
c. Adverse event reporting in clinical trials (e.g., NCI, FDA).

d. Design and validation of patient-reported outcome measures of symptoms and/or health-related
quality of life.

e. Development of secure, standards-based, and open-source software for assessing and collecting
adverse event information from patients and for integrating with the CTCAE and AJEEERS. The
software must be compliant with standards set forth by CaBIG and other infrastructures that
emphasize interoperability.

f. Development of user-friendly websites, training materials, and other educational materials
g. Managing multicenter studies that include PRO surveys for study participants.

h. Strategies to enhance patient adherence to complete PRO measures.

SUBSTANTIVE APPROACH

3. As evidence of substantive comprehension of the requirement of the RFP, the offeror should
provide a statement discussing the potential issues, challenges, and benefits to be addressed and
relevant theories and methods to be considered in developing the PRO-CTCAE. Any issues or
challenges raised should also include possible solutions. Topics to be addressed should include, but
not be limited to:

a. The CTCAE (version 3.0) and its use in NCl-sponsored trials.
b. Adverse event reporting systems used by other federal agencies (FDA, NIH, AHRQ)
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c. Symptoms of the CTCAE that may be enhanced by PRO measures.
d. Feasibility of Implementation of the PRO-CTCAE in NCI sponsored trials.

e. ldeal properties of the PRO-CTCAE including reliability, validity, feasibility and minimal patient and
administrative burden.

f. Existing PRO measures that may serve as a source for questions to be used in the PRO-CTCAE.
How to address proprietary rights issues for using items in the PRO-CTCAE from copyrighted
instruments.

g. Minimal criteria (age, education, cognitive abilities) to collect patient-reports.

h. Application of PRO-CTCAE in both community and comprehensive cancer care settings.
i. Minimizing bias due to cross-cultural, ethnic, age, or gender differences.

j. Paper-and-pencil and electronic PRO assessment.

k. User-friendly software systems for both patients and clinicians;.

I. Standards of compatibility within the CaBIG specifications and other informatic systems promoting
interoperability.

m. Adaptation of PRO-CTCAE for translation into multiple languages to accommodate the diversity of
patients that participate in NCl-sponsored clinical trials (Spanish and French would be first choices for
translation).

4. The offeror should detail plans for the manner in which tasks described under the Statement of
Work will be accomplished. Offerors should provide detailed descriptions of:

a. A timeline for all project activities and tasks.

b. Preliminary plans for developing the PRO-CTCAE assessment system fully integrated with the
CTCAE reporting system (Phase | of the project)

c. Preliminary plans for studies to evaluate the validity, reliability, and feasibility and clinical utility
of the new PRO-CTCAE with cancer patients undergoing active treatment within their own or their
subcontractor's organization*. (Phase Il of the project)

d. Preliminary plans for studies to evaluate the feasibility, validity, and utility of the new PRO-CTCAE
with cancer patients undergoing active treatment and participating in trials sponsored by NCI's clinical
trials networks.* (Phase Il of this project)

e. Preliminary plans to create training and educational materials to support the PRO-CTCAE. (Phase
Il of the project)

f. Strategies for successfully engaging, motivating, and completing work within a diverse,
multidisciplinary group of researchers.

g. Strategies for consulting with the Project Officer and other relevant NCI, FDA, and other Federal
government representatives throughout the development and evaluation period.

h. Strategies for collaborating with the NCI clinical trials networks to include their input in the
development and evaluation of the PRO-CTCAE as well as their participation in the evaluation of the
products.

EXAMPLE OF APPROACH FOR INTEGRATING PROS IN CTCAE

The offeror will demonstrate their ability to fulfill the requirements set forth in the RFP, as evidenced
by providing two examples of how the offerors would assess, validate and integrate a PRO into
CTCAE version 3.0. The two symptoms are fatigue and neuropathy. The offerors must provide a
detailed example of how the questions are asked of the patient, how the items are scored, how the
information is used to grade an event, and how the information is conveyed electronically.
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ACCESS TO CANCER PATIENTS TO ASSESS THE PRO-CTCAE SYSTEM

5. The offeror should demonstrate their experience and ability (through their own Institution or
subcontract organization) to recruit cancer patients undergoing treatment or clinical examination for
care of their cancer. These cancer patients may be used in both qualitative evaluation of the PRO-
CTCAE or in larger pilot testing of the PRO-CTCAE system within the organization. This includes the
respondents' diversity in terms of cancer type, race/ethnicity, gender, and education.

FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT

6. The offeror should provide a statement regarding their access to adequate facilities and equipment
for the anticipated data management, software development, data analysis tasks, and development
of training materials. Specifically, documentation that demonstrates that the offeror has or will have
adequate office space, priority access to computer facilities, software packages, high-speed Internet
access, and personnel needed to perform the Statement of Work.

ORGANIZATIONAL SUPPORT

7. The offeror should provide evidence of support of the Pl and the research team by their
organization which includes a letter of support from the organization and all subcontract organizations
in regard to carrying out the proposed study.

There are no restrictions on the structure of the proposal in terms of organizations combining
efforts as partners towards this effort, i.e., subcontracts and consultant provisions are acceptable
approaches to this project.

*NOTE: Studies are considered clinically exempt if patients are undergoing treatment or clinical
examination for care of their cancer and the cancer patients are enrolled in a research protocol. All
patients participating in this study should meet these criteria for clinical exemption.

BACKGROUND STATEMENT

The NCI's Common Terminology Criteria for Adverse Events (CTCAE; http://ctep.cancer.gov/
reporting/ctc.html) is a longstanding empirically developed "dictionary" or lexicon, designed for use
in clinical trials to aid clinicians in the detection and documentation of an array of adverse events
(AEs) commonly encountered in oncology. An AE is any unfavorable sign (including an abnormal
laboratory finding), symptom, or disease temporally associated with the use of a medical treatment
or intervention that may or may not be considered related to the medical treatment or intervention
under investigation. The AE may be either unexpected or expected. An AE is a term that is a unique
representation of a specific event used for medical documentation and scientific analyses. Each

AE is graded on a scale of 1 (mild) to 5 (death related to AE). A grade 5 is not appropriate for some
AEs, for which it is not an option. The reporting requirements for AEs are protocol-specific and are
generally divided into two types. The first is the protocol specific AEs to be addressed at designated
evaluation intervals. The second is the pertinent positive clinical signs, symptoms, and laboratory
results obtained as part of routine care of patients. The CTCAE is maintained by the NCI's Cancer
Therapy Evaluation Program (CTEP).

The CTCAE is currently in its 3rd version; however, CTEP has approved a revision of the CTCAE that
will include changes in the terms and grading system. Further, the new CTCAE system will move from
paper to electronic reporting of adverse events (AE) using advances in informatics and will ensure
compliance with CaBIG standards (https://cabig.nci.nih.gov/).

There is growing awareness that collecting symptom data directly from patients using patient-
reported outcome (PRO) tools can improve the accuracy and efficiency of symptomatic AE data
collection. This is based on findings from multiple studies1-10 demonstrating that physicians and
nurses underestimate symptom onset, frequency, and severity in comparison with patient ratings. For
example, in a study of men with prostate cancer enrolled in a Phase Il clinical trial, physician reporting
was neither sensitive nor specific in detecting common chemotherapy symptomatic adverse effects5.
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In the field of pain management, it has long been recognized that only the patient can accurately
report the onset, severity and duration of pain and its impact upon function. This principle extends
to other symptoms, such as fatigue, erectile dysfunction, and xerostomia, which can be found in the
CTCAE. The advantages of a PRO complement to the CTCAE can be found in the recent Trotti et al
article8.

Of the 1,059 terms in the CTCAE (version 3.0), approximately 24% of the elements are symptoms
which may be reported more accurately through patient reported outcomes. Integrating a PRO
symptom assessment system into the routine clinician reporting of AEs has the potential to improve
drug toxicity monitoring and new drug evaluations, and to become the standard in cancer treatment
trials. Specifically, PRO assessments of toxicity could lead to more accurate evaluation of new
therapies and more standardized decisions for dose modifications.

The ideal PRO-CTCAE will: 1) be comprehensive to capture a range of symptoms and functioning
that enhances monitoring of adverse events; 2) have minimal burden on the patient in terms of survey
length and comprehension; 3) be translated into multiple languages to accommodate the diversity

of patients that participate in NCl-sponsored clinical trials; 4) include both paper and electronic
administration; 5) be fully integrated into and complement the revised CTCAE (version 4.0); 6) meet
the standards of compatibility within the CaBIG specifications; and 7) have minimal administrative
burden for health care providers who will collect and interpret data for reporting adverse events and
for informing patient care. The contractor will also validate the PRO-CTCAE and demonstrate the
feasibility of integrating the system into NCl-sponsored trials.

c. BUSINESS PROPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS

Basic Cost/Price Information

The business proposal must contain sufficient information to allow the Government to perform a basic
analysis of the proposed cost or price of the work. This information shall include the amounts of the
basic elements of the proposed cost or price. These elements will include, as applicable, direct labor,
fringe benefits, travel, materials, subcontracts, purchased parts, shipping, indirect costs and rate, fee,
and profit.

