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Automobile dealers added 
many more transportation and 
material moving occupations 
(16,820) than did automotive 
parts, accessories, and tire 
stores (2,870).  These included 
drivers/sales workers, heavy and 
tractor-trailer truck drivers, taxi 
drivers and chauffeurs, and park-
ing lot attendants.

Employment grew by 13,260 
among installation, maintenance, 
and repair occupations (particu-
larly tire repairers and changers) 
in automotive parts, accessories, 
and tire stores, while employment 
declined by 20,390 among these 
occupations (particularly automo-
tive body and related repairers) 
in automobile dealers.  Changes 
in the employment in these 
labor-intensive occupations might 
partially explain the productivity 
changes in these industries.
