Illinois, the Chicago-Naperville-Joliet, IL metropolitan division, and the South 
Illinois nonmetropolitan area all had a higher share of production workers than 
the U.S. average.

The South Illinois nonmet-
ropolitan area had a higher 
concentration of employment in 
education, training, and library 
occupations, compared with 
the United States, Illinois, and 
the Chicago-Naperville-Joliet, 
IL Metropolitan Division. 

The proportion of business 
and financial operations oc-
cupations in the Chicago-Na-
perville-Joliet, IL Metropolitan 
Division was more than twice 
that in the South Illinois non-
metropolitan area.
