Although Seattle had the 
highest paid computer program-
mers, median wages in Dallas, 
Miami, and Los Angeles were 
higher relative to wages for all 
workers in the area. 

In Dallas, computer program-
mers were paid almost 2.5 times 
the median wage for Dallas.
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
