Retail sales occupations 
were among the most frequently 
reported because of the large 
number of retail establishments.  
According to the Quarterly Cen-
sus of Employment and Wages, 
retail trade accounted for 12 
percent of all private business 
establishments.

Administrative occupations 
are among the most frequently 
reported, because they are 
found in establishments in all 
industries.
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
