THERE IS ONE POINT WHICH REQUIRES CLEARANCE WITH PRESIDENT AND
ON WHICH HIS DECISION IS NECESSARY. IF THIS IS TO BE STATE
VISIT, WHICH I UNDERSTOOD WAS PRESIDENT'S DESIRE, CUSTOM
REQUTRES THAT PRESIDENT AND MRS. NIXON DINE WITH SHAH AND
EMPRESS 'ON SECOND EVENING. IF PRESIDENT AND MRS. NIXON DO NOT
RPT NOT DESIRE TO DO THIS, THE VISIT WILL HAVE TO BE CALLED
"OFFICIAL". SHAH HAS TOLD BILL ROGERS AND ME THAT HE DOES NOT
RPT NOT HAVE STRONG FEELINGS ON WHICH WAY THE DECISION GOES.

HE IS QUITE FIRM, HOWEVER, ON WHAT CUSTOM REQUIRES. IT WAS
MY UNDERSTANDING FROM PRESIDENT WHEN HE AUTHORIZED ME TO EXTEND
INVITATION THAT HE WANTED THIS TO BE "STATE VISIT". IT IS FOR
THIS REASON THAT I RESPECTFULLY REFER HIS ATTENTION TO THIS
MATTER.
