al mining had an average of 25
fatalities a year for the period from
2003 to 2005. In 2006, coal mining
experienced an 88-percent increase
in fatalities over this average.

The increase was accounted

for mostly by the large increase

in fatalities in bituminous coal
underground mining, which almost
tripled in 2006. This jump was
attributed in part to the Sago Mine
disaster and other multiple-fatality
coal-mining incidents.
