If convicted, failure to register with Selective Service is a felony punishable by up to five
years in prison and/or a $250,000 fine. If not registered by age 26, you can no longer register and
could permanently lose those benefits associated with registration.

All male applicants from the age of 18 but less than 26 years of age are required to provide a
response to this form as part of the application process.
