Kevin Baum is Founder and Principal of inCentergy, and Austin-based
organizational and leadership development consulting group with clients around
the world. Kevin is a 22-year veteran of public service, and is the former
Assistant Fire Chief and Fire Marshal with the Austin, Texas Fire Department.
Kevin is a recognized leader in government, and his innovative ideas on both
leadership and organizational performance have been published in journals in
the United States, the United Kingdom, Australia, Canada and South Africa.
Baum is convinced that we live in extraordinary times, and that extraordinary
times require extraordinary leaders. Baum explores these ideas and more in his
very popular book, Lessons From The Line — Why Every Leader Should Be A
Firefighter For A Day. Kevin is an adjunct faculty member with the Texas State
University Master of Public Administration Program, a guest faculty member for
the U.S. Certified Public Manager’'s Program, a Senior Fellow with the
Performance Institute, and a senior faculty member with the Governing Live
workshop series.

He has published over 14 articles on various subjects
including ESFR sprinklers, warehouse fire protection, hazardous materials
packaging, silane, compressed and liquefied natural gas and pressure relief
systems. Scott has developed over 30 nationally recognized seminars on the
various fire protection and hazardous material requirements in the International
Fire Code© and NFPA standards.





Kelly Ransdell is the Deputy Director of the North Carolina Department of
Insurance- Office of State Fire Marshal and Director of Safe Kids North Carolina.
She joined the Injury Prevention Staff in June 2000. She serves on the NFPA
1035 committee that provides technical assistance for National Fire Prevention
standards. She is the Public Education Advisor for the National Fire Protection
Association Public Education Division and works in 11 states in the Southern
region of the US. Kelly was born in Fuguay-Varina, NC, and is married to Mike, a
deputy with the Harnett County Sheriff's Office. She has a 3 year old daughter,
Claire Marie. She enjoys cooking and spending time with her family when she is
not traveling for her jobs.

Randy Safer has 30 years experience in the fire service. Prior to being hired by
NFPA in August of 2008, Randy spent the previous six years as the Director of
Codes Enforcement with the Tennessee State Fire Marshal’s Office where he
was responsible for three field offices across the state handling the functions of
fire and building code enforcement and plan review. Prior to this position, Randy
was the fire chief in Hendersonville, Tennessee and he started his fire service
career with the Beaumont, Texas Fire Department in 1977. He is married, has
five children, and one granddaughter.

Lorraine Carli, NFPA's vice president of communications, oversees all media
and public affairs activities including NFPA'’s key publication, NFPA Journal, and
the NFPA website. Ms. Carli works with staff throughout NFPA on a variety of
media and advocacy issues in all areas of fire and life safety and is responsible
for ensuring timely, consistent messages are disseminated throughout the media.
Carli establishes media policy and practice for NFPA for both traditional and new
media.

Virginia Garza, TEXFIRS Program Administrator, is a native Texan and a
graduate of the University of Texas at Austin with a BBA in Business
Management. She began her work with the State Fire Marshal’s Office in 1991.
During her years with the SFMO she has worked with the Fire Safety
Inspections, Fire/Arson Investigations and the Fire Prevention and Outreach
divisions. In 1997, she became the state program manager for the Texas Fire
Incident Reporting System, TEXFIRS. The TEXFIRS system allows for the
review of statewide trends and the analysis of fire incident elements thru the
collection of causal fire factors and associated life and property losses. TEXFIRS
fire information is presented in the annual report “Fires in Texas” and is





forwarded to the national NFIRS database. The USFA’s report “Fire in the United
States” is primarily based on NFIRS data.

As the state program administrator for TEXFIRS, Virginia is responsible for the
support and promotion of the only complete incident data collection system in the
state. She works with fire departments to address program coding issues,
improve data collection efforts and provide training on system reporting. Virginia
also works with the USFA’s National Fire Data Center and the National Fire
Information Council to address system issues and the uniformity and promotion
of data collection and serves as the President and state representative to the
National Fire Information Council.

Virginia’'s work with local fire departments, program managers throughout the
nation, and the US Fire Administration, has allowed her the opportunity to focus
the promotion of fire prevention through communication and information
dissemination.
