Nixle is similar to Twitter in that it can instantaneously send out a message to any
up – or “follows” – the sender, but there is one major difference.

A new Facebook page allows citizens to become “fans” of the police de
can leave comments, and learn about what is going on in the department and the
Invitations for department educational events and demonstrations as well as noti
problem areas can be mass distributed via Facebook. Since the public is connecti
it only makes sense for the police department to do the same.

The City of Tomball has other programs which are Facebook friendly with Walk T
of Tomball.
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Nixle went online and nationwide in March, with 1,500-plus agencies are using it. While Tomball
Police Department will use the service chiefly for traffic alerts, they also may use it in a limited
way to seek the public’s help in catching crime suspects.

Cities using or testing the Nixle system include Los Angeles, Baltimore, Virginia Beach, Chicago
and Minneapolis, according to a press release. Sheriffs’ offices using Nixle include Oakland County
(suburban Detroit), Napa County, Oklahoma County (Oklahoma City) and Santa Fe County.

More than 30,000 residents of those cities have signed up to receive Nixle alerts, the press release
stated.

A Nixle user can get as many or as few alerts as you request, it is up to the user what they sign up
for. They can also request the times they get info. You don’t have to sign up – you can go to
www.nixle.com and check the notifications.

The Tomball Police Department is hoping that, in addition to Tomball residents, those who live
throughout Montgomery and Harris County and come to Tomball to shop or do business also will
take advantage of the notification system.
