BIRTH CERTIFICATES - Since 1992, the Vital Statistics office, located at the
City of Lubbock Health Department, has utilized “Remote Site Access” (provided
by the Texas Department of Health Bureau of Vital Statistics) to assist the citi-
zens of Lubbock County and citizens born within the State of Texas to receive
their birth certificate. Identification is required to obtain a birth certificate. If you
do not have a current driver’s license, two of the following forms of identification
are accepted:

+ Utility bill that has your name on it

+ Voter Registration Card (must be current)

+ Health Insurance card with your name on it
