Trails: 1/2-mile nature trail (Backbone Ridge);
1-1/2-mile hiking trail through scenic oak-juniper country.

Exhibit Center: Interpretive exhibits featuring the Civilian
Conservation Corps in original administration building.

Fee charged for conducted tours. Picnic area, self-guided
hiking trails and exhibit center are free. No overnight available.

Camping is available at nearby state parks including: Inks
Lake, Enchanted Rock and Pedernales Falls. Nearby attrac-
tions include Vanishing Texas River Cruise, Confederate
Air Museum, Fort Croghan Museum and Buchanan Dam.
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Located in Burnet County, six miles
west of U.S. Hwy. 281, on Park Road 4.