Information Other than Cost or Pricing Data

a. The information submitted shall consist of data to permit the Contracting Officer and
authorized representatives to determine price reasonableness or cost realism, e.g.,
information to support an analysis of material costs (when sufficient information on labor
and overhead rates is already available), or information on prices and quantities at which
the offeror has previously sold the same or similar items.

Any information submitted must support the price proposed. Include sufficient detail or
cross references to clearly establish the relationship of the information provided to the
price proposed. Support any information provided by explanations or supporting rationale
as needed to permit the Contracting Officer and authorized representative to evaluate the
documentation.

[Unless otherwise stated in this solicitation, the information may be submitted in the
offeror's own format.]

Requirements for Cost or Pricing Data or Information Other than Cost and Pricing Data [FAR
Clause 52.215-20 (October 1997)]

(a) Exceptions from cost or pricing data.

(2) In lieu of submitting cost or pricing data, offerors may submit a written request for
exception by submitting the information described in the following subparagraphs.
The Contracting Officer may require additional supporting information, but only to the
extent necessary to determine whether an exception should be granted, and whether
the price is fair and reasonable.

(i) Identification of the law or regulation establishing the price offered. If the
price is controlled under law by periodic rulings, reviews, or similar actions of
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a governmental body, attach a copy of the controlling document, unless it was
previously submitted to the contracting office.

(i) Commercial item exception. For a commercial item exception, the offeror
shall submit, at a minimum, information on prices at which the same item

or similar items have previously been sold in the commercial market that is
adequate for evaluating the reasonableness of the price for this acquisition.
Such information may include

(A) For catalog items, a copy of or identification of the catalog and its
date, or the appropriate pages for the offered items, or a statement that
the catalog is on file in the buying office to which the proposal is being
submitted. Provide a copy or describe current discount policies and price
lists (published or unpublished), e.g., wholesale, original equipment
manufacturer, or reseller. Also explain the basis of each offered price

and its relationship to the established catalog price, including how the
proposed price relates to the price of recent sales in quantities similar to
the proposed quantities;

(B) For market priced items, the source and date or period of the market
guotation or other basis for market price, the base amount, and applicable
discounts. In addition, describe the nature of the market;

(C) For items included on an active Federal Supply Service Multiple Award
Schedule contract, proof that an exception has been granted for the
schedule item.

(2) The offeror grants the Contracting Officer or an authorized representative the
right to examine, at any time before award, books, records, documents, or other
directly pertinent records to verify any request for an exception under this provision,
and the reasonableness of price. For items priced using catalog or market prices, or
law or regulation, access does not extend to cost or profit information or other data
relevant solely to the offeror's determination of the prices to be offered in the catalog
or marketplace.

(b) Requirements for cost or pricing data. If the offeror is not granted an exception from the
requirement to submit cost or pricing data, the following applies:

(1) The offeror shall prepare and submit cost or pricing data and supporting
attachments in accordance with Table 15 2 of FAR 15.408.

(2) As soon as practicable after agreement on price, but before contract award
(except for unpriced actions such as letter contracts), the offeror shall submit a
Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, as prescribed by FAR 15.406 2.

(End of provision)

4. Small Business Subcontracting Plan

If the proposed contract exceeds a total estimated cost of $550,000 for the entire period of
performance, the offeror shall be required to submit an acceptable subcontracting plan in accordance
with the terms of the clause entitled "Small Business Subcontracting Plan," FAR Clause No. 52.219-9,
incorporated herein by reference in the Solicitation, See SECTION J - LIST OF ATTACHMENTS,
BUSINESS PROPOSAL ATTACHMENTS of this RFP for an example of such a plan.

a. THIS PROVISION DOES NOT APPLY TO SMALL BUSINESS CONCERNS.

b. The term "subcontract" means any agreement (other than one involving an employer-employee
relationship) entered into by a Federal Government prime Contractor or subcontractor calling
for supplies or services required for the performance of the original contract or subcontract. This
includes, but is not limited to, agreements/purchase orders for supplies and services such as
equipment purchase, copying services, and travel services.
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c. The offeror understands that:

1.

No contract will be awarded unless and until an acceptable plan is negotiated with the
Contracting Officer which plan will be incorporated into the contract, as a material part
thereof.

An acceptable plan must, in the determination of the Contracting Officer, provide the
maximum practicable opportunity for Small Businesses, Small Disadvantaged Businesses,
Women-Owned Small businesses, HUBZone Small Businesses, Veteran-Owned Small
Businesses, and Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Businesses to participate in the
performance of the contract.

If a subcontracting plan acceptable to the Contracting Officer is not negotiated within the
time limits prescribed by the contracting activity and such failure arises out of causes within
the control and with the fault or negligence of the offeror, the offeror shall be ineligible for
an award. The Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor in writing of the reasons for
determining a subcontracting plan unacceptable early enough in the negotiation process to
allow the Contractor to modify the plan within the time limits prescribed.

Prior compliance of the offeror with other such subcontracting plans under previous
contracts will be considered by the Contracting Officer in determining the responsibility of
the offeror for award of the contract.

It is the offeror's responsibility to develop a satisfactory subcontracting plan with respect
to Small Business Concerns, Small Disadvantaged Business Concerns, Women-Owned
Small Business Concerns, HUBZone Small Business Concerns, Veteran-Owned Small
Business Concerns, and Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business Concerns that
each such aspect of the offeror's plan will be judged independent of the other.

The offeror will submit, as required by the Contracting Officer, subcontracting reports
in accordance with the instructions thereon, and as further directed by the Contracting
Officer. Subcontractors will also submit these reports to the Government's Contracting
Officer or as otherwise directed, with a copy to the prime Contractor's designated small
and disadvantaged business liaison.

d. Each plan must contain the following:

1.

Goals, expressed in terms of percentages of total planned subcontracting dollars, for the
use of Small, Small Disadvantaged, Women-Owned, HUBZone, Veteran-Owned, and
Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business Concerns as subcontractors.

A statement of total dollars planned to be subcontracted. A statement of total dollars

to be subcontracted to each of the following type of small business concerns: Small,
Small Disadvantaged, Women-Owned, HUBZone, Veteran-Owned, and Service Disabled
Veteran-Owned Small Businesses.

A description of the principal types of supplies and services to be subcontracted with

an identification of which supplies and services are expected to be subcontracted to
Small, Small Disadvantaged, Women-Owned, HUBZone, Veteran-Owned and/or Service
Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business Concerns.

A description of the method used to develop the subcontracting goals.
A description of the method used to identify potential sources for solicitation purposes.

A statement as to whether or not indirect costs were included in establishing
subcontracting goals. If they were, a description of the method used to determine the
proportionate share of indirect costs to be incurred with Small, Small Disadvantaged,
Women-Owned, HUBZone, Veteran-Owned, and Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small
Businesses.
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7. The name of the individual employed by the offeror who will administer the offeror's
subcontracting program and a description of his/her duties.

8. A description of the efforts the offeror will make to assure that Small, Small Disadvantaged,
Women-Owned, HUBZone, Veteran-Owned, and Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small
Businesses have an equitable chance to compete for subcontracts.

9. Assurances that the offeror will include in all subcontracts the contract clause "Utilization of
Small Business Concerns." Assure that all subcontractors, other than small businesses, in
excess of $550,000 adopt a plan similar to the plan agreed upon by the offeror.

10. Assurances that the offeror (and any required subcontractors) will cooperate in studies or
surveys as required and submit required reports (Individual Subcontract Reports (ISRs)
and Summary Subcontract Reports (SSRs) to the Government.

11. List the types of records the offeror will maintain to demonstrate procedures that
have been adopted to comply with the requirement and goals in the plan, including
establishing source lists. Also, the offeror shall describe its efforts to locate Small, Small
Disadvantaged, Women-Owned, HUBZone, Veteran-Owned, and Service Disabled
Veteran-Owned Small Businesses and award subcontracts to them.

For additional information about each of the above elements required to be contained
the subcontracting plan, see FAR Clause 52.219-9, Small Business Subcontracting Plan,
and the Sample Subcontracting Plan which is provided as an attachment to this RFP in
SECTION J.

HHS expects each procuring activity to establish minimum subcontracting goals for all
procurements. The anticipated minimum goals for this RFP are as follows:

27% for Small Business; 5% for Small Disadvantaged Business; 5% for Women-Owned
Small Business; 3% for HUBZone Small Business; and 3% for Veteran-Owned Small
Business and Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business.

5. HUBZone Small Business Concerns

Small Business offerors located in underutilized business zones, called "HUBZones," will

be evaluated in accordance with FAR Clause 52.219-4, NOTICE OF PRICE EVALUATION
PREFERENCE FOR HUBZONE SMALL BUSINESS CONCERNS, which is incorporated by reference
in ARTICLE 1.3. of this solicitation. Qualified HUBZone firms are identified in the Small Business
Administration website at http://www.sba.gov/hubzone.

6. Extent of Small Disadvantaged Business Participation

In accordance with FAR Subpart 15.304(c)(4), the extent of participation of Small Disadvantaged
Business (SDB) concerns in performance of the contract in the authorized NAICS Industry
Subsectors shall be evaluated in unrestricted competitive acquisitions expected to exceed $550,000
($1,000,000 for construction) subject to certain limitations (see FAR 19.1202-1 and 19.1202-2(b). The
dollar amounts cited above include any option years/option quantities that may be included in this
solicitation. The definition of a "small disadvantaged business" is cited in FAR 19.001.

The factor entitled "Extent of Small Disadvantaged Business Participation” as set forth under the
Evaluation Criteria in Section M shall be used for evaluation purposes.

The Department of Commerce determines, on an annual basis, by Subsectors, as contained in the
North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) codes, and region, if any, the authorized SDB
procurement mechanisms and applicable factors (percentages). The NAICS codes can be found at:

* Note: Public Law 103-355 which authorized the SDB Price Evaluation Adjustment (PEA) and
associated percentages/factors expired on December 9, 2004, therefore, the percentages shown at
this website are no longer applicable.

Offerors shall include with their offers, SDB targets, expressed as dollars and percentages of total
contract value, in each of the applicable, authorized NAICS Industry Subsector(s). The applicable
authorized NAICS Industry Subsector(s) for this project is (are) identified elsewhere in this RFP.

A total target for SDB participation by the Prime Contractor, that includes any joint ventures and
team members, shall be provided as well as a total target for SDB participation by subcontractors.
In addition, offerors must provide information that describes their plans for meeting the targets set
forth in their proposal. This information shall be provided in one clearly marked section of the
Business Proposal, which shall describe the extent of participation of SDB concerns in the
performance of the contract.

If the evaluation factor in this solicitation includes an SDB evaluation factor or subfactor that considers
the extent to which SDB concerns are specifically identified, the SDB concerns considered in the
evaluation shall be listed in any resultant contract. Offerors should note that addressing the extent
of small disadvantaged business participation is not in any way intended to be a substitute for
submission of the subcontracting plan, if it is required by this solicitation. An example of the type

of information that might be given (in addition to the narrative describing the plan for meeting the
targets) follows:

*Note: FAR Subpart 9.6 defines "Contractor team arrangements" to include two or more companies
forming a partnership or joint venture to act as a potential Prime Contractor, or a potential Prime
Contractor who agrees with one or more companies to have them act as its subcontractors on a
specific contract or acquisition program. For purposes of evaluation of the SDB patrticipation factor,
FAR 19.1202-4 requires that SDB joint ventures and teaming arrangements at the prime level be
presented separately from SDB participation by subcontractors.

7. Total Compensation Plan
a. Instructions

1. Total compensation (salary and fringe benefits) of professional employees under service
contracts may, in some cases, be lowered by recompetition of these contracts. Lowering
of compensation can be detrimental in obtaining the necessary quality of professional
services needed for adequate performance of service contracts. It is, therefore, in the best
interest of the Government that professional employees, as defined in 29 CFR Part 541, be
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properly compensated in these contracts. All offerors INCLUDED IN THE COMPETITIVE
RANGE WILL BE REQUIRED TO SUBMIT a "Total Compensation Plan" (salaries and
fringe benefits) for these professional employees for evaluation purposes.

2. The Government will evaluate the Total Compensation Plan to ensure that this
compensation reflects a sound management approach and an understanding of the
requirements to be performed. It will include an assessment of the offeror's ability to
provide uninterrupted work of high quality. The total compensation proposed will be
evaluated in terms of enhancing recruitment and retention of personnel and its realism and
consistency with a total plan for compensation (both salaries and fringe benefits).

3. Evaluation for award, therefore, will include an assessment of the Total Compensation
Plan submitted by each offeror.

b. Evaluation

1. Total Compensation Plan (Professional Employees)
In establishing compensation levels for professional employees, the total compensation
(both salaries and fringe benefits) proposed shall reflect a clear understanding of
the requirements of the work to be accomplished and the suitability of the proposed
compensation structure to obtain and retain qualified personnel to meet mission objectives.
The salary rates or ranges must recognize the distinct differences in professional skills
and the complexity of varied disciplines as well as job difficulty. Proposals offering total
compensation levels less than currently being paid by the predecessor Contractor for
the same work will be evaluated, in addition to the above, on the basis of maintaining
program continuity, uninterrupted work of high quality, and availability of required
competent professional employees. Offerors are cautioned that instances of lowered
compensation for essentially the same professional work may be considered a lack of
sound management judgment in addition to indicating a lack of understanding of the
requirement.

2. Cost (Professional Compensation)
Proposals which are unrealistically low or do not reflect a reasonable relationship of
compensation to the professional job categories so as to impair the Contractor's ability
to recruit and retain competent professional employees, may be viewed as reflecting a
failure to comprehend the complexity of the contract requirements. The Government is
concerned with the quality and stability of the work force to be employed on this contract.
The compensation data required will be used in evaluation of the offeror's understanding of
the contract requirements.

3. Other (Labor Relations)

An assessment of the potential for adverse effect upon performance and maintenance
of the required number of professional employees with requisite skills resulting from an
unrealistically low compensation structure will also be made.

(SDB) participation. Although technical factors are of paramount consideration in the award of the contract,
past performance, cost/price and SDB participation are also important to the overall contract award decision.

2. HUMAN SUBJECT EVALUATION

This research project involves human subjects. NIH Policy requires:

The offeror's proposal must address the involvement of human subjects and protections from
research risk relating to their participation, or provide sufficient information on the research subjects to
allow a determination by NCI that a designated exemption is appropriate.

"unacceptable” they will provide a narrative supporting their finding.

If the Government includes your proposal in the competitive range (for competitive proposals), or if
the Government holds discussions with the selected source (for sole source acquisitions), you will be
afforded the opportunity to address the concerns raised by the reviewers. You will be able to further
discuss and/or clarify your position until submission of your Final Proposal Revision (FPR). Once
discussions are closed with the submission of your FPR, if your proposed plan for the protection of
human subjects from research risks is still found to be unacceptable, then your proposal may not be
considered further for award.

b. Women and Minorities

Women and members of minority groups and their subpopulations must be included in the study
population of research involving human subjects, unless a clear and compelling rationale and
justification are provided indicating that inclusion is inappropriate with respect to the health of the
subjects or the purpose of the research. In addition, for NIH-Defined Phase Il clinical trials, all

proposals and/or protocols must provide a description of plans to conduct analyses, as appropriate, to
detect significant differences in intervention effect (see NIH Guide http://grants.nih.gov/grants/funding/
women_min/guidelines_amended_10_2001.htm , Definitions - Significant Difference) by sex/gender,
racial/ethnic groups, and relevant subpopulations, if applicable, unless the Government has specified
that this solicitation involves a sex/gender specific study or a single or limited number of minority
population groups. The proposal also must include one of the following plans:

In addition, for gender exclusion, the reviewers will examine the rationale to determine if it is
because:

o the purpose of the research constrains the offeror's selection of study participants by
gender (e.g., uniquely valuable stored specimens or existing datasets are single gender;
very small numbers of subjects are involved; or

o overriding factors dictate selection of subjects); or

o gender representation of specimens or existing datasets cannot be accurately determined,
and this does not compromise the scientific objectives of the research.

« For minority group exclusion, the reviewers will examine the rationale to determine if those
minority groups are excluded because:

o inclusion of those groups would be inappropriate with respect to their health; or
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o inclusion of those groups would be inappropriate with respect to the purpose of the
research.

» For NIH-defined Phase Il clinical trials, reviewers will also consider whether there is an
adequate description of plans to conduct analyses to detect significant differences of clinical or
public health importance in intervention effect(s) by sex/gender and/or racial ethnic subgroups
when the intervention effect(s) is expected in the primary analyses, or if there is an adequate
description of plans to conduct valid analyses of the intervention effect in subgroups when the
intervention effect(s) is not expected in the primary analyses.

If you determine that inclusion of women and minority populations is not feasible, you must submit a
detailed rationale and justification for exclusion of one or both groups from the study population with
the technical proposal. The Government will review the rationale to determine if it is appropriate with
respect to the health of the subjects and/or the purpose of the research

Based on the evaluation of the response to this criterion, this section of the proposal may be rated
"unacceptable” (i.e., no discussion can be found regarding the proposed gender/minority inclusion
plans, or concerns are identified as to the gender or minority representation, or the proposal does not
adequately address limited representation of one gender or minority; or the plan is not in accordance
with NIH policy guidelines) or "acceptable.” See Section L of the solicitation for the requirements of
women/minorities inclusion. If the reviewers find that this portion of the proposal is "unacceptable”
they will provide a narrative supporting their finding.

If the Government includes your proposal in the competitive range (for competitive proposals), or

if the Government holds discussions with the selected source (for sole source acquisitions), you

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3. EVALUATION OF OPTIONS

A) PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS (30 points)

Demonstration of the requirements for the qualification of the Investigators and Consulting Team as set forth in
the RFP, including:

QUALIFICATIONS OF THE PRINCIPAL INVESTIGATOR (10 points)

1. Evidence of experience in substantive scientific leadership in the following areas:

a. Substantive expertise in symptom assessment and/or health-related quality of life research in cancer.

b. Understanding the process for reporting adverse events in NCl-sponsored trials.

c. The capacity to design and validate patient-reported outcome measures of symptoms and/or health-related
quality of life.

2. Evidence of strong organizational and managerial skills including:

a. Demonstrated ability to plan and lead a complex project to completion. This requirement includes the inclusion
of a Gantt chart that outlines a sequencing and timing of the tasks in the contract. This chart should also

indicate where and how they will use the investigative and scientific team at key points in the development and
evaluation process.

b. Demonstrated ability to effectively lead a diverse, interdisciplinary group of scholars in a multidisciplinary effort
and evidence of inclusive collaboration.

3. Evidence that the amount of effort reported by the Pl in each phase of the project is
adequate for the success of the project.

QUALIFICATIONS OF THE INVESTIGATIVE AND CONSULTING TEAM (20 points)

1. Evidence of experience and expertise in substantive scientific roles in the following areas:
a. Substantive expertise in symptom assessment and/or health-related quality of life research.
b. Clinical expertise in the effects of cancer and treatments on patients.

c. Understanding the process for reporting adverse events in NCl-sponsored trials.

d. The capacity to design and validate patient-reported outcome measures of symptoms and/or health-related
quality of life.

e. The capacity to develop software for assessing and collecting adverse event information from patients and for
integrating with other established software systems. The software developed must be compliant with standards
and other infrastructures that emphasize interoperability.
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f. The capacity to develop user-friendly websites and other educational materials

g. Managing multicenter studies that include surveys for study participants.

2. Evidence that the amount of effort and types of expertise of the team in each phase of
the project is adequate for the success for the project .

B) SUBSTANTIVE APPROACH (30 points)

Adequacy of the offeror's proposal demonstrating comprehension of the requirements set forth in the RFP, as
evidenced by a statement addressing the substantive issues involved in developing (PHASE 1) and testing
(PHASE II) a patient-reported outcomes version of the CTCAE to complement the CTCAE for reporting adverse
events in clinical trials.

PHASE I

a. Breadth, scientific merit, feasibility, and innovation in the proposal to develop a PRO version of the CTCAE to
capture a range of symptoms with minimal response burden on the patients.

b. Breadth, scientific merit, feasibility, and innovation of the proposed plan for integrating information collected
from the PRO-CTCAE with the CTCAE to grade adverse events with minimal administrative burden for the
clinicians.

c. Breadth, scientific merit, feasibility, and innovation in developing secure, interoperable software for assessing
and collecting adverse event information from patients and for integrating with the CTCAE and AdEERS.
Previous software development must demonstrate compliance with standards and other infrastructures that
emphasize interoperability (e.g., systems similar to CaBIG).

d. Understanding of the CTCAE and adverse event reporting in clinical trials sponsored by the NCI, FDA, and
other federal agencies.

e. Understanding issues related to the feasibility of integrating the PRO-CTCAE in multi-center clinical trials
sponsored by NCI.

PHASE Il

f. Breadth, scientific merit, feasibility, and innovation in developing validation and feasibility studies to evaluate
the PRO-CTCAE.

g. Ability to create training materials (including websites) that provide user-friendly information.

h. Understanding the value of inclusive collaboration extended to other disciplines and substantive interests.

(C) EXAMPLE OF APPROACH FOR INTEGRATING PROS IN CTCAE
(20 points: 10 points for Fatigue; 10 points for Neuropathy)

Adequacy of the offeror's proposed study to demonstrate their ability to fulfill the requirements set forth in the
RFP, as evidenced by providing two examples of how the offeror would assess, validate and integrate a PRO
into CTCAE version 3.0. The two symptoms are fatigue and neuropathy. The offeror must provide a detailed
example of how the questions are asked of the patient, how the items are scored, how the information is used to
grade an event, and how the information is conveyed electronically and/or in hard copy.

D) ACCESS TO CANCER PATIENTS TO ASSESS THE PRO-CTCAE SYSTEM (10 Points)

Adequacy of the PI's institution or subcontract organization's experience and ability to recruit cancer patients
undergoing treatment or clinical examination for care of their cancer. These cancer patients may be used in
both qualitative evaluation of the instrument or in larger pilot testing of the PRO-CTCAE system within the
organization. This includes the adequacy of their proposed respondents’ diversity in terms of cancer type, race/
ethnicity, gender, and education.
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E) FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT (5 points)

Adequacy of documentation reporting the offeror's facilities and equipment for the anticipated data management,
software development, and data analysis tasks. Specifically, documentation that demonstrates that the offeror
has or will have adequate office space, priority access to computer facilities, high-speed Internet, software
packages, and personnel needed to perform the Statement of Work.

F) ORGANIZATIONAL SUPPORT (5 points)

Adequacy of the support of the Pl and the research team by their organization. This includes a letter of support
from the organization and all subcontract organizations in regards to carrying out the proposed study.

. PAST PERFORMANCE FACTOR

An evaluation of offeror's past performance information will be conducted subsequent to the technical evaluation.
However, this evaluation will not be conducted on any offeror whose proposal would not be selected for award
based on the results of the evaluation of factors other than past performance.

The evaluation will be based on information obtained from references provided by the offeror, other relevant past
performance information obtained from other sources known to the Government, and any information supplied
by the offeror concerning problems encountered on the identified contracts and corrective action taken.

The government will assess the relative risks associated with each offeror. Performance risks are those
associated with an offeror's likelihood of success in performing the acquisition requirements as indicated by that
offeror's record of past performance.

The assessment of performance risk is not intended to be a product of a mechanical or mathematical analysis of
an offeror's performance on a list of contracts but rather the product of subjective judgment by the Government
after it considers relevant information.

When assessing performance risks, the Government will focus on the past performance of the offeror as it
relates to all acquisition requirements, such as the offeror's record of performing according to specifications,
including standards of good workmanship; the offeror's record of controlling and forecasting costs; the offeror's
adherence to contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance; the offeror's reputation
for reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to customer satisfaction; and generally, the offeror's
business-like concern for the interest of the customer.

The Government will consider the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context
of the data, and general trends in the offeror's performance.

The lack of a relevant performance record may result in an unknown performance risk assessment, which will
neither be used to the advantage nor disadvantage of the offeror.

. EXTENT OF SMALL DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS PARTICIPATION

SDB participation will not be scored, but the Government's conclusions about overall commitment and
realism of the offeror's SDB Participation targets will be used in determining the relative merits of the offeror's
proposal and in selecting the offeror whose proposal is considered to offer the best value to the Government.

The extent of the offeror's Small Disadvantaged Business Participation Targets will be evaluated before
determination of the competitive range. Evaluation of SDB participation will be assessed based on consideration
of the information presented in the offeror's proposal. The Government is seeking to determine whether the
offeror has demonstrated a commitment to use SDB concerns for the work that it intends to perform.

Offers will be evaluated on the following sub-factors:

a. Extent to which SDB concerns are specifically identified

b. Extent of commitment to use SDB concerns
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. Complexity and variety of the work SDB concerns are to perform
. Realism of the proposal

. Past performance of offerors in complying with subcontracting plan goals for SDB concerns and monetary
targets for SDB participation

. Extent of participation of SDB concerns in terms of the value of the total acquisition.
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
